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Beyond the Headlines: Six journalists among thousands released in Myanmar amnesty

Media

Six media personnel were among thousands freed on
November 17 as Myanmar junta chief Min Aung Hlaing
declared a mass amnesty, according to local monitoring group Detained Journalists
Information.

Than Htike Aung

Former Mizzima correspondent Than Htike Aung, who was arrested in
Naypyitaw in March last year while reporting on a hearing for ousted
ruling National League for Democracy (NLD) party patron Win Htein, was
among those released. He was sentenced to two years in prison after a
year in custody and was released from Yamethin Prison in Mandalay
Region. Other freed journalists were Ye Yint Tun and San Myint from
Pathein in Ayeyarwady Region, La Pyae from Pyay in Bago Region, Aung
Myo Htet from Shwebo in Sagaing Region, and Mya Wun Yan from Nyaungshwe in Shan State.

Former information minister Pe Myint, who served under the ousted NLD administration, was
also released from reported house arrest in Naypyitaw on November 18 after being detained in
the wake of last year’s coup. It is still unclear whether his deputy, former Reuters
correspondent Aung Hla Tun, who was arrested at his Yangon home in mid-April last year, was
also released.

Junta affairs

The amnesty—which also saw the release of 41 individuals imprisoned for alleged links to
ethnic armed organisations—was welcomed by the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) special envoy to Myanmar, Prak Sokhonn, who is due to visit the country “in the
coming weeks.”

In a statement released on the day of the amnesty, Sokhonn said that he regarded the move as
“a sign of good will that opens up the possibility of finding a peaceful solution to the current
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crisis” through the regional bloc’s so-called “five-point consensus,” which has been widely
criticised as an ineffective response to Myanmar’s post-coup conflict.

“The special envoy considers this mass prisoner release as an important gesture in the right
direction to create a conducive environment for the commencement of a dialogue process
among all concerned parties in Myanmar,” the statement said.

Despite the envoy’s praise, however, watchdog group the Assistance Association for Political
Prisoners said that only 53 of the nearly 5,800 released were “political detainees,” while the
rest were mostly criminal convicts.

Armed resistance

Regime authorities imposed a ban on the use of
motorcycles in southern Yangon Region’s Kayan Township
on November 18 following the shooting death of a junta-
appointed admlnlstrator from Yoe Gyi, a village about 10km southwest of the town of Kayan, by
two gunmen on a motorcycle. The ban was issued by the township’s General Administration
Department, which claimed that anti-regime guerrilla groups based in the area had killed a total
of 21 people in 25 attacks involving motorcycles since the coup. Residents say that around 80%
of the township’s mostly rural population use motorcycles as their main means of
transportation.

In June, the regime banned the use of motorcycles in Kawhmu Township, also in southern
Yangon Region, following urban guerrilla groups’ attacks on regime authorities.

Ethnic armed organisations

The military has been attempting to take back an outpost seized by anti-regime armed groups
near the Thai-Myanmar border in Karen State’s Myawaddy Township since November 17 using
ground troops and air power, according to the Karen National Union (KNU). The KNU and allied
resistance forces took control of the Thay Baw Boe outpost in May. Five junta troops, including
the base’s deputy commander, were killed in that clash.

An officer of the Karen National Liberation Army, an armed wing of the KNU, told Myanmar
Now that three battalions, including an artillery and a missile battalion, have been deployed in
the effort to retake the outpost.

Around 2,000 locals living in three villages near the site of the fighting have been forced to flee
their homes and have been sheltering along the Moei (Thaungyin) River, which separates
Myanmar and Thailand.
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Junta troops torch nearly 400 houses in a Sagaing region township

The Myanmar junta’s brutal arson campaign continues in the
country’s northern Sagaing region, with at least 385 houses
torched in Khin-U township since the end of last week.

Two military columns raided seven villages between Friday and Sunday morning. On Monday
they turned their attention to Saw Gyi village in the north of Khin-U burning more homes.

“This morning they got into the village by shelling it,” a resident told RFA Burmese. “Saw Gyi
village was on fire at around 10.45 a.m. and everyone was fleeing. One junta column spent
the night at Ma Daung Hla village. The junta column from the south of Khin-U reached the
[government] workers’ housing in the east of [the township] this morning,” said the local,
who declined to give his name for safety reasons. He said it was still unclear how many
houses had been burned down in Saw Gyi.

The military column that raided the southern part of Khin-U township also occupied

Paung Hle Kone village on Nov. 18 and 19, burning down 136 houses. A 70-year-old woman
who was unable to leave was burned to death and a 50-year-old man died of a heart attack
following an artillery blast, according to locals.

On Nov. 20, troops burned down 90 houses in Let Pan Gyi village. They also torched 13
houses from Let Yet Kone village in Shwebo township, the scene of a junta attack on a school
in September that the UN described as a war crime.

In the north of Khin-U township a further 146 homes were burned down in four villages,
according to locals. RFA has not been able to confirm the claims.

Sagaing’s State Administration Council Spokesman Aye Hlaing, who is also the region’s social
affairs minister, told RFA he was not aware of the incidents. He said the internet had been
cut by the destruction of communications towers in Khin-U township and phone lines were
also unreliable.
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A total of 1,856 houses from 47 villages in Khin-U township were torched by junta troops
between the coup on Feb.1, 2021 and the end of Oct., 2022, according to residents and local
People’s Defense Forces (PDFs). They said 218 people, including PDF members, were killed.

Some 612,400 residents of Sagaing region were forced to abandon their homes due to the
conflict over the previous 21 months, according to a UN Office for the Coordination of
Humanitarian Affairs (UNOCHA) report on Oct. 31.

