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Trial of Myanmar's Daw Aung San Suu Kyi Moved to Prison Compound: Source

Hearings for the trial of ousted Myanmar leader Daw Aung San Suu Kyi will be moved to a
prison compound in the military-built capital Naypyitaw, a source with knowledge of the
case said Tuesday.

The Nobel laureate, 77, was detained by the military when it ousted her government last
year and faces a raft of charges that could see her jailed for more than 150 years.

She has since been confined to an undisclosed location in Naypyitaw, leaving only to attend
hearings in a municipal compound in the east of the sprawling, low-rise capital inaugurated
by the army in 2006.

Future hearings “will be conducted at the new Special Court in Naypyitaw Prison” following
the completion of a new court building in the compound, said a source with knowledge of
the case.

The source did not give further details.

Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s lawyers have been banned from speaking to the media and
journalists barred from her trial.

Under a previous junta regime, she spent long spells under house arrest in her family
mansion in Yangon, Myanmar’s largest city.

Her current detention has seen her links to the outside world limited to brief pre-trial
meetings with her lawyers.

She has already been convicted of corruption, incitement against the military, breaching
COVID-19 rules and breaking a telecommunications law, with a court sentencing her so far
to 11 years.

Daw Aung San Suu Kyi turned 77 on Sunday and brought a birthday cake to court to eat with
her lawyers ahead of a hearing on Monday, according to a source with knowledge of the
matter.

Myanmar Junta Moves Detained Leader Daw Aung San Suu Kyi to Prison

Dealing a new blow to detained Myanmar democracy leader Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, the
military junta has ordered that she be moved to Naypyitaw Prison on Wednesday from an
undisclosed location where she has been under house arrest, according to sources close to
the matter.
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She will be held in solitary confinement in a small isolated building within the prison, the
sources said.

The Myanmar Police Force’s Special Branch informed Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and her
lawyers of the transfer during a hearing on Tuesday at a special court in Naypyitaw, where
she has been tried on more than a dozen charges filed by the regime.

The reason for the transfer wasn’t clear yet.

The regime has held Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, who turned 77 on Sunday, under house arrest
since the coup in February last year. It moved her to an unknown location in Naypyitaw in
April 2021.

Under the previous military regime she spent 15 years under house arrest, ending in 2011.

It will be the second time she has been incarcerated in a prison. In 2009, the previous
regime transferred Daw Aung San Suu Kyi from her home to Yangon’s Insein Prison for four
months for violating the rules of her house arrest after an American intruded onto her
property.

After her move to Naypyitaw Prison on Wednesday, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s ongoing
trials will be conducted at a special court inside the prison. So far the regime court has
sentenced her to 11 years in prison.

If found guilty on all counts, she will spend the rest of her life behind bars, as the charges
carry a combined sentence of more than 100 years.

Since her house arrest last year, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi has been assisted by seven
people detained with her, and has had the companionship of her dog.

It was not clear whether her aides would be released upon Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s transfer
to the prison.

The move to the prison has prompted concerns about Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s wellbeing,
especially given her old age.

On Wednesday, Myanmar’s detained President U Win Myint was also reportedly moved to
Naypyitaw Prison from house arrest. The Irrawaddy was unable to independently confirm
the report, however.

Myanmar’s Armed Resistance Groups Ready to go on Offensive: NUG

Myanmar’s parallel National Unity Government (NUG) says its armed wing the People’s
Defense Forces (PDF) have matured and are getting closer to the level of a professional
army, over a year after they were first formed.
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During a press conference on Tuesday night, NUG media official Ko Nay Phone Latt said that
the PDFs are becoming stronger and more organized.

“More than a year after they were formed, PDFs have achieved certain progress in training,
grouping, command, arms and weapons production, taking a step closer to being a
professional army,” said Ko Nay Phone Latt.

Resistance to the murderous military regime has intensified since March 2021, when armed
resistance groups, now collectively known as PDFs, began to emerge.

Since then, PDFs have conducting a variety of operations, including ambushes, targeted
assassinations, bombings, the sabotage of junta-related facilities and businesses and, lately,
seizing military and police outposts.

There are now some 259 PDFs with approximately 80,000 to 100,000 members, according
to the NUG’s defense ministry. In addition, there are also around 250 township-based forces
and 400 guerrilla forces and most are in contact with the NUG.

Ko Nay Phone Latt said that, previously, the PDFs only waged guerilla warfare but that they
are now ready to go on the offensive.

“When we talk about the evolution of the PDFs, readiness was most important before they
could move to the second stage of changing from defensive fighting to all-out attacks. Now
we can say that we are ready for that,” he said. However, he declined to say when those
attacks will happen.

As far as controlling territory goes, the junta has lost full control of 90 per cent of the main
roads in resistance strongholds Sagaing and northern Magwe regions, said Ko Nay Phone
Latt, while the movement of PDFs has intensified in northern Mandalay and Tanintharyi
regions. Urban guerrilla attacks are still ongoing in Yangon, Bago, Ayeyarwady and
Naypyitaw, despite the junta’s arrests of resistance fighters.

In other states, the dominance of allied ethnic armed organizations (EAOs) and PDFs is also
growing, the spokesperson added.

Political analyst Ye Myo Hein, who recently published a report “One year On: The
Momentum of Myanmar’s Armed Rebellion”, told The Irrawaddy that to take the next step,
the anti-junta armed groups require a unified command structure and a readily available
supply of arms and ammunition to rival junta forces.

He added that, according to his findings, the NUG and EAOs have managed to procure only
20 to 25 per cent of all the weapons needed by anti-junta combatants, largely with the
support of public donations and their own money, while homemade rifles made by
resistance fighters continue to make up 30 to 40 per cent of PDF weaponry.

The NUG has admitted that supplies of arms and ammunition remains a weakness. Ko Nay
Phone Latt stated that the NUG has used 95 per cent of its budget, over US$45 million, on
arming PDFs and manufacturing weapons.
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That money has been raised by the sale of bonds, including shares in coup leader Senior
General Min Aung Hlaing’s Yangon mansion, but is still only enough to meet the PDFs
minimum requirements. Ko Nay Phone Latt said that at least US$10 million is needed
monthly to fund the resistance movement.

“The NUG is trying in various ways to raise this amount on a monthly basis. We urge
business owners to pay taxes to the NUG as a revolutionary duty,” he said.

Myanmar Junta in ‘Political and Military Cul-de-Sac’: Security Expert

Nearly 18 months after the Myanmar military seized power from the National League for
Democracy (NLD)-led government, it has failed to bring the country under its control,
resorting to ever more frequent atrocities against the civilian population in the face of an
increasingly organized and successful armed uprising against it.

The Irrawaddy editor-in-chief Aung Zaw sat down with Anthony Davis, an analyst for Janes
defense publications, to discuss Myanmar’s growing armed resistance, and the strengths
and weaknesses of the major players in the conflict—the People’s Defense Force groups
(PDFs), the ethnic armed organizations (EAOs) and the military itself.

Aung Zaw: The military has failed to contain the armed resistance, the PDF forces, which
only emerged around one year ago. How would you explain this failure?

Anthony Davis: | think one needs to go back to before the coup. It’s clear from everything
we’ve seen that the Burmese [Myanmar] military approached this hugely consequential step
with a sort of blithe arrogance that they knew what would happen and could handle it. In
the weeks before the coup they failed to invest intelligence resources into assessing what
the popular reaction to a seizure of power might be and were then caught completely off-
guard by what followed. This initial intelligence failure then broadened into a failure to
appreciate that suppression of peaceful protests using the military’s old copybook might
trigger an explosive reaction. Put simply, they didn’t do their homework and were always
behind the curve.

And | might add, not for the first time. Military intelligence failed disastrously to forecast
large offensives by ethnic forces in Kokang in February 2015, in north Shan in November
2016 and August 2019, and in Rakhine in January 2019. All this stems from a mix of
arrogance, complacency, and remarkable levels of incompetence.

AZ: So, it was an ill-judged coup...

Davis: A catastrophically ill-judged coup which emerged from a deeply rooted institutional
arrogance that says, “This is our country, we run this country, we decide what is best for this
country. The people will accept it because they always have. We may need to crack the whip

but that’s what we do and there’ll be no problem.” So yes, a catastrophe for Min Aung
Hlaing and his sit tat [an informal term for the military] which appears to have set Burma on
a path towards political revolution.