Myanmar Resistance Medics on Front Line of Fight Against Military Rule

It has been nearly two years since Tracy last saw her parents. She left her family in Yangon,
where she was in her final year at the University of Medicine (1), one day after celebrating her
23rd birthday in February 2021.

Now 24, Tracy is among many in Myanmar’s young generation who have traded comfortable
urban lives and promising futures for a tough jungle existence with the anti-regime resistance.

The regime’s deadly crackdowns on peaceful protests after the February 2021 coup drove
multitudes of young people like Tracy to seek refuge in areas controlled by ethnic armed groups
who reject military rule.

Some are now fighting with the ethnic resistance forces, while others, like Tracy, are making
essential contributions with what they have learned, providing medical care to comrades and
locals.

Tracy now lives in Karenni State (Kayah State), which has been rocked by daily clashes between
regime troops and ethnic armed forces since May last year.

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“] decided | would keep struggling against the regime for as long as the revolution existed. So |
left Yangon,” Tracy told The Irrawaddy.

“l can’t stand by and just watch this injustice. | don’t want the future of our people to be lost. |
will do whatever | can to resist this dictatorship,” she said.

Tracy arrived at Demoso township in Karenni State and began working as a medic for People’s
Defense Force (PDF) members, residents and internally displaced people (IDPs). She also helps
to distribute learning materials for students in remote areas of the township and provides
health education in schools under the parallel civilian National Unity Government.

She arranges food supplies for IDP camps with support from Yangon Medical University 1
seniors and the public. Moreover, she and her colleagues have set up mobile medical services in
their area.

A clinic in their area has now been upgraded to a hospital capable of conducting different types
of surgery. Tracy said the hospital is operating with support from her university seniors, NGOs
that do not want to be named, public volunteers and the NUG’s Health Ministry.

The hospital sees more than a dozen badly wounded
patients after every clash between regime troops and
resistance forces. At these times, Tracy and her colleagues
perform surgery both day and night.

“Patients arrive in the operating theatre with missing legs,
hands or with gaping belly wounds,” she said of injured

resistance members.

She remembers one young comrade wheeled in with catastrophic stomach wounds after being
hit by regime artillery. Tracy and other doctors operated on the youth despite knowing his
chance of survival was low. He emerged from surgery alive after six hours of desperate battle,
only to die 30 minutes later.

Tracy said she and her colleagues were almost broken by their grief when he died.

“| felt distraught over the struggle of the young resistance fighter. At the same time, | feel
hatred, disgust and anger at the sit-khwe [junta military “dogs”] and the people who work for
them” she said, her voice cracking with emotion.

Tracy admitted to sadness at being parted from her parents, who support her decision to join
the resistance.

“When | get depressed, | just think about the sacrifice being made by resistance fighters. They
give their lives and they never see their parents again,” she told The Irrawaddy.
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It’s not just PDF combatants who depend on Tracy and her colleagues, but also civilians and
IDPs in the area. Civilian residents get injured in frequent junta artillery attacks on their villages,
which also destroy homes. Meanwhile IDPs in local camps often suffer poor health and
emergencies through lack of humanitarian aid.

IDP camps have insufficient blankets, which leaves children prone to pneumonia in the cold
weather, while lack of clean water means many residents suffer diarrhea. Meanwhile, older
IDPs with chronic conditions like high blood pressure, heart disease and diabetes often arrive at
the hospital desperately ill due to medicine shortages.

“We take care of them day and night. If they recover from their life-threatening condition, we
are very happy,” she said.

Like Tracy, Julia travels around an ethnic area providing health services to civilians and ethnic
armed combatants, in Chin State.

The strength of CDM medics

Julia, 33, was a civil servant in the public health department in Mindat Township, Chin State,
before the military took power. In late February 2021, she and her friends joined the Civil
Disobedience Movement (CDM). Health workers nationwide were the first professionals to go
on strike in protest against military dictatorship. Medics from government hospitals across the
country participated in daily anti-coup protests and rejected the regime by hanging CDM
hospital banners.

Myanmar’s health system ground to a halt as 60,000 of the country’s 110,000 health workers
joined the CDM.

Nearly 5,000 of the CDM health workers are now working among resistance groups under the
shadow civilian National Unity Government (NUG), according to the CDM Medical Network,
which compiles lists of health workers. They include 320 specialist doctors, 560 nurses, 1,554
basic health workers, and volunteers, according to the NUG.

Julia is among them, having served both in a resistance
group’s base camp and also in remote areas of Mindat
township. Previously, she had worked at the Ministry
of Health for 10 years.

“I joined the CDM movement because | strongly oppose and condemn the coup,” Julia told The
Irrawaddy.
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She and her friends had opened a CDM clinic just before May 2021, when the clashes erupted
in Mindat. She then moved to a remote area where Chin Defense Forces (Mindat) were fighting
regime troops.

She and the other five health workers served on the front line for 14 days in May 2021.

“Our side suffered casualties because of a shortage of weapons. | used a lot of bandages on
comrades who were badly wounded and bleeding profusely,” Julia recalled of the battles.

Having never experienced combat conditions before, she was scared at first. But she overcame
the fear by focusing on treating CDF comrades injured in battle.

She recalls seeing a tarpaulin on the ground soaked so heavily with the blood of wounded
combatants that health staff could not sit down.

“One comrade was killed by a shell that shattered his skull. Others suffered smashed jaws or
bullet fragments lodged in their legs. | felt sorry for them, these youths who had to take up
arms instead of pens,” she muttered.