AZ: In just a year, the PDFs seem to have become better organized, better armed and more
numerous. No one, including Min Aung Hlaing expected that. You wrote in Asia Times last
year that the military would eventually win. But in a more recent article you questioned this.
Can you comment?

Anthony Davis: We live and learn! And you’re correct: two weeks after the coup | wrote in
mid-February that | thought the military would eventually prevail. That error of judgement
stemmed from two misconceptions. First, in the weeks of peaceful protest immediately
following the coup | thought the military might have learned both from the negative fall-out
of the massacres of 1988, and from the way in which the Thai military handled its coup in
2014. It appeared initially the Burmese military was adopting a more sophisticated approach
by exercising patience and restraint in dealing with mass street demonstrations while
working rapidly to decapitate the movement by identifying and arresting its leaders. | was
wrong: they had learned nothing and by March the knuckle-draggers were back using
battlefield weapons against unarmed protesters.

Secondly, | entirely underestimated the anger, determination, and sheer courage of Burma’s
youth as a nationwide phenomenon. | was probably not alone in that. | think outside
observers—and of course the armed forces themselves—generally failed to appreciate that
the younger generation was not prepared to tolerate what their parents and grandparents
had put up with and had committed themselves to a revolution aimed at overturning the
entire military-controlled order that has prevailed since 1958. The PDF upsurge has
stemmed essentially from this sense of a revolutionary turning point in Burma’s history—
something which governments in this region and beyond have apparently failed to fully

grasp.
AZ: So when did your opinion change?

Davis: My own sense of the situation began to change towards the end of last year. | felt
that dry season hostilities in the first half of this year would be the crucial test of whether
military repression in Burma’s national heartland could succeed in containing and then
crushing piecemeal what was still very embryonic and ill-armed resistance. By the onset of
the monsoon season last month, it was clear the military had thrown everything they could
at popular resistance, and even in areas that took the brunt of the punishment—Sagaing,
northern Magwe, Chin and Kayah—they had not only failed to suppress it; they had actually
made it stronger. So the military is floundering in a political and military cul-de-sac with no
real way out that | can see.

AZ: How did this happen, when they are using trained troops, superior firepower and
airstrikes to counter PDFs barely one year old? These are not experienced ethnic armed
forces who have been fighting the military regime for decades.
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Davis: There are several answers to the question. First, PDFs emerged in very rapid
succession across a large number of townships and cities, often with multiple groupsin a
single township. This would have been a challenge for security forces anywhere, but if we
know two things about the Burmese sit tat it’s that even before the coup they were
operationally overstretched, and that the level of training in many regional battalions is
typically under-par.

Arguably the only formations that are capable of effective, coordinated offensive operations
are centrally commanded light infantry divisions or LIDs, and some light infantry battalions
or LIBs—the sharp end of the sit tat spear. But what’s interesting is that for most of the
post-coup conflict, LIDs have remained deployed in their traditional areas of operations—
ethnic minority areas in Shan, Kachin, Karen, Kayah and Rakhine states. Counterinsurgency
in the Bamar heartland has been left almost entirely to regionally based police and army
battalions backed by militia groups pulled together fast with little or no training.

So, a lack of well-trained troops on one side; and on the other, a proliferation of PDFs which
began to outrun the capacity of the military to respond effectively. The response the world
has witnessed has not been a campaign mounted by a professional military but rather am
almost medieval orgy of burning, looting, and killing by roving armed gangs which has
simply poured fuel on the fire.

Finally, | think there has been a tendency to overestimate the effectiveness of air power as a
strategic factor in a counterinsurgency. My own experience over quite a few years spent
with guerrilla resistance in Afghanistan taught me that air strikes even by well-resourced
modern air forces are seldom that effective. They have an initial psychological impact: they
can destroy villages and kill civilians at random, but in terms of inflicting serious casualties
on guerrilla fighters attuned to the threat they are rarely effective.

What can be extremely effective are rapid airmobile insertions of heliborne troops targeted
against guerrilla bases and concentrations. But such operations require good intelligence,
operational coordination, well-trained troops, and significant numbers of transport
helicopters. The military in Burma is simply unable to bring this mix of capabilities to the
fight.

AZ: Having covered several conflicts in South and Southeast
Asia, are you surprised by the behavior of the Burmese
army or ‘sit-tat’? People are saying we shouldn’t dignify it
with the honorific term ‘Tatmadaw’. Once known as a
unifying force, people have lost respect for the institution.

Anthony Davis: Well, it’s a measure of their myopia that
they still see themselves as a unifying force, but a lot has
changed since the period that you are talking about when
the military was seen as an effective, even well-respected
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force. In the period between the 1950s and 1970s when the Burma Army as it was then
called reestablished central government control over the national heartland against
communist, PVO [People’s Volunteer Organization], and Karen insurgents it was a much
smaller organization—well-trained, battle-hardened, and importantly, not corrupt to any
degree that impacted its operational effectiveness. It was also viewed as a stabilizing force
amid post-colonial chaos.

But what followed the crushing of the democracy movement in 1988 was a decade when
the army’s order-of-battle expanded far too rapidly, and the number of battalions
mushroomed—even if there were only 200 troops in a battalion rather than a standard
complement of 600 or more. So, under-manning became endemic.

At the same time, the 1990s and the first decade of this century were the era of ceasefires
with ethnic forces in the borderlands and the bulk of the military was not engaged in
combat operations. As a result, training and discipline in most line-battalions suffered while
in an increasingly bloated officer corps making money through corruption or private
business became very much standard operating procedure.

So the military that went back to war in 2009 following the decision to rein in ethnic
ceasefire groups was a very different animal to that which fought during the first three
decades after independence. It had grown to become a privileged ruling caste enjoying
complete impunity and bogged down in business and associated corruption. Militarily, the
navy and air force have been acquiring a range of modern, prestige systems intended to
boost Myanmar’s standing in the region. But at the operational level the sit tat is hopelessly
unsuited for its primary mission—or rather “mission impossible” —unwinnable
counterinsurgencies driven by its own refusal to recognize and accommodate Burma’s
ethnic diversity. So, they are out there today with a strategy—for want of a better word—
imported from the ethnic borderlands: large-scale population displacement driven by rape,
loot, and pillage.

AZ: A related question concerns defections, desertions, and low morale. There is even
speculation about the collapse of some units having a snowball effect. Could that happen?

Davis: The answer is yes, but the timeframe is all-important. There’s been speculation about
increasing defections pretty much since armed conflict gathered pace in April last year. And
certainly, there have been some defections, first from police units in minority areas—Chin
and Kayah states—and then in relatively small numbers from the military itself. But it’s
important to recognize that the backdrop to this has been a remarkable level of cohesion in
the military, which reflects two things: small-unit discipline in a conflict in which the army
usually enjoys superior firepower, and the extent to which the military is, socially speaking,
a ruling caste largely separated from mainstream society.

That said, cohesion and morale are undoubtedly under real pressure—as reflected in
reports over the policing of soldiers’ social media activity. For many soldiers, including
officers, there must be a gnawing sense that there is no way back and no clear way forward.
So, | believe the coming months will inevitably bring more desertions and defections. But
the moment to watch for is when individual defections shift to the unit level—when a
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section or platoon of troops surrenders or defects with its weapons. When small units start
to go over, then you’re looking at a snowball that can gather both speed and size. Until that
point, defections are important as a barometer of mood but not yet significant in any
strategic sense.

AZ: What about so-called
“watermelons” —soldiers who don’t join
the opposition or PDFs but remain in the
armed forces helping the resistance from the inside? The estimated numbers are
surprisingly large. A lot of observers who view the Myanmar military as basically following
the ethos of “One Blood, One Command, One Order” find this surprising. How do you
interpret it?

Davis: I'd suggest that wishful thinking can lead to overestimating the size of this
phenomenon. There are undoubtedly large numbers of military personnel who are unhappy
about the way senior commanders have plunged the country into chaos, but who, for
various reasons, cannot leave their posts. But are they providing secret information or
actively sabotaging the military’s war effort? Almost certainly a few are, but probably not
that many: this is a very high-risk undertaking. And the watermelon narrative we are hearing
is largely from soldiers who have already defected and have an interest in playing up the
level and significance of unhappiness in the ranks. So, | would caution against
overestimating the size or the potential impact of this phenomenon at least in the short
term.