Away from the front line, she provides health services at CDF base camps. She said many
resistance fighters suffer from kidney stones because the water is not clean. Some also fall sick
because of the bad weather and training.

She is always ready if needed on the front line. Meanwhile, she provides maternity and child
health services, her field of expertise, in remote villages in the township.

Julia provides healthcare services to residents in a remote
area of Mindat, Chin State.

She faces many difficulties because these remote rural
villages do not have enough medical equipment.

“Before the coup, we offered full services as a department.

But since last year we have been doing this work on our
own. Since the coup, we have encountered a lack of
equipment and inadequate medicine,” she explained of the challenges in public health
provision.

However, Julia and other CDM medics remain determined to provide health services for areas
under their care.

Doe Myae Medical Team

The Doe Myae Medical Team was formed by CDM health staff three months ago to provide
healthcare services in western Sagaing Region, an anti-regime stronghold. The team is working
for both IDPs and resistance forces.
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Ko Myat Thu, 36, is the CDM medic who founded Doe Myae Medical Team.

He worked as a public health official for more than 18 years before joining the CDM movement
on February 3, 2021 — two days after the military takeover.

“Our driving force to join the CDM movement was the coup,” Ko Myat Thu told The Irrawaddy.

Like other CDM medics, he has traveled around villages providing basic health care to the
populace since last year. He and his colleagues have extended those services to PDF members
in the last three months.

Ko Myat Thu and two other medics have stationed themselves just behind the battle lines to
give first aid to wounded comrades. Seriously wounded combatants are transferred to the
hospital in resistance-controlled territory.

He has seen many young resistance fighters killed, or lose
legs and hands in battle.

“There is more pain than pleasure here,” he said quietly.

His family worries for him, but he also worries for them —
regime troops launch artillery attacks on villages in his
region almost daily.

The junta’s air force also carries out frequent airstrikes in

the region.

“If the planes come, we can’t do anything. We have to run,” Ko Myat Thu said.
CDM medics unbeaten and unbowed

Having set up public health coverage in their respective areas by themselves, the CDM medical
staff are determined to keep doing their jobs despite shortages of medicines and other
necessities.

“I will continue to fight with my comrades until the revolution ends. After the revolution, | will
return to my department,” Ko Myat Thu told The Irrawaddy.

Julia strongly believes the struggle against military rule will succeed because the public and the
resistance are fighting a righteous war.

“We will inevitably succeed, but it will take time. | won’t abandon my fallen comrades, | will
fight against the military to the end,” she said.

The medics also asked the public to donate to their medical teams around the country, as they
provide health services not just to PDF camps but also IDP camps and civilian areas.
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Tracy urged people not to relax under military rule but to participate in any way they could to
support the revolutionary forces.

“We are struggling to finish the revolution as quickly as possible. | want to ask you to be part of
this struggle.”

We need to defeat our enemy, but we also need to look within

A Kachin youth now living in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, reflects on the Kachin revolution as it
enters its 63rd year

| come from a family of Kachin independence Army (KIA)
soldiers. My grandfather fought, my uncle died on the front
line, and my dad served as well, up until the ceasefire in
1994. | was born a year later, so | have no memories of him
serving, but | do have vivid memories of him getting drunk
every night, beating my mom, and sometimes beating my
siblings and me, too. There were ten of us—eight brothers, one sister, and me, but two of my
brothers passed away from illnesses, so now I’'m the oldest.

| grew up poor. My dad wanted to take me and my siblings out of school so that we could work
in the field, but my mom refused. She opened a shop and she also collected empty cans,
bottles, paper boxes, and iron to sell so that we could continue our studies. On my way to and
from school, | always looked for pieces of iron so that | could help her. It was a very difficult
time, and no one supported us, not even our church community or our neighbours. Those are
my childhood memories.

| finished high school in 2011, not knowing it was to be the
end of my education. Months later, war resumed between
the KIA and the military. | could hear gunfire and explosions
from my village, and soon, displaced people started arriving
from nearby areas. It was an intense time, and the KIA was
asking people to serve on the frontline. | thought about joining, but my parents didn’t agree, so
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| volunteered to distribute food at a camp for internally displaced persons (IDPs) in the border
town of Mai Ja Yang instead. Most were old people, kids, or pregnant women, and | saw that
there wasn’t enough food to go around.

In 2012, a relative asked me if | wanted to go to Malaysia. | said, “Why not?” | couldn’t study or
stay at home because of the war, and | thought that maybe | could help my family if | went. At
the time, | was 17.

| walked through the jungle at night and crossed the border illegally. Luckily, | didn’t get caught,
but | had only been in Kuala Lumpur for a few months when the police stopped me and some
friends on the street and demanded to see some identification. At the time, my only ID was a
piece of paper from a Kachin community organisation, but the police just ripped it up. They told
us to sit down, then they kicked us and took our money before letting us go.

Not long after this, | was recognised by the UN refugee agency (UNHCR) as an asylum seeker.
But I'm still regarded as an “illegal immigrant” under Malaysian law. I've spent the past decade
working 10- to 12-hour shifts in restaurants where I’'m treated as inferior to my Malaysian co-
workers and paid less, but because | need to support myself and send money home, | just keep

going.