AZ: How do you read what is being called the “second phase” of PDF armed resistance?
Groups that started with hunting guns and tumi-rifles a year ago have acquired assault rifles,
RPGs, 60mm and 80mm mortars and even drones.

Davis: There’s no question this conflict is in its second phase and the speed with which this
shift has taken place over the past dry season has been striking. Last year rural PDFs started
with raw anger and hunting rifles and today there are engagements lasting hours and
involving scores, even hundreds of fighters, some armed with automatic rifles and support
weaponry seized from the enemy, acquired from sympathetic ethnic resistance
organizations, or manufactured by some remarkably innovative PDFs. So yes, this is
obviously a new level, a second and very different phase.

That said, | think it would be dangerous for people to let this go to their heads. What |
suggested in a recent article was that if you are looking at this in terms of rural-based
guerilla conflict, successful practice typically involves three rather than two distinct phases.
And the second phase does not mean the resistance is anywhere near victory; it simply
means it has achieved a secure foundation on which to build: upgrade weaponry, form
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larger, better organized units, and begin setting up parallel government structures and
services in resistance-dominated areas.

Militarily, what is crucial at the beginning of Phase Two is training a cadre of junior officers
capable of commanding platoons and companies. And, at the same time, taking village-
based PDFs that emerged in Phase One as a foundation for building full-time, semi-regular
companies and battalions which are reasonably well armed and can conduct mobile
warfare. That means moving rapidly in coordinated operations between different townships
and eventually regions, and gradually forcing the enemy into defending urban areas and
lines of communication.

Depending on all sorts of other variables, domestic and international, it could take two,
even three years for a guerrilla force to build from zero a capacity for semi-regular mobile
warfare. That could then lead to a third period of strategic offensive when revolutionary
forces sever main communications arteries, bring airports under pressure, and cut off major
cities from each other.

But it would be a serious and potentially costly mistake to imagine that because PDFs have
rocket-launchers and machine guns they are ready to capture even small towns from an
enemy that still possesses significant firepower. One needs to know how to walk properly
before trying to run.

AZ: The armed resistance started in Sagaing and has since forged links to the Kachin
Independence Army (KIA) to the north and other EAOs. The resilience of villagers becoming
PDF fighters and sustaining resistance has been remarkable. Can you share your
interpretation of Sagaing Region and this “northwestern corridor”?

Davis: | am certainly not an expert on conflict dynamics in Sagaing. But my informed guess
would be that several factors are probably in play. One, the region has been a very solid
base of support for the [National League for Democracy (NLD)] and the treatment meted
out to “Mother Suu” [NLD leader and detained State Counselor Daw Aung San Suu Kyi]
almost certainly stirred a lot of anger at the community level.

Secondly, as you're suggesting, in the 2014-2018 period Sagaing played a crucial role as a
logistical link zone between the KIA in Kachin State and the growth of Arakan Army power in
Rakhine State. This doubtless established networks and supply channels that more recently
have been able to support some PDFs in Sagaing itself.

In 2018 during the lead-up to the Arakan Army offensive of January 2019 | was amazed to be
able to drive around the Sagaing region on a motorbike for days without coming across a
single police or army traffic control checkpoint. The security forces were asleep at the
wheel—exactly as in Kokang in early 2015 and northern Shan in late 2016.

And that leads directly to a third factor: a higher than usual level of military incompetence in
dealing with the beginning of popular resistance activity in the region. The sacking of the
Northwestern Military Region commander Phyo Thant in late 2021 appeared to confirm
that.
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All these things bring us back to a factor | noted earlier: repeated failures of intelligence on
the part of a military that has always tended to see brute force as the best way to solve
problems. It is instructive to compare the Sagaing experience with the careful investigations
and preparations carried out by the Royal Thai Army’s Internal Security Operations
Command in politically sensitive communities of north and northeast Thailand for months,
even years before the coup of May 2014. There you saw a military using its brains precisely
to avoid having to resort to force.

AZ: There has been collaboration between EAOs and PDFs, both those affiliated with the
National Unity Government and those that are not. Though this collaboration is disjointed, |
think the role of EAOs is highly regarded by Myanmar people. Without them it would have
been impossible for PDFs to sustain operations this long. What’s your reading of the EAOs
and their collaboration with PDFs?

Davis: You’re right: collaboration has obviously been critical. The level of PDF resistance that
was apparent by mid to late 2021 could simply not have happened without the training,
logistical support, and in some cases combat support provided by the KIA, the KNPP
[Karenni National Progressive Party], the KNLA [Karen National Liberation Army], and CNA
[Chin National Army].

Looked at from a historical viewpoint, successful guerrilla struggles have typically required
support from an external power. It’s almost impossible for a guerrilla movement to survive
and expand without external support. In today’s struggle in Burma external support was
clearly not going to come from Thailand, India or China, neighboring countries invested in
the success of the Burmese military and—please don’t laugh—its central, unifying role.
From Day One that threatened PDFs with the prospect of being slowly crushed —not
overnight but, as with guerrilla forces in central Burma in the 1950s, over two or three
years. However, the requirement for external support has to a crucial degree being picked
up by EAOs. Without it, we would not be looking at the situation we are looking at today.
That’s clear.

What is also clear is that the country’s ethnic minorities will demand and will deserve an
entirely new and more equal role in Burma’s future governance. They are not making these
sacrifices out of the goodness of their hearts.

AZ: The military was smart in
establishing a stable ceasefire with the
Arakan Army (AA) in the months
before the coup. But that ceasefire is
e | today anything but stable: there could
be a return to war anytime, a situation that is tying down a lot of sit tat forces. In your
opinion what would happen in the event of renewed war in Rakhine State? Can the regime
risk such a fight?
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Davis: The simple answer is that any return to the level of hostilities seen in 2019 and 2020,
when elements of six out of a total of 10 LIDs along with Western Command forces were
operating against the AA, would create a massive problem for the regime in terms of
logistics and manpower. But the regime cannot afford to lose Rakhine any more than it
already has. So a return to full-scale conflict would demand a dramatic reinforcement by LID
elements and other forces currently committed elsewhere—probably from Bago Region and
Shan State where the situation is relatively—but only relatively—stable.

That said, | doubt there will be a return to full-scale war during the rainy season, which
would tax resources on both sides. But the AA certainly has an interest in chipping away at
the regime’s hold on the state and the Bangladesh border is an area of real vulnerability for
Naypyitaw. It is no coincidence that in recent weeks there has already been a significant
reinforcement of troops and heavy artillery into northern Rakhine—Rathedaung,
Buthidaung and Maungdaw—which presumably reflects regime concern over losing control
of the border. So, this is all fairly desperate stuff—juggling responses to multiple escalating
threats with inadequate, even shrinking manpower.

AZ: Naypyitaw cannot afford to lose Shan State either. You wrote an article in February
examining the advances of the United Wa State Army and its allies and the defeat of the
Restoration Council of Shan State. We all know who is behind the Wa and the importance of
the China-Myanmar Economic Corridor (CMEC) in Shan State. What do you see as likely
scenarios?

Davis: Obviously we need to look at China’s concerns over chaos in central Burma and the
importance of Shan State as the first leg of CMEC—border economic cooperation zones at
Chin Shwe Haw and Muse, the railway to Mandalay, and then possible plans to begin
building dams on the Salween River. Put simply, the successes of the UWSA and its Shan and
Ta’ang ethnic allies since the coup have essentially secured China’s CMEC interests in Shan
State. The RCSS has been driven out of the north and center of the state and will not be
coming back. So, Beijing has covered its bases, if you like. China will not be taken by surprise
in northeast Burma.

There is an obvious question over the survivability of Naypyitaw’s Border Guard Force in
Kokang and the possible return of the MNDAA [Myanmar National Democratic Alliance
Army] to control that region. But more broadly, | think the situation in Shan State will
probably remain stable until the trajectory of the conflict in central Burma becomes

clearer. If in one or two years’ time that conflict were to reach a tipping point—maybe as a
result of renewed war in Rakhine, maybe not—the strategic situation in Shan State could
shift very quickly from precarious to critical. It is not fanciful to envisage the UWSA moving
to link up their northern and southern regions and unilaterally declaring a new “Wa State” —
in full control east of the Salween and dominant west of the river. At that point Naypyitaw
effectively loses Shan State: game over.