As difficult as this life has been, my second and third brothers joined me here a few years after |
arrived. The development gains brought by the Aung San Suu Kyi-led government and

its pledge to make peace “the first priority” hadn’t made much of a difference in Mansi
Township, where I’'m from. The war continued and anyone could be caught up in the violence.
Around 2016, a cousin | grew up with disappeared at the age of 19. | heard that the military
accused him of belonging to the KIA, but his body was never found and the case was never
brought to justice. Then in 2018, two IDPs from my township were taken into military custody;
locals later found their bodies with gunshot wounds to the head. The military said the two men
were KIA soldiers who died in battle, but locals told human rights investigators they were
civilians who were tortured and murdered.

2 So my two brothers and | stayed in Malaysia, and after
the coup, we decided to bring two more of our brothers
here too. The military was killing and torturing people
across the country, and in my township,
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fresh clashes were breaking out between the military and the KIA.

For my family, daily survival had become even harder. My mother had to give up on her two-
decade struggle to put all of her kids through school, and my siblings just passed their days on
the farm. We were especially worried about my two teenage brothers, as it was only a matter
of time before they were sent to fight on the frontline.

So the three of us in Malaysia worked and saved our money, and in October paid an agent
4,000 Malaysian ringgit (5850) to bring them here. We were supposed to pay another 8,000
ringgit when they arrived, but they never did. Our last conversation was on October 26. | had
thought they would reach Kuala Lumpur the next morning, but when I tried calling, | couldn’t
reach them. My fears were confirmed when | searched online and found a statement from the
Malaysian immigration department that police had “successfully busted a human smuggling
syndicate” in the border state of Kelantan and detained 49 “illegal aliens.”

| reported to the UNHCR that my brothers were missing, but they just told me to fill out an
online form and wait for a call that never came. Refugee community organisations haven’t been
able to do much either. One replied: “I'm not sure if your brothers will be sent back to
Myanmar, but I'm sure that they will be traumatised and mentally broken.”

My friends who have spent time in immigration detention told me that it is so crowded you
can’t even sleep flat on your back. This July, the Malaysian government announced that 298
people had died in its immigration detention centres over the past two years. And last month,
Malaysia deported 150 Myanmar nationals, some of whom had sought asylum in the country.

When | think about our situation, | feel very hollow. My brothers are locked in detention, but |
feel like I'm in a prison, too. My church leaders say to pray and have faith, but it just leaves me
with more unanswered questions. | want to know why we had to run away from our own
country and who will take responsibility for what happened to my brothers. | want to know why
our lives seem to have no value, whether we are in our homeland or in a foreign country.

| know that the Myanmar military is the root cause of
these problems, and that we need to eradicate it to
achieve peace and develop as a society. But | also want
to see our revolutionary leaders do more to fulfil the
trust we have placed in them and honour the sacrifices
that the people have made. The KIA is one of the
country’s oldest and strongest armed groups. Our
leaders still ask us, “Don’t you love your people? Don’t you love your religion or your state?”
And they ask if we can go to the frontline for our freedom and democracy. | want freedom and
democracy as much as anyone, but as someone who has never experienced either, | feel
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trapped. | feel that, because my brothers and | were born underprivileged, we are unjustly
paying the price of a war that has been going on for more than 62 years.

This war has broken families and deprived a generation of young people of our education and
our futures. Countless KIA soldiers have given their lives on the frontline, and countless
innocent civilians have died without justice. Tens of thousands of people have been living in IDP
camps for more than a decade. Thousands of others, like me, are living without documents in
foreign countries, working day and night just to get by. While a small number of elites continue
to go about their businesses and send their children to university abroad, most of us have never
known such privileges, or even our basic human rights. We need to talk about all of this, too.

This war has broken families and deprived a generation of young people of our education and
our futures

At this critical time, we need to defeat our enemy, but we also need to look within. If we ignore
or normalise our shortcomings and our mistakes, we will experience the same problems over
and over again, and never escape from this loop. As we continue in our war against the junta,
we must also sincerely confront our weaknesses and strive to improve ourselves. Our leaders
need to stand with the oppressed, bring us together across diversity, and exemplify the ideals
of equality, justice and integrity for which they ask us to fight. And all of us need to consider our
goals and live by our highest values. Only then can we win and rebuild our beloved nation for
the benefit of future generations.

Myanmar citizens blame uptick in crime on military’s regime’s prisoner amnesties

The junta prioritizes cracking down on its opponents over ensuring law and order, attorney
says.

Myanmar’s military authorities are failing to arrest
and charge perpetrators of violent crimes like armed
robbery and murder, say crime victims and regime
opponents, who accuse the junta of fighting political

foes instead of crime.
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Violent offenses across the country—including the largest two cities, Yangon and Mandalay—
have largely gone unpunished in the wake of the junta’s recent amnesty, during which more
criminals than political dissidents were freed, they said.

The regime, formally called the State Administration Council, said last week it had released
5,774 prisoners, including 712 political prisoners, to mark a national holiday.

That brought the total number of amnesty grantees to 62,865 prisoners since the military
seized power from the democratically elected government in a coup on Feb. 1, 2021. The
Institute for Strategy and Policy-Myanmar and other research groups noted that only 5,268
of them were political prisoners arrested for participating in anti-coup protests and
movements.

Myanmar’s Ministry of Home Affairs, which was controlled by the military even before the
coup, has not updated its public crime statistics since 2018.

A statement issued by the military regime in November did not specify the crimes of the
inmates who were freed. A July 2021 amnesty dismissed criminal cases pending before the
courts filed prior to the coup for 11 types of offenses, including theft; larceny; arrests made
without a warrant; and violations of gambling, excise and forestry laws.

More recently, Monywa District People’s Defense Army, a militia group in Sagaing region’s
largest city, issued a statement in September, saying that criminals freed from prison under
junta amnesties included those sentenced during the previous civilian-led government for
violent crimes such as rape, murders and theft, as well as members of criminal gangs who
committed new crimes.