AZ: So should Thailand be worrying about its security?

Davis: Absolutely. Starting yesterday. Consolidation of Wa dominance across Shan State
means Thailand would be facing a powerful, pro-Chinese narco-state controlling its entire
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northern border. In terms of transnational crime, money laundering, and threats to the
integrity of Thailand’s banking system and politics, and the smuggling of drugs, guns,
people—you name it—this would mark a dramatic deterioration of national security.

The authorities are obviously watching the situation carefully, but as we’ve seen over the
past year, Thai policy has rested largely on the hope that the Burmese generals can hold it
all together. And you know the saying: hope is not a strategy, especially when it’s
increasingly obvious that the Naypyitaw regime cannot hold it all together and in fact is in
very deep trouble.

AZ: My final question: Has China won Shan State?

Davis: It's a complex region and the game is still in play. But | think we can agree that in
Shan State it’s getting close to check-mate.

Myanmar junta detains entire family of woman wanted on suspicion of supporting PDF

A six-year-old child and an infant who were among the eight people detained were later
released

Regime forces searching for a woman
suspected of financially supporting the anti-
junta People’s Defence Force (PDF) abducted
eight members of her family in Yangon Region’s
Twante Township on Saturday.

Two of the family members—a six-year-old child and a one-year-old infant—were later
released, but the other six remain in custody, according to Cho Zin, the woman being
sought.

“They’re holding my younger brother at the interrogation centre in Kawhmu. | called his
girlfriend and she said they told her they’d release him if | turned myself in,” Cho Zin, 30,
told Myanmar Now on Monday.

“I’m not going to turn myself in because they were always going to take us all anyway. It
would be suicide for me to go,” she said.
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Among those still being detained are Cho Zin’s mother, her younger brother and sister, and
her uncle. The other two are her cousin and her uncle’s son-in-law.

Cho Zin herself had previously been held in Yangon’s Insein Prison for three months on
charges of incitement, until her release as part of an amnesty in October of last year.

The military has been aggressively searching for members of resistance forces in Twante
Township since it captured two leaders of the Twante Royal Defence Force (TRDF) last week.

One of the leaders was arrested in Yangon’s Myaynigone Township on June 12, while the
other was taken into custody in Twante the following day.

At least two other TRDF members have been detained since then, according to a source
close to the group. Another dozen or so people apprehended during raids are also being
held, the source added.

“They forced the leaders, with their hands tied behind their backs, to take them to the
places where they were based. Some people in those neighbourhoods were beaten,” the
source said, speaking on condition of anonymity.

The military has not released any information regarding the raids in Twante, and its
spokesperson was unavailable for comment.

Twante Township is located just 25km southwest of downtown Yangon. In March of last
year, junta troops from Light Infantry Division 77 killed four people and injured at least 13
others during a crackdown on anti-coup protests in the township.

Unsuccessful Arrest Attempt on NLD MP, Relatives Taken By the Junta in Pindaya

The military junta attempted to arrest a Pindaya township, Southern Shan State, NLD’s
member of parliament, U Tun Tun Naing, but could not; instead, his relatives from Inn Palet
village were taken away.

Pindaya Township

On 18 June 2022 around noon, the unsuccessful
arrest attempt on U Tun Tun Naing triggered the
arrest of his 25 relatives, and 16 of them were
released in the evening on that day. Among those
released were the elders.

“Among those who got arrested, there were people who are over 80 years old. They could
not arrest U Tun Tun Naing, so they arrested his relatives — they might use them as
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hostages. A total of 25 people were captured. 16 of them were released in the evening,” a
man who lives in Pindaya told SHAN.

The junta detained nice people, and all of them are men.

The reason behind U Tun Tun Naing arrest attempt was that he was being accused of
supporting the People Defense Force (PDF).

“They still detain nine people. All of them are men, and they are all kept at Pindaya police
station. They accused U Tun Tun Naing for supporting the PDF and they wanted to arrest
him. They could not, and they took his relatives instead,” the above Pindaya resident added.

Another incident occurred on 18 June 2022 around 10 A.M in which a member of the
military-back political party, Union Solidarity and Development Party (USDP), U Kyaw Nyein
was shot and killed.

After that, the relatives of U Tun Tun Naing, who live in the Inn Palet village, were taken
away by the military junta around noon.

“On that day morning, a member of USDP party, U Kyaw Nyein, was shot and killed. After
that, they went to arrest U Tun Tun Naing relatives in the village. U Kyaw Nyein was the
military junta informant. He will do anything for the military junta, and he is armed with a
short gun,” the above Pindaya resident narrating the story on that day to SHAN.

There are 7 military informants including U Kyaw Nyein according to the known list.

According to the report released by Assistance Association Political Prisoners (AAPP), 1,963
civilians have been killed and 14,156 people are being detained by the military junta after
the military coup in February 2021 until 17 June 2022.

Thousands Flee Junta Artillery Strikes in Upper Myanmar

Thousands of villagers in Sagaing Region were forced to flee their homes on Monday night,
after Myanmar junta forces launched unprovoked artillery strikes in Yinmabin Township that
injured two civilians.

Regime troops have been firing artillery day and night in Yinmabin since last week. On
Monday night, two residents of Myoe Paw Village, close to Yinmabin Town, were injured by
the strikes, a spokesperson for the Bo Thurain-Yinmabin People’s Defense Force (PDF) told
The Irrawaddy.

Residents of Myoe Paw and the nearby villages of None Gyi, Pyaung Pyar, Yorhtaung and
Layyor fled their homes fearing further artillery strikes.

“The villagers daren’t live in their houses anymore because their villages are not too far
from Yinmabin Town. | think the junta troops have suffered heavy casualties from our
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attacks and so they are firing artillery at civilian targets,” said the Bo Thurain-Yinmabin PDF
spokesperson.

Military regime troops previously raided the villages on June 11, torching eight houses in
Yorhtaung and Layyor villages. Two residents of Pyaung Pyar Village were injured by artillery
strikes.

Residents of Yinmabin Township are used to fleeing junta raids, but the regime’s increased
use of indiscriminate artillery strikes has scared locals into leaving their villages, a Myoe Paw
villager told The Irrawaddy.

“They fire heavy weapons in the night and at dawn these days. Some shells landed on our
village and nearby villages. So we left our house even though it was the night. We weren’t
able to take any food or possessions with us, so now we face many difficulties,” said the
villager.

As of Tuesday, the villagers were still staying in the forest and were unable to return home
as the artillery strikes continued.

Yinmabin is a stronghold of armed resistance to the regime. In response, junta forces are
continuing to raid and torch villages in the township.

On Monday, regime troops torched almost 20 houses in Kaung Sin Village in the east of
Yinmabin, according to the North Yamar PDF. Thousands of locals from nearby villages have
been displaced.

Myanmar junta forces kill 2 militiamen, torch villages near copper mine

Soldiers allegedly attacked communities after local militias called for a controversial copper
mine to close.

Myanmar junta soldiers killed two local militia
members and torched over 20 villages near the Chinese-owned Letpadaung copper mine
in northwestern Myanmar’s Sagaing region on Tuesday, forcing more than 10,000
civilians to flee, residents said.
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About 100 soldiers guarding the Chinese company Wanbao’s mining site fired heavy
artillery shells and raided Moe Gyo Pyin village in Salingyi township and set ablaze
between 300 and 400 houses, locals said.

Sagaing has seen some of the fiercest armed resistance to junta rule since the military
seized power from the country’s elected government in a February 2021 coup. As fighting
between the military and the PDFs has intensified there in recent months, junta forces
have conducted an arson campaign targeting rural villages, killing civilians and burning
hundreds of homes, leaving thousands displaced.

The junta stepped up raids of villages near the mine site after 16 local People Defense
Force (PDF) militias opposed to the military regime issued a statement on April 21 calling
for a halt to the controversial Letpadaung copper project, locals said.

A Moe Gyo Pyin resident who lost his home said he had watched from a distance as the
soldiers set fire to the village.