As of Monday, the Assistance Association for Political Prisoners, a Thailand-based rights
group, recorded 6,316 arrests for political reasons since the coup and 3,371 releases,
suggesting that others freed by the junta had been imprisoned for other crimes.

In urban centers in the country of 54 million people, women and elderly have become
targets of robbers and muggers who commit crimes in gangs.

Yangon resident Myo Aye said he was robbed of the equivalent of about U.S. $72 by muggers
on an Indian-made motorbike while standing at a crowded bus stop in Yangon on Nov. 1.

The following day, three men with knives robbed a hardware store in the city’s Pabedan
township in downtown and stabbed the owner before they stole his car, his cell phone and
some cash.

Similarly, there was a gang robbery in Mandalay, Myanmar’s second-largest city by
population, on the same day. Nwe Ni, who was robbed of her motorbike and necklace in the
incident, said residents must live amid the lawlessness.
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“l didn’t even have time to scream,” she said. “It was in broad daylight while many people
were going to the market. The robbers were a group of young men. It was very scary.”

'State of anarchy'

On Oct. 30, award-winning author College Star, 70, and his wife, a retired schoolteacher,
were stabbed to death during a robbery at their home in Yangon’s Mingalar Taung Nyunt
township.

“The authorities cannot find the murderers,” said neighbor Mying Oo. “If the authorities
want to restore law and order, they should try to take action to catch the perpetrators. Now,
we are now living in a state of anarchy.”

Bo Bo Oo, a former parliamentarian for Yangon’s Sanchaung township, said the junta was
responsible for the increased threats to people’s lives and property.

“The protections under the law are totally gone now,” he told RFA. “There is no guarantee
for individual citizens. The ruling regime is arresting and killing people at will and for no
reason, so it is not surprising that the security condition has deteriorated under such a
regime.”

Bo Bo Oo said that military regime leaders who seized power from Myanmar’s elected
government in a February 2021 coup have shown no capacity to restore law and order.

Minh Zaw Oo, executive director of the Myanmar Institute for Peace and Security, said
security conditions for civilians in Myanmar are now the worst since the military coup.

“Now, we are witnessing an increasing number of crimes like bank robberies or robbery-
homicide cases,” he said. “It’s true that the security condition of civilians has gone down
vastly.”

Junta leader Senior Gen. Min Aung Hlaing said during a regime meeting on Nov. 1 that a
country cannot be stable without law and order, especially if people live in fear of getting
mugged.

An attorney, who declined to be identified for safety reasons, said despite Min Aung Hlaing’s
comments, the military has prioritized strengthening its rule over cracking down on
criminals.

“The activities of the police forces, which are controlled by the military council, are now
almost at a standstill,” he said. “They are doing nothing concerning crime prevention,
investigations or prosecutions.”

Instead, authorities are mainly focused on cracking down on sympathizers of the parallel
National Unity Government and members of People’s Defense Force, the NUG’s armed wing
and have abandoned ensuring the safety of citizens.
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“Under these circumstances, there are increased crimes, instability and lawlessness around
the country,” he said.

Ultranationalist Monk U Wirathu Among Pro-Regime Figures Honored by Myanmar Junta

Ultranationalist monk U Wirathu and Russian defense minister Sergei Shoigu are among the
recipients of the Myanmar regime’s honorary titles in recent days.

The junta statement praised the cooperation for Myanmar’s peace, development and
prosperity of the recipients, which also included Shoigu’s deputy Alexander Fomin, Japan-
Myanmar Association chairman Hideo Watanabe and various businessmen.

The National League for Democracy (NLD) government banned U Wirathu, once dubbed by
Time magazine as the “Buddhist Bin Laden”, from delivering sermons for a year due to his racial
and religious hate speech.

Once the prominent leader of the Patriotic Association of Myanmar or Ma Ba Tha, the monk
faced a sedition charge in 2019 for remarks about State Counselor Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and
spent a year as a fugitive before he turned himself in to the authorities in November 2020.

When the monk was released from prison in October 2021 he condemned the anti-regime
resistance groups. The regime rewarded him with the Thiri Pyanchi title, which honors those
who have performed with excellence for the country’s greatness.

Nationalists consecrated the monk on November 17, Myanmar’s National Day, in Naypyitaw.

Russia is the major arms supplier for the regime and has been deepening bilateral ties since the
2021 coup.

Shoigu and Fomin have been the focal point in military cooperation and publicly supported the
coup. Shoigu was awarded the Sithu title and his deputy was named Thiri Pyanchi.

Alexander Ostrovsky from the Federal Service for Military-Technical Cooperation of Russia was
awarded the “excellent administrative performance” medal.

“Thiri Pyanchi” Watanabe has said the coup was legal and urged Japanese businessmen to
invest in military-ruled Myanmar. He is known for his close ties to the regime and “requested”
the release of US journalist Denny Fenster, according to junta media.
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Other recipients included: Yoma Bank chairman U Theim Wai, also known as Serge Pun; Union
of Myanmar Federation of Chambers of Commerce and Industry president U Zaw Min Wai;
former general Thiha Thura Tin Aung Myint Oo; President’s Office minister U Soe Thane from
President Thein Sein’s government who publicly supported the coup; and A Bank chairman Zaw
U Win Shein.

Min Aung Hlaing handed the Thiri Pyanchi to his son Aung Pyae Sone.

Late businessman U Thein Tun, also known as Pepsi Thein Tun for his role in bringing the US
drinks giant to the country in 1990, was posthumously named Theikpa Kyawswa for his work
developing Burmese literature.