“I could see my village being burned from a distance,” he said. “We were all men, not
cowards, but we couldn’t do anything except just watch with clenched fists and grit our
teeth, looking at each other with tears in our eyes. There was nothing we could do about
it.”

The exact number of houses that were burned down is unknown, but about two-thirds of
the raided villages are gone, said another resident, adding that the troops left a
monastery near the village untouched.

“We heard they’d be coming yesterday morning and left two guys as sentries,” said the
resident who did not want to be named for security reasons. “They shelled the village
from afar before the raid. Some houses in the village were burned down in the morning
and later, the whole village was set on fire in the afternoon. The two men we left behind
as sentries were arrested and killed.”

Soldiers cut off the arms of one of the guards — members of a local PDF — and stabbed
the other in the abdomen, he said.

After the soldiers left Moe Gyo Pyin during the
night, residents returned to the village and
found the bodies of the two dead PDF members and cremated them on Wednesday, the
villager said.

Another village raid
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Military troops detained about 60 people inside the monastery the same day after they
entered the old village of Se-de, about two miles from Moe Gyoe Pyin, a resident there
said. Others in the village fled.

“We ran from the village straightaway and did not even dare to look back,” the resident
said. “Some people carried some of their belongings as much as they could, but others
did not. We were so afraid of them. Those who could not run got arrested.”

RFA could not reach junta spokesman, Maj. Gen. Zaw Min Tun, for comment. He said on
May 29 that governments have a responsibility to protect foreign investments in
Myanmar.

In retaliation for the military’s use of force against the villages, local PDFs said they fired
100 mortars at a power distribution site and the acid tanks inside the mine project site on
Tuesday, though the extent of the damage is unknown.

Zwe Htet, a member of Salingyi Revolutionary Army, a local militia group, pledged to
attack the Chinese copper mine project daily if the regime’s forces continued burning
down area villages.

“Long-range shooting is our main strategy now,” he said. “We used 60 mm, 80 mm and
120 mm shells. The main attack was on the acid tank and the power plant. | saw some
fires inside.”

“The main purpose of the revolution is to overthrow the military regime,” he said. “They
are now setting fire to villages in Letpadaung. Soon, the military situation will be tense.”

Those who lost homes are moving to places near the monastery and other nearby
villages, though Letpadaung area residents said their phone lines and internet service
were still down.

12 militia members killed in shootout in Myanmar's Magway

Police arrested three PDF members and seized weapons after the fighting in Pwint Phyu
township.

Twelve members of a People’s Defense Force (PDF) have
been shot dead and three others arrested after fighting
near Mae Zali Bridge in Myanmar’s central Magway
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region, according to police, a PDF official and local residents.

Locals said a six-wheeled red truck driving from Salin township was inspected by junta
security forces at around 6 a.m. Wednesday. Fighting then erupted on Pathein-Monywa
road in Pwint Phyu township, killing 12 PDF members in the vehicle.

PDF official Ko Kyar Gyi confirmed the incident and told RFA that the PDF members were
not from Pyint Phyu Township. He said the PDF is still trying to find out where they came
from.

“PDF groups from other townships confronted the junta forces at the Mae Zali bridge.
There were some casualties and arrests from our side by junta forces and also their side
had some casualties,” he said.

“Our township’s PDF group was asked for some help after the fighting and we are
assisting. We can explain in detail when the remaining members are safe. It will be
announced on our township [social media] page.”

The local news outlet Myay Latt Voice said that the PDF members killed Wednesday
morning were from Thayat and Kanma Townships in Magway region. It said the vehicle
was carrying weapons from Sagaing region and was attacked by the military forces on the
way back.

A confidential telegram from Pwint Phyu Police, seen by RFA, stated that a red-six-
wheeled vehicle driving along the Pathein-Monywa road from Salin township was
stopped by junta forces led by Brigadier General Min Paing Soe near Mae Zali bridge and
fighting broke out. It says that 12 PDF members were shot dead and three captured alive.
Two of the arrested are said to be in critical condition.

Police confiscated 25 KA-25 rifles and a 40 milimeter
grenade launcher according to the telegram.

Residents said 12 people died when a rocket
propelled grenade was fired at the vehicle carrying
PDF members by security forces guarding the Mae
Zali bridge. They said the vehicle was carrying
weapons provided by the National Unity Government.

RFA could not independently verify the claims and calls to a military council spokesman
went unanswered.

Photographs from pro-military websites show the bodies of the 12 dead PDF members
were badly mutilated.

Myay Latt Voice quoted a PDF spokesman as saying members were killed when their
vehicle was shot by heavy artillery at close range by military forces.
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Magway is Myanmar’s second largest region and PDFs there have fought fiercely with
junta forces since the coup on February 1 last year.

Resistance Group Founder Killed by Myanmar Junta Troops Died a Hero, Comrades Say

It was well past midnight, but resistance fighters in Shwebo, Upper Myanmar, were
desperately searching for the corpses of their leader and two colleagues who were killed in
action in fighting with junta troops.

After wading through a number of paddy fields with the help of torches, they finally found
the bodies of the three resistance fighters, said Ko Kywe, spokesman of Battalion 23 of the
Shwebo Defense Force (SBDF).

“As we don’t have guns, we could only search for their bodies with the help of an ally after
the fighting. We retrieved the bodies around 1 a.m. and buried them around 2.30 a.m.,” Ko
Kywe told The Irrawaddy.

The three fighters were killed when members of the SBDF clashed with junta troops of
Division 33 near the village of Chaung Mee To in the northeast of Wetlet Township in
Shwebo District on June 9.

Bo Thanmani

Their leader, SBDF founder Bo Thanmani, was among the
casualties, killed while covering his comrades with his old rifle until
the last bullet, said Ko Kywe.

It is the biggest loss the SBDF has suffered so far.
A line of revolutionaries

Neither short nor tall, Bo Thanmani was a mustachioed, bearded
man with thick eyebrows. At first glance, he resembled Cuban
leader Fidel Castro. The ethnic Rakhine, or Arakanese, man was born in Rakhine State on
March 4, 1973. Born Kyaw Mya Than, he was known as Maung Maung by relatives and
friends, and assumed the nom de guerre “Bo Thanmani” after establishing the SBDF.

His father was U Kyaw Mya—aka Yebaw (comrade) Kyaw Mya—a leader of the Communist
Party of Arakan (CPA) and the Communist Party of Burma (CPB).

Yebaw Kyaw Mya served as the secretary of the CPB in Rakhine State around 1977. He was a
Rakhine revolutionary leader who fought the Japanese during their occupation of Myanmar
during World War Il.
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“After he became a member of the CPB Politburo, U Kyaw Mya came via Bangladesh and
China to Panghsang [today the headquarters of the United Wa State Army in Shan State],
where the CPB was based. He brought along his wife, his four daughters and the youngest
child, their son Maung Maung. | think Maung Maung was just 5 or 6 at the time,” said a
political observer who served in the CPB.

U Kyaw Mya and his son Bo Thanmani

Ko Maung Maung underwent communications training
with the CPB. After the group collapsed in 1989, he
lived in Kunming in China’s Yunnan Province and in the
Chinese border town of Ruili, said the observer.

“He ran a shop in Jiegao [a border trade zone in China
near the border with Myanmar]. He got married and
had children. But | don’t know how he got into Shwebo

; - after the Spring Revolution broke in Myanmar,” he

Resistance group established

After the Myanmar military seized power from the country’s democratically elected
government in February last year, Ko Maung Maung joined the street protests against the
coup in a town in central Myanmar, like many others throughout the country.

U Kyaw Mya

After many protesters were killed and injured in the
regime’s brutal crackdown, Ko Maung Maung felt the
call of duty and went to Shwebo to do his fair share.
There he met a group of young people who were
attacking junta targets in towns as urban guerrilla
fighters.

But he did not return to his home after the training,
said Ko Kywe. “We were an underground guerrilla
group; mostly, we carried out explosions in towns.
That’s when we met him,” said Ko Kywe.

Ko Maung Maung then established the SBDF, shaping it as a military organization and
contacting the National Unity Government.

The group started its armed revolt with only one MA-1 assault rifle and homemade guns,
and still doesn’t have enough arms and ammunition to this day, said SBDF members.