T Khun Myat, who served as Lower House speaker under the NLD and still works at his
parliamentary office in Naypyitaw, and Khin Yi, the former immigration minister and current
chairman of the military proxy Union Solidarity and Development Party, were awarded titles.

Min Aung Hlaing’s advisors Dr. Yin Yin Nwe, Daw Yin Yin Oo, Dr. Salai Ngun Cung Lian, Daw Khin
Oo Hlaing, retired colonel Htein Lin, defence ministry adviser and former police colonel Sitt Aye
and various political party leaders were handed the Thiri Pyanchi.

Russia Agrees to Establish Yangon Flights and Nuclear Energy Hub in Myanmar

Myanmar’s junta and Russia have agreed to open direct flights to Yangon and to establish a
nuclear technology hub in the city, according to the regime-controlled media.

Junta delegations attended Transport Week and other international forums in Moscow last
week.

Science and technology minister Dr Myo Thein Kyaw signed a deal at the nuclear technology
center in St Petersburg on Friday with Russia’s state-run nuclear corporation, Rosatom, to
establish a similar institution in Yangon.

Junta chief Min Aung Hlaing has strengthened ties with
- Russia since his coup in February 2021.

Russia is looking to expand the role of its oil and gas firms
in Myanmar.
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The regime signed a road map for atomic energy cooperation with Rosatom in September,
including a possible modular reactor project in Myanmar.

The agreement was signed at the Eastern Economic Forum in Vladivostok, which was attended
by Min Aung Hlaing.

On September 20, junta spokesman Major General Zaw Min Tun confirmed regime plans to
build a small nuclear power plant in the next few years.

He did not give a location but said the Atomic Energy Department at the Ministry of Science and
Technology would establish a “nuclear information technology center” in Yangon to influence
public opinion on nuclear energy.

Transport and communications minister Tin Aung San attended workshops and conferences on
railway and urban transport at Moscow’s Transport Week.

On Wednesday both civil aviation authorities agreed to Yangon flights from Vladivostok,
Novosibirsk and Krasnoyarsk with Myanmar Airways International next year.

Negotiations for the flights began in early September before the Eastern Economic Forum in
Vladivostok.

NZ ‘unlikely’ to attend junta-led counter-terrorism meeting: official

It will be the second time this year that the country has boycotted anti-terror talks co-hosted
by Myanmar and Russia

A senior official from New Zealand’s Ministry of Defence has indicated that the country will
likely sit out a counter-terrorism meeting to be hosted by Myanmar’s junta and Russia early
next month.

The online meeting, slated for December 6-7, will bring together representatives of the
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and their partners as part of the ASEAN
Defence Ministers’ Meeting-Plus (ADMM-Plus).

“While Aotearoa has yet to receive a formal invitation through the ASEAN Secretariat to the
ADMM-Plus Experts Working Group on Counter-Terrorism, we are very unlikely to participate,”
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Michael Swain, the ministry’s deputy secretary of defence policy and planning, told Myanmar
Now, using the Maori name for New Zealand.

New Zealand previously boycotted a meeting of the group held in Moscow in July.

“Aotearoa strongly condemns both Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, and the coup in Myanmar and
associated violence,” Swain added.

The governments of the United States and Australia also withdrew from the July meeting, citing
the hosts’ use of their joint position to attack their opponents.

A Pentagon spokesperson told Myanmar Now that they had not been officially notified of the
next meeting and criticised the co-chairs for continuing to use the platform for propaganda
purposes.

“Russia and the Myanmar military regime have consistently used their co-chairmanship ... to
propagandise and justify the atrocities they are continuing to commit against innocent people,
and to imply support for these atrocities by the ADMM-Plus and its members,” said Department
of Defence spokesperson Lt-Col Martin Meiners.

“This is a clear breach of ASEAN values and their responsibilities as co-chairs, and the United
States continues to condemn Russia’s invasion of Ukraine and the Myanmar military regime’s
violence against its people, and reiterates that in all ADMM-Plus engagements in which it
participates,” he added.

The defence ministries of Australia, Japan and South Korea did not respond to questions from
Myanmar Now regarding their participation in next month’s meeting.

Myanmar and Russia took over as joint chairs of the counter- terrorism working group at the
beginning of 2021 for a three-year term, after a December 2020 handover ceremony held in
Bangkok.

As co-chairs, the Myanmar and Russian militaries are organising both field training and tabletop
exercises that will involve the participation of the armed forces of the ADMM-Plus countries.

The Myanmar military hosts the working group’s official website and has been using it to accuse
the shadow National Unity Government and other bodies formed to oppose the regime of

being terrorists.

The ADMM-Plus group includes the 10 member states of ASEAN, as well as Australia, China,
India, Japan, New Zealand, Russia, South Korea, and the United States.

An investigation by activist group Justice for Myanmar in May concluded that ASEAN’s
“practical assistance and support for the Myanmar military likely amounts to the aiding and
abetting of the military’s genocide, war crimes and crimes against humanity.”
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Freed Australian Economist Turnell Says Myanmar Ruled by ‘Fools’

Newly released Australian economist Sean Turnell said it was a tragedy for Myanmar’s people
to be ruled by the military junta, whom he called “knaves and fools.”

Turnell, who was released in the regime’s mass amnesty on Thursday along with four other
foreigners, had been locked up since the coup in February last year, accusing by the junta of
possessing state secrets.

He was an economic adviser to ousted and detained Myanmar leader Daw Aung San Suu Kyi
and her National League for Democracy (NLD) government from 2015 until its ouster on Feb. 1,
2021.