Last battle

Bo Thanmani left for Chaung Mee To Village around 6.30 p.m. on June 9 with 15 resistance
fighters to attack junta soldiers who arrived near the village, said Ko Kywe.
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“He saw a vehicle outside the village. He asked one of the junta soldiers [who were not
wearing uniforms] for our secret code. The soldier could not answer, and Bo Thanmani
opened fire on him. It was followed by an exchange of fire,” he said.

The junta soldier was shot dead by Bo Thanmani, according to witnesses. But, more than
two dozen junta soldiers opened fire on Bo Thanmani and his troops with automatic rifles.
Bo Thanmani and a resistance fighter were injured.

“Bo Thanmani was hit in the thigh, and Ko Soe Paing covered him with a SIG handgun. Then
the two covered the others and told them to retreat. We only have homemade guns. When
it comes to automatic assault rifles, we only had one MA-1 rifle used by Bo Thanmani since
the beginning of the revolution. Even that gun wasn’t new,” said Ko Kywe.

The duo might have been captured alive before being killed by junta soldiers, said SBDF
members.

“It appears that they were arrested after they ran out of bullets. Their hands were tied
behind their backs. Bo Thanmani was shot twice, once in the heart and again in the head,”
said Ko Kywe.

A leader dedicated to his followers

Bo Thanmani was a decisive leader and always finished what he started, SBDF members
said.

“He fought bravely, and he would always finish any job he started. He demanded the same
from us,” said Ko Kywe.

Bo Thanmani was tolerant and provided moral guidance, said SBDF members. “He was very
tolerant of his subordinates,” agreed Ko Kywe.

The bodies of Bo Thanmani and two SBDF fighters

“l am serving as the leader because | have taken the
leading role, but we are brothers in this revolution
and you are my younger brothers,” Bo Thanmani was
guoted as frequently telling his subordinates.

Bo Thanmani also offered financial help to the

: : families of fallen resistance fighters from his group.
He planned to establish a trading company after the revolution, which he wanted to run
with his colleagues, sharing the profits.

“He wanted to establish a company which we would run together and whose profits we
would share. He had even named the company—the Faith of Spring. He believed he and all
the other comrades would still be alive after the revolution,” said Ko Kywe.

He sacrificed his life fighting the Spring Revolution against the military regime, dying at the
age of 49.
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“Both his father and mother were leaders of the Communist Party of Arakan. He himself was
born in Rakhine. But he died a PDF leader in Shwebo. Though he was an ethnic Rakhine
man, he was not driven by Rakhine nationalism. He was driven by class. He took the position
that he would stand by the oppressed people regardless of their race. That’s why he became
a PDF leader in Shwebo,” said a friend of Bo Thanmani.

SBDF members said they would continue their resistance despite the tremendous loss the
group has suffered.

“It appears that we have to restart from square one. But we have his friends among the
revolutionary groups. We have sought help from them. We won’t give up because of his
death. We will move forward and fight bravely. But we have needs that need addressing,’
said Ko Kywe.

Myanmar Junta Troops Based at Chinese-Owned Mine Cut Up Villagers

Myanmar’s regime troops at the Chinese mining firm Wanbao have reportedly killed two
villagers and torched homes in Salingyi Township, Sagaing Region.

On Tuesday morning troops from the China Wanbao Engineering Co mine entered Moe Gyo
Pyin North village and tortured and cut up two men, according to the Salingyi Revolution
(SR).

Photos appear to show a near-severed head and a body covered in knife wounds. No hands
are visible on the other body and internal organs are showing.

The victims U Tin Soe, 45, and U Pwa Gyi, 47, were reportedly farmers in the village.
“They were brutally tortured before they died,” said an SR representative.

Regime forces held about 20 villagers hostage while they burned down approximately 70
houses in the village, which had more than 200 houses and over 2,000 residents. The
hostages were released that evening.

On Wednesday morning troops detained 100 Sel Tai Maung villagers and held them at the
village monastery after the SR and other resistance groups fired on the Wanbao mine on
Tuesday afternoon.

“We did not intend to attack Wanbao but regime troops based themselves in the
compound. They turned Wanbao into an army base,” the SR representative said.

Residents claim the troops responsible for arson and murders are assigned for the security
of the Wanbao mine.
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In April, 16 resistance groups from Salingyi and Yinmabin townships called for mining to stop
at Wanbao and for China to end its support of the regime. Security was increased at the
mine as a result.

Since the coup last year, China has refused to condemn the junta.

On June 20 approximately 100 vehicles in a military convoy, including two tanks, arrived at
the Wanbao mine after making slow progress from Chin State. It had been repeatedly
ambushed on the Pale-Yinmabin-Monywa road.

Wanbao has been operating the controversial Letpadaung copper mine, in partnership with
the military-owned Myanma Economic Holdings Company, since 2010.

Heavy protests against the mine began in 2012 after land was seized and environmental
damage became evident. Villagers demanded compensation. In 2014 a woman was killed
and many others, including monks, were injured in a crackdown by the security forces.

By the end of May, an estimated 18,886 houses and other buildings had been burned down
by the regime across Myanmar and Sagaing, as a resistance stronghold, suffered the most,
losing an estimated 13,480 houses, according to Data for Myanmar, an independent group
monitoring junta atrocities.

2,000 this week and is rising, according to a Thai-
based activist group that has closely tracked deaths

The Assistance Association for Political Prisoners (AAPP) said the milestone of 2,000
deaths since the Feb. 1, 2021 coup was reached June 20 and that recent deaths in anti-
junta hotbeds Sagaing and Magway regions had pushed the figure to 2007.

“This is the number verified by AAPP. The actual number of fatalities is likely much
higher," the AAPP said in a statement.
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The 2,000 deaths were memorialized by the U.S. and EU diplomatic missions in Yangon,
with Brussels’ office posting a black cover on its social media page to express its
condolences and Washington calling for accountability.

“The inhumane atrocities committed by the military against the people of Burma across
the country are a result of the lack of accountability among responsible persons on the
part of the military. It highlights the urgent need for accountability,” the U.S. Embassy
said.

The AAPP report came five weeks after Institute for Strategy and Policy (ISP Myanmar), a
local think tank, said in a report that it had documented at least 5,646 civilian deaths
between the Feb. 1, 2021, coup and May 10.

The ISP figure included people killed by security forces during anti-junta protests, in
clashes between the military and pro-democracy paramilitaries or ethnic armies, while
held in detention, and in revenge attacks, including against informers for the regime.

At least 1,831 civilians were killed in shooting deaths, the largest number of which
occurred in war-torn Sagaing region, where junta troops have faced some of the toughest
resistance to military rule in clashes with People’s Defense Force (PDF) paramilitaries that
have displaced tens of thousands of residents since the coup, the ISP report said.

Former political prisoner Tun Kyi said the AAPP's list does not capture the full death toll.

“People are seen as criminals and arrested illegally. People are tortured and killed.
Whole villages are set on fire,” he told RFA Burmese.

“The current AAPP list shows 2,000 deaths. In fact, there are more than that.”

The Thailand-based Assistance Association for

LU Junta-controlled newspapers said last month that
2,796 non-combatants had been killed between

the coup and May 15.

The military proxy Union Solidarity and Development Party said 3,107 people have been
killed after being accused of being military informants, 690 people died in armed clashes
and 18 were slain by the pro-junta militia Thway Thauk, or Blood Comrades.

Coup opponents in Yangon told RFA they were still committed to resisting the military
regime.
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“The military made arbitrary arrests and detentions and tortured and killed peaceful
protesters,” said a member of a Yangon-based protest committee who used the name
Jewel for security reasons.

“As a result, this revolution has been going on for more than a year, with the conviction
that the military dictatorship must be uprooted,” she said.

“No matter how much the people have lost, we see that this is the last game and | will
continue to fight with this in mind,” added Jewel.

Kyar Gyi, a spokesman for the Htee Chaing Township PDF, said the army would continue
to arrest and kill anyone who opposed the junta.

"It is routine for them to arrest or kill anyone who opposes them. They are still doing it.
Homes are being set on fire and people killed,” he told RFA.

“We will continue the fight as long as it takes for the military dictatorship to fall."