Upon his arrival in Australia, the economist said in a thank you message on Facebook that
despite his joy at being reunited with his family, he was acutely aware that “the 53 million
people in Myanmar continue to suffer under a regime that is about as unrepresentative of
them as is possible to imagine.”

“It is a tragic and terrible thing that the nicest people | have encountered anywhere are ruled
over by such knaves and fools. But more on such things later,” he wrote.

After his arrest, the regime claimed to have found “state secret” information in his computer
and charged him under the Official Secrets Act.

He pleaded not guilty but a regime court in Naypyitaw sentenced him to three years’
imprisonment in September and then transferred him to Yangon’s Insein Prison, where he
remained until his release on Thursday.

Since the coup, the military junta has killed more than 2,500 people for rejecting military rule in
Myanmar. Nearly two years on, the junta has been prevented from taking full control of the
country by a popular armed resistance movement. In response, the military has been
conducting deadly air strikes in anti-regime strongholds nearly every day.

Turnell was deported to Australia right after his release.
He was asked by an official before leaving Myanmar if he now “hated” the country.

“Sean said: | never hate Myanmar, | love the people of Myanmar and it’s always like that,” his
wife Ha Vu posted on Facebook, announcing her husband’s arrival.
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In his message, the economist thanked everyone who helped bring him home—from the
Australian government to family members to friends to Sydney’s Macquarie University, where
he is a faculty member.

He also thanked the media for their support, adding, “You’ll be hearing and seeing all too much
of me | am sure.”

And then, he said: “Finally the beard. This very day it’s going!!!”

To Remain Relevant, ASEAN Must Not Fall for Myanmar Junta’s Ploy

When leaders of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) met at the regional
summit last week, there appeared to be progress regarding how they would handle the
Myanmar crisis. The bloc released an assessment recognizing the need for an “implementation
plan” to support the Five-Point Consensus, along with “concrete, practical and measurable
indicators with specific timeline”. A few days after ASEAN’s assessment, the Myanmar military
junta granted amnesty to 6,000 prisoners including some prominent political figures and high-
profile foreigners such as Australian economist Sean Turnell and former British Ambassador
Vicky Bowman.

While it may be taken as a diplomatic success for ASEAN and the international community,
ASEAN needs to use caution, as the Myanmar junta has used this go-to strategy of delaying and
defusing ASEAN and international efforts to resolve political crises since back in the 1990s. The
recent release of some political prisoners will do little to resolve the ongoing crisis, as
thousands of political prisoners remain detained, hundreds of thousands of people have lost
their homes, and innocent civilians remain at risk of being killed by air strikes. On the other
hand, this kind of defusing of international pressure benefits the junta by allowing it to not only
buy time but also remain focused on crushing the resistance and maintaining its tight grip on
power, while the suffering of millions of Myanmar people continues. Myanmar people have
learned from the past that this is just the junta’s attempt to defuse pressure. Thus, the release
of some political dissidents will have little impact on people’s strong resistance against military
rule and more importantly on the suffering of the Myanmar people.

Upholding its non-interference policy, ASEAN faces limitations in dealing with the Myanmar
crisis. Thus, many criticisms of ASEAN from the international community may be undue.
However, the exasperation of the Myanmar people towards the regional bloc is largely
different. Myanmar people have done everything they could within their means to show their
rejection of military rule, from voting for civilian politicians in the 1990, 2012, 2015 and 2020
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general elections, to nationwide peaceful protests against military rule in 1988, 2007 and 2021.
When decades of peaceful means still did not produce the outcomes that they strongly desired,
they finally resorted to the current armed struggle, joining forces with ethnic armed resistance
organizations who have been fighting for self-determination and freedom from the military’s
ultra-nationalistic rule for many decades. Myanmar people have very few expectations when it
comes to international support, as we know, for the most part, that we must fight our battle on
our own. However, what Myanmar people are really hoping and crying out loud for, is for our
neighboring countries to not enable further or inadvertently embolden the Myanmar military to
continue to commit their horrific crimes with impunity.

Myanmar people have every reason to fear history repeating — any de facto recognition of the
current military rule by ASEAN is expected to result in more decades of military rule and
suffering, which are the Myanmar people’s worst fears. Under ASEAN’s constructive
engagement policy with the Myanmar military, which dates to the 1990s, the then-military
regime was admitted to the bloc in 1997. The admission to ASEAN not only let the Myanmar
generals get away with their horrific human rights violations with impunity, but also shielded
them from pressure from the international community. ASEAN’s constructive engagement was
also taken as an example to follow by Western democracies, since Myanmar was viewed as
moving in the right direction when the political transition of the 2010s seemed initially to go
smoothly.

The coup in 2021 has proved that when it comes to the military, neither ASEAN’s constructive
engagement nor the Myanmar political elite’s appeasement and reconciliation policy of the
2010s will work. It only confirmed that the Myanmar military never had any intention to

retreat from politics or to let go of its political power and economic privileges. The continued
violent and horrific crackdown on the resistance by the military has only made people more
determined to end military rule once and for all. However, the people’s strong resistance and
rejection of military rule appear to be misjudged by outside observers and some ASEAN leaders.
Singapore’s Foreign Minister Vivian Balakrishnan recently described the Myanmar conflict as “a
fight for the heart of the Bamar majority, between the Tatmadaw [Myanmar’s military] on one
hand and the National League for Democracy led by Daw Aung San Suu Kyi.”