Myanmar junta representative attends ASEAN defense meeting

Gen. Mya Tun Q0’s participation came despite calls to exclude the junta.

Wednesday, despite an appeal from hundreds of pro-democracy organizations in the war-

ravaged country that the Southeast Asian regional bloc not engage with the junta.

Myanmar Gen. Mya Tun Oo became the most senior official to represent the self-styled
State Administration Council (SAC) at a ministerial meeting of the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations since the military ousted the country’s democratically elected
government in February 2021.

The 10 ASEAN member states have appeared divided on how to deal with the junta, with
some fearing that engagement might signal acceptance or endorsement of the regime
and its bloody crackdown on its opponents.
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Singapore, the Philippines, Indonesia and Malaysia have all expressed to the 2022 ASEAN
chair Cambodia that the junta should be excluded until there is an indication that
hostilities in Myanmar will end.

“Even though there is participation from Myanmar involving a representative from the
State Administrative Council in the meeting today, this does not mean that Malaysia has
recognized the SAC as the legitimate Myanmar government,” a statement from
Malaysia’s Defense Ministry said.

“Malaysia has always stressed that SAC should expedite the enforcement of the matters
which were agreed on based on the 5 Point Consensus to find a solution to the political
crisis in Myanmar,” it said, referring to the agreement reached between ASEAN’s leaders
and Burmese military chief Senior Gen. Min Aung Hlaing on April 24, 2021.

The agreement sought an end to violence in Myanmar, the provision of humanitarian
assistance, the appointment of an ASEAN envoy, and talks among the various groups in
Myanmar to be mediated by the envoy.

Cambodia’s Defense Minister Tea Banh, meanwhile, said that Mya Tun O0’s participation
in the meeting showed that the regional bloc is unified on security issues.

"This is a participation to find solutions and this accusation, that accusation, we can't
respond to all of them," he said during a news conference, responding to criticism over
including Myanmar in the meeting.

Indonesian Defense Minister Prabowo Subianto told his counterparts to put aside their
differences to safeguard their mutual interests.

“We must not allow outside powers to divide ASEAN and drag us into their competition.
The future of ASEAN and our people rests on our shoulders, and | believe we all share the
same view that we want peace and not conflict, cooperation rather than competition," he
said.

A coalition of 677 pro-democracy organizations in Myanmar last week co-authored an
open letter to the ASEAN defense ministers, urging them not to invite a representative
from the junta.

The organizations said Mya Tun 00’s representation would be inconsistent with other
ASEAN decisions to exclude representation from the junta, such as at the 2021 ASEAN
Summit and the 2022 Foreign Minister’s Retreat.

“ADMM’s engagement with the junta, which has included military exercises, may likely
amount to the aiding and abetting of the junta’s war crimes and crimes against
humanity,” the letter said.

“In allowing the junta to participate in ADMM, ASEAN is further risking complicity in the
junta’s atrocity crimes by providing support and legitimacy to the military and
emboldening a military that is waging a nationwide campaign of terror.”
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Cambodian state media reported that the ministers agreed in a joint declaration issued
after the meeting to enhance cooperation between ASEAN defense forces for COVID-19
containment, boost support for ASEAN Women Peacekeepers, further collaborate
between defense-oriented educational institutions, and share information to enhance
maritime security.

Australia pulls out of ASEAN counter-terrorism meeting co-chaired by Myanmar military
and Russia

The move comes amid concerns over how the junta used its position to push its agenda
during a meeting held last year

Australia will not take part in an upcoming meeting on
counter-terrorism to be co-chaired by the militaries of
Myanmar and Russia, Australian defence officials have
confirmed.

The meeting, set to be held in Moscow on July 20-21, will bring together representatives of
the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and their partners as part of the ASEAN
Defence Ministers’ Meeting-Plus (ADMM-Plus) Experts’ Working Group on Counter-
Terrorism.

Australia has ruled out both in-person and virtual participation. It will be the first time
Australia has missed a meeting since the ADMM-Plus Experts’ Working Groups program was
formed in 2011.

Defence officials in other countries slated to join the meeting, including India, Japan, South
Korea, New Zealand and the United States, declined to comment on their participation
when contacted by Myanmar Now.

Last month, New Zealand-based news outlet Newsroom guoted a defence official from that
country as saying that while it condemned both the actions of Myanmar’s military junta and
Russian President Vladimir Putin’s invasion of Ukraine, it was up to ASEAN to decide who
takes part in its gatherings.

“We respect ASEAN’s role as convenor of this process. We cannot unilaterally make
decisions on how other members participate in these forums,” the official said.
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Myanmar and Russia took over as joint chairs of the counter- terrorism working group at the
beginning of 2021 for a three-year term, after a December 2020 handover ceremony held in
Bangkok.

As co-chairs, the Myanmar and Russian militaries are organising both field training and
tabletop exercises for later this year that will involve the participation of the armed forces of
the ADMM-Plus countries.

The ADMM-Plus group includes the 10 member states of ASEAN, as well as Australia, China,
India, Japan, New Zealand, Russia, South Korea, and the United States.

Australia’s decision to boycott this year’s meeting comes amid concerns over how
Myanmar’s junta used its position as co-chair to push its agenda during last year’s gathering.

Through a freedom of information request submitted to Australia’s Department of Defence
by activist group Justice For Myanmar, the government also disclosed disagreements within
the ADMM-Plus group over Myanmar’s role.

In an email of talking points for a meeting of the working group held in Naypyitaw in
December 2021, an official stated that “Russia... objected to the amendments to the June
record calling on Myanmar to cease violence.”

At that meeting, which was conducted via videoconference, Myanmar’s military included a
session on “Terrorist Attacks Threatening National Security in Myanmar,” in which it
asserted that groups opposed to its rule, including the shadow National Unity Government
and its armed wing, the People’s Defence Force, should be regarded as terrorist
organisations.

According to a Defence Department cable on that meeting, Australian participants
“expressed concern about Myanmar conflating opposition to the military coup with
terrorism” and reiterated calls to end violence, in line with a five-point consensus reached
by ASEAN in April of last year.

In May, an investigation into the ADMM and the counter-terrorism working group published
by Justice for Myanmar concluded that ASEAN’s “practical assistance and support for the
Myanmar military likely amounts to the aiding and abetting of the military’s genocide, war
crimes and crimes against humanity.”

Justice For Myanmar applauded Australia’s decision not to participate in next month’s
meeting of the working group.

“We welcome Australia’s principled position, which should send a strong message to other
ADMM-Plus members,” the group’s spokesperson, Yadanar Maung, told Myanmar Now.

“The Myanmar military junta is a terrorist organisation, and has no place in a group on
counter-terrorism. We call on ASEAN to revoke the junta’s co-chairmanship immediately,
and exclude junta representatives from all future meetings. If ASEAN fails to act, ADMM-
Plus countries must follow Australia’s lead and boycott,” she added.
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The junta’s defence minister, General Mya Tun Oo, is currently in Cambodia participating in
the 16th ADMM meeting and ADMM informal meetings with counterparts from China and

Japan, amid civil society opposition and disagreement within the bloc over how to respond
to the Myanmar crisis.

Myanmar junta discusses nuclear technology with Russian atomic energy agency

Military council officials also reportedly explore ‘long-term cooperation’ with Russia to
address fuel and electricity shortages under Myanmar’s coup regime

A junta delegation discussed collaboration concerning

L nuclear technology with a Russian state-owned atomic
energy agency while attending the country’s economic forum late last week, according to
military-run media.

Junta-appointed ministers from the commerce and energy sectors—including Win Shein,
Aung Naing Oo, Ko Ko Hlaing, Pwint San and Thaung Han as well as Central Bank deputy
governor Than Than Swe—attended the 25th St Petersburg International Economic Forum
from June 15-18.

Propaganda newspaper the Global New Light of Myanmar (GLNM) reported that the military
council’s minister for electric power and energy Thaung Han met with Alexey Likhacheyv,
director-general of Russia’s ROSATOM State Nuclear Energy Corporation, and discussed
equipment production using nuclear energy, as well as Myanmar’s electricity consumption.

When contacted by Myanmar Now on Tuesday, ROSATOM'’s Southeast Asia office offered
no additional details on the meeting.