While ASEAN may see military rule as the norm in politically complex Myanmar, resistance
leaders, Myanmar analysts, and ordinary Myanmar people immediately knew, as soon as the
coup occurred, that the truly barbaric nature and intentions of the generals would soon be
revealed. With the recent release of political prisoners, ASEAN may still hope that the Myanmar
military can be convinced to bring stability and peace. However, over the past about 18 months
since the agreement on the Five-Point Consensus laid out by ASEAN leaders, the Myanmar
junta has had no qualms about continuing its extreme violence against its own citizens. Just a
week before the 55th ASEAN ministerial summit, the Myanmar military executed four political
activists. In the midst of ASEAN’s continuous calls for the utmost restraint and the end of all
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violence, the Myanmar military continues with its campaign of terror including recent air strikes
on a school in Sagaing Region and on a concert in Kachin State.

Options for ASEAN

ASEAN'’s current assessment shows that in order to remain relevant, the bloc will need to show
unity and leadership in the Myanmar crisis. After giving the benefit of the doubt to the military
council for the past 18 months, the bloc now has an opportunity to take on fresh outlooks and
approaches to develop the implementation plan. The regional bloc is now at a critical juncture —
with a lot at stake, amid the continued deepening of the suffering of the Myanmar people, it
has a chance to be on the right side of history, and save its reputation and relevance. ASEAN
has three very different options: 1) maintain its old approach of constructive engagement with
the Myanmar military; 2) take a politically neutral approach with effective support on
humanitarian assistance; and 3) take a new direction, and listen to the people of Myanmar for a
change.

The first option, constructive engagement with the junta, has been a default option for the
bloc. It has raised the question of the relevance of the bloc and had a negative impact on
ASEAN’s unity and leadership. To the people of Myanmar, such engagement only emboldens
the junta and inadvertently sharpens the weapons that kill innocent Myanmar citizens and
deepen their suffering. And the worst nightmare would be the regional bloc’s de facto
recognition of the junta after its sham elections in 2023.

The second option, politically neutral support on humanitarian assistance, as also mentioned in
the recent assessment, if taken cautiously, might be able to deliver urgently needed
humanitarian assistance. ASEAN may be able to take a politically neutral approach, without
directly engaging with the junta’s State Administration Council (SAC) or the National Unity
Government (NUG). However, this humanitarian assistance could only achieve so much,
considering the pace and intensity of atrocities that the junta continues to commit. This in a
way only prolongs the people’s suffering with occasional relief provided along the way.

The third option is to take a completely new direction, an unprecedented one for ASEAN, by
listening to the people of Myanmar for a change. It also means listening to the people’s
representatives—those whom the people of Myanmar have chosen to lead their desperate
attempt to overthrow the military. This includes the leadership of the NUG, the National Unity
Consultative Council (NUCC) and ethnic armed organizations (EAQOs).

Myanmar has already experienced the harsh reality of military rule under generations of
generals from the same institution for half a century. The military has a record of failing the
country as a key driver of conflict and division, and mismanaging the economy resulting in
poverty for the majority of the population. The junta’s atrocities since the coup have opened all
the old wounds and caused fresh suffering.
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None of the options will be easy for ASEAN. It will be even more difficult for the Myanmar
people to comprehend if ASEAN continues falling for the junta’s ploy while our lives are at
stake—the lives of Myanmar people who are also a part of the ASEAN community. And the sad
reality is that there are only very limited options for Myanmar people: to live under military
rule, be killed and impoverished, or remove the military from the political sphere once and for
all. People have learned the hard way that there is a price to pay for peace, stability and
prosperity. That’s all Myanmar people are trying to achieve today and all they are fighting for.
That is the very reason why the recent military coup has only made the people more
determined to break this vicious cycle of military coups and end the military’s attempts to
deceive the people and the world as “transitioning to a disciplined democracy.”

It is therefore more important than ever that ASEAN not fall for the junta’s ploy whenever the
generals try to defuse the pressure for a short term so that they can remain in power as long as
they wish. With a more informed approach to handling the Myanmar crisis, ASEAN could still
have a positive impact or even a monumental chance to be on the right side of history. That
would not only save Myanmar but also reclaim the bloc’s unity and leadership role in the
region.

Panglong Agreement Key To Resolving Burma’s Political Quagmire

The Restoration Council of Shan State (RCSS) spokesperson claims that the country’s current
problems stem from the failure of the Panglong Agreement, signed by Aung San, the late father
of imprisoned former Burma State Counsellor Aung San Suu Kyi, and many of the country’s
ethnic groups a year before independence from Britain in 1948.

“The 1947 Panglong Agreement has never been implemented and that’s the reason why the
political problems cannot be resolved,” Col Oum Khur, RCSS spokesperson, told SHAN, adding
that the armed conflicts that have plagued the Southeast Asian country since independence
would be over if it is honoured.

“The current political crisis has to do with the 2020 general elections, but | don’t
want to comment further on that. What | want to say is that all stakeholders, including the
State Administration Council (SAC), political parties and other experts, can end this political
crisis through political negotiations.”

After the military toppled the National League for
Democracy and arrested Aung San Suu Kyi and many other
leaders of the party following a landslide victory in the 2020
elections, it established SAC with army chief Min Aung Hlaing
as chairperson.

Leaders of the RCSS and several other ethnic armed groups
who signed the Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement have met twice with the army chief for so-
called peace talks in Naypyidaw.

In a statement in October, the Shan armed group, which fought with the Shan State Progress
Party and the Ta’ang National Liberation Army as recent as last year, said it wanted to talk
peace and build mutual trust with the country’s armed groups and solve political problems
through political means.