The junta continues to face a fuel and electricity shortage that has become more
pronounced amid the international isolation and sanctions imposed on the military council
since the February 2021 coup.

During the Russia trip, multiple discussions and agreements were held concerning petrol
supply and power generation in Myanmar, with the coup council officials reportedly
discussing “long-term cooperation” with Russia to meet energy needs, according to GLNM.

Thaung Han reportedly signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with Russia’s INTER
RAO-Export to work together on issues related to electricity production. He also held talks

concerning the construction of an oil refinery in Myanmar as well as the import and sale of
fuel with the leadership of another corporation, Sigma LLC, GLNM said.

While the connection between the two countries has been particularly evident since last
year’s coup, Myanmar’s talks with Russia specifically surrounding nuclear technology are not
new. In 2007, under a previous junta headed by Than Shwe, the country signed a deal with
ROSATOM to build a nuclear reactor in the country for research purposes.

Russian officials said in 2016 that they had trained a “large number” of Myanmar students in
nuclear technology since the deal was made. At the time, a ROSATOM official told the
Myanmar Times that at least 700 Myanmar students—military officers—had graduated
from programs in Russia in which they studied “nuclear-related fields but not nuclear
physics.”

In 2015, under ex-general Thein Sein’s administration, Myanmar signed another MoU with
Russia on cooperation related to nuclear technology. Further details of the agreement
remain unknown.

In June 2021, days after the UN General Assembly adopted a resolution calling for the halt
of weapons exports to Myanmar amid violent crackdowns on peaceful anti-dictatorship
protesters, coup leader Min Aung Hlaing left for a week-long visit to Russia. It was his
second official trip abroad since his attempted seizure of power four months earlier, and
only the seventh in his decades-long military career.

Since the coup, generals including Soe Win, deputy commander-in-chief of the armed
forces, and then-air force chief Maung Maung Kyaw also visited the country.

Myanmar’s military junta openly expressed support for Russian President Vladimir Putin
regarding his invasion of Ukraine earlier this year, accusing the US and its allies of plotting to
pit the two nations against one another.

Commentary published in military-run media in late February titled “Lessons from Ukraine
for those who haven't learned from history” dismissed Ukrainian President Volodymyr
Zelensky as a Western puppet and commended Putin for being a “visionary leader.”

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Myanmar Junta Searches Homes After Arakan Army Seizures

Myanmar junta troops have been searching houses and detaining residents in Kyauktaw
Township, Rakhine State, after the Arakan Army (AA) seized three police officers on
Monday, according to residents.

The Rakhine-based armed group detained the three officers, including a lieutenant and
sergeant, from Myothit ward on Monday.

On Tuesday, junta troops arrested prominent activist Ko Zaw Win at his house in Pyi Taw
Thar ward, a resident told The Irrawaddy.

“Many junta soldiers are searching houses. They detained Ko Zaw Win and we still don’t
know how many more they have detained. No one dares to go out,” he said on Tuesday.

The Kyauktaw central market is closed and children did not attend school, said residents.

The AA detained two junta soldiers from a checkpoint near Kissapanadi bridge in Kyauktaw
onJune 11. On June 16 the AA tried to seize an officer and a private from the Ponnagyun-
based Light Infantry Battalion 550. The officer escaped.

Following the incident, junta soldiers fired warning shots in residential areas and detained
seven Ponnagyun residents. Their whereabouts are still unknown.

On June 17, AA troops tried to detain a police sergeant and constable from Tein Nyo village
in Mrauk-U Township. The constable escaped.

The AA seized three junta soldiers and four policemen from June 11 to 20. AA spokesman
Khaing Thukha told a press conference on June 14 that the seizures were in retaliation for
regime’s detentions of AA administrative and judicial staff. He called for a prisoner swap.

The AA now controls most rural areas in the center and north of Rakhine. It has a judicial
system and police force which operate in parallel with junta institutions.

An unofficial ceasefire since November 2020 is now on the brink of collapse after 18 months
of relative calm with the junta taking action to counter expanding AA control.

Rakhine Citizens Seized After Myanmar Regime Office Raided

Myanmar’s regime has abducted at least 20 residents in the historic town of Mrauk-U in
Rakhine State after the Arakan Army (AA) seized the staff at a military security office.
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AA members abducted three security officers who were eating at a restaurant owned by the
office chief’s daughter in Nyaungbin Zay ward, according to Mrauk-U residents.

“The sergeant in charge of the office was also detained. It has only four members of staff,”
said a resident, who asked for anonymity. Until recently Mrauk-U was one of Myanmar’s
most prized tourist attractions.

On Wednesday, junta troops carried out checks in Mrauk-U and made arrests. The regime
had detained around 20 residents by noon. Troops were deployed at the town’s entrances
and on surrounding hills.

Another Mrauk-U resident told The Irrawaddy: “Mainly they checked phones and detained
anyone if they found anything political. They are patrolling around the town and making
arrests. | heard some of the detainees are children and teachers.”

Military tensions are rising as the regime and AA seize each other’s members.

In Kyauktaw the AA abducted three policemen on Monday evening. The following day, junta
troops searched houses and detained political activist Ko Zaw Win. His whereabouts are
currently unknown.

The numbers of those in custody are unknown.

OnJune 11, the AA abducted two junta soldiers from a military checkpoint near Kisspanadi
bridge in Kyauktaw. It also detained a Light Infantry Battalion 550 soldier in Ponnagyun on
June 16.

The regime has since detained seven civilians in Ponnagyun and their whereabouts are
unknown.

The AA detained a police sergeant from Tein Nyo village in Mrauk-U on June 17. The ethnic
armed group has detained 11 junta personnel, including seven soldiers and four police
officers, since June 11.

At a June 14 press conference, AA spokesman Khaing Thukha said the group has abducted
junta soldiers in response to regime detentions of its members. He did not say how many AA
members have been abducted.

Burma Army Extends Deadline For SSPP In Southern Shan State

Southeast Asian country’s capital.

IDPs’ Properties Confiscated by SAC and PNO Soldiers in Phaikhun

Myanmar military junta and Pa-O National Organization (PNO) militia soldiers confiscated
household materials and other properties from the internally displaced people (IDP) houses
in Phaikhun township, Southern Shan State.

According to the residents, State Administration Council (SAC) and PNO soldiers are
stationed at Lwe Paw village, Saung Nan Ke village, La Hel village, and Ma Kay Kham village
in Phaikhun township, and they seized things from the IDPs’ homes.

“The people in those villages are internally displaced now. Only the SAC and PNO soldiers
are there. They have stationed in those villages for a while. They have been stealing the
villagers’ prosperities, not just now,” a man who lives in Phaikhun township told SHAN.

Houses in Paikhun Township

It is reported that a clash broke out between the
local People Defense Force (PDF) and military junta
and its ally PNO on 19 June 2022 while they were
stealing the villagers’ properties, and there were
casualties on the junta and PNO side.

“They stole everything from the village. They even
took the old and broken motorcycles. While they
were transporting the items, we ambushed them.
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There were casualties and injuries on their side —some PNO members were killed. Both
military junta and PNO soldiers were in the village,” a PDF member who is based in
Phaikhun township told SHAN.

Since 13 May 2022, the military junta has been offensively deploying its troops in Phaikhun
township, and many of the villagers houses have been burned down.

The villages whose houses got burned are from the eastern part of Phaikhun township such
as Saung Nan Ke, Lwe Pal, Nan Paw Lone, Nan Sunt, Pain Ne Kone, Ma Kay Kham, and La Hel
village.

Myanmar authorities seize 4.21 min stimulants

YANGON, June 21 (Xinhua) -- Myanmar authorities seized 4.21 million stimulant tablets
worth 4.21 billion kyats (2.27 million U.S. dollars) in Yangon Region, the police said in a
statement on Tuesday.

Acting on a tip-off, the combined team of an anti-narcotics task force raided a house located
in Hmawbi Township of Yangon Region on June 1 and arrested two suspects along with
those stimulants.

According to the investigation, the owner of the house and drugs is a fugitive of the seizure
of 147,750 stimulant pills in August 2018 in Maungtaw Township of Rakhine State, and has
been detained at the police station of Maungtaw Township on May 16, 2022, it said.

The suspects were charged under the country's law. Further investigations were underway,
it added.
