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NLD Says at Least 14 Members, Supporters Killed by Pro-Junta Groups in Two Weeks

At least 14 National League for Democracy (NLD) members and supporters were killed by
pro-regime terror groups in less than two weeks, and the regime was behind the killings, the
party’s Central Working Committee said.

A committee report stated that since April 21, the pro-regime terror groups Thwe Thout,
Kite and Myochit flagrantly raised death threats against party members, elected lawmakers
and their families and supporters.

According to data compiled as of May 5, at least seven party members and seven staunch
supporters were abducted from their homes by those groups in Mandalay, Tanintharyi and
Yangon regions, with their dead bodies dumped on streets the next day with the responsible
group’s logo on a lanyard.

“With witnesses seeing abductions and the dumping of victims’ bodies from junta vehicles,
regime forces were clearly involved in those cases,” the committee said.

Late last month, junta spokesman Major General Zaw Min Tun denied any association with
the pro-junta miltias.

Local residents and pro-democracy activists have widely rejected his denial, saying everyone
knows that the junta is behind those groups and supporting them to silence opposition to
the regime.

The committee said on Tuesday that since seizing power by overthrowing the elected, NLD-
led government, the regime has arrested 917 party members and of them, 701 remain
under detention in the junta’s custody across the country, including the party’s leaders,
State Counselor Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and President U Win Myint, and 98 elected
lawmakers.

Since then, the regime has stepped up its efforts to destroy the country’s most popular
party with arrests, lawsuits, violence and killings.

According to the Central Working Committee, 38 party members have been killed by junta
forces since the coup. The junta has also seized 209 houses belonging to NLD members and
raided and destroyed more than 100 party offices.

Myanmar Junta Executes Eight Resistance Fighters

Eight resistance fighters in Myinmu Township, Sagaing Region, were captured and killed by
Myanmar’s junta forces on Monday.
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Myinmu Township Information Group said junta forces raided a Black Eagle Defense Force
outpost in the morning and captured eight fighters. The group said they were tied up and
executed and the bodies and outpost were burned.

Junta-linked Telegram accounts posted photos of the dead bodies and said homemade
weapons, phones and other belongings were seized.

Those killed included Ko Wai Yan Phyo, who was the general secretary of Sagaing University
Students’ Union. The students’ union stated that the first-year mathematics student gave
his life while fighting the junta.

Ko Wai Yan Phyo was one of those killed during the raid.

“We are proud but disheartened by the loss of our comrade,”
the students’ union announced. “We vowed to continue the
fight until the end.”

The Black Eagle Defense Force is one of many resistance forces
in the anti-regime stronghold of Sagaing Region. This month it
has launched three attacks on junta soldiers together with allied
groups, claiming to have caused several casualties.

Since seizing power in February last year, junta forces have killed more than 1,830 people
and arrested more than 13,600, mostly based on claims they were involved in anti-regime
activities.

Civilians Seized After Myanmar Junta ‘Finds’ Rockets in Mandalay

Myanmar’s military regime has detained nine civilians, including a 15-year-old, in
connection with rockets found near an Aungmyaythazan Township moat in Mandalay.

Two 107mm rockets were discovered by a police inspector on Saturday morning, according
to the regime.

Nine people, including a teashop owner and his staff and a family from Dawna Bwar ward,
were detained on Saturday evening, according to a resident.

“Junta personnel, some in plainclothes, arrested them in the evening. The owner of Café
Pan Khin teashop and his three employees, U Han Tin and his three family members and a
woman called Myat Thandar Kyaw were arrested,” he said.

Buddhist monk U Aggawunsa, an organizer of anti-regime protests in Pyigyitagun,
said: “From the very beginning, the regime always made arrests as it pleases. It has
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knowingly detained people who have nothing to do with those rockets. It is wicked and
inhumane to scare other civilians.”

Police have opened a case against Ma Myat Thandar Kyaw, 23, under Article 50(j) of the
Counterterrorism Law.

Two rockets found near Mandalay’s moat.

Modeled on Qassam rockets developed by Hamas, the
rockets used by some ethnic armed organizations and
people’s defense forces are made of common metal
pipes filled with explosives and propellants and usually
ignited by a battery.

The large moat is close to junta security outposts and
regular patrol routes. Anti-regime forces said resistance fighters could not fire rockets from
where the regime claims they were found.

Bo Naung Lay for resistance group Black Death said: “The resistance forces are not foolish
enough to fire those rockets in public places. They take time to fire. We think the regime
made it up and blamed the guerillas. Resistance groups claim responsibility for every
mission we make. But no group claimed responsibility for this.”

U Aggawunsa said: “It is impossible to leave these rockets in public places. The regime used
rockets as an excuse to arrest those nine people.”

The regime has searching Mandalay regime opponents, resistance fighters, National League
for Democracy members and supporters, and activists, according to anti-regime forces. The
regime has imposed a news blackout on its arrests.

Myanmar Junta Rounds Up Around 300 Civilians After Resistance Ambush

Myanmar’s military regime has detained some 300 civilians for interrogation following an
attack on a junta convoy in Kawhmu on the outskirts of Yangon on May 3, according to the
Yangon South District People’s Defense Force (PDF).

Two junta soldiers, including a lieutenant, were reportedly killed in the attack near the
village of Ngat-Aw-San in Kawhmu Township. Numerous villagers were detained that
evening after junta troops from Dala, Twante, Hlaing Tharyar, Kunchangon and Dedaye
townships arrived.

The regime later released the women, according to witnesses.
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Some 300 male villagers, including more than 100 from Ngat-Aw-San and more than 150
from Than Kyo and others from Nyaung Htauk and Yedashae villages, are being questioned
at a school in Ngat-Aw-San, said residents.

A PDF member said: “If we carry out a mission, the regime will detain all the people from
nearby villages. In previous cases, they spared the elderly but detained all the young people
and beat them. They were forced to kneel in the sun on a football pitch. It is routine. The
situation is worse now. Previously, they would only beat villagers for two days. But villagers
are being detained for a week now.”

Teenagers are among the detainees and were beaten, said villagers. Detainees remained
under detention on Monday.

Junta troops also searched houses and made arrests in villages in Kunchangon and Twante
townships following the attack in Kawhmu.

“PDF fighters fled into the woods after the ambush. As they have been frequently attacked,
the troops are directing their anger on civilians,” said a resident.

The PDF said the May 3 attack was part of Operation Nan Htike Aung, the second operation
against the regime in Yangon, and villagers were not involved.

The PDF denounced the junta’s interrogation of innocent villagers.
Daw Aung San Suu Kyi was first elected to the Lower House in Kawhmu Township in 2012.

According to the Assistance Association for Political Prisoners, more than 10,500 people
have been detained and around 1,800 killed by the regime since last year’s coup.

Karenni fighters say two officers were among junta troops killed in Hpruso

The two officers—a captain and a lieutenant—were among more than 20 regime soldiers
who died in fighting on Saturday

Two of the more than two dozen regime soldiers
killed in a clash in Kayah (Karenni) State’s Hpruso
Township over the weekend were officers,
according to members of one of the groups that
took part in the fighting.
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Sources from the Karenni Nationalities Defence Force (KNDF) confirmed that an attack that
it carried out together with the Karenni Army (KA) on Saturday left one army captain and a
lieutenant among the dead.

Only one of the two dead officers, 34-year-old Capt Kyaw Zin Oo, was identified by name.
The other could only be identified by rank because his ID badge was too badly damaged,
said a KNDF member who spoke to Myanmar Now on condition of anonymity.

It was also unclear which unit they belonged to, although there had been some speculation
after the fighting that they were from Light Infantry Division 66, which has been linked
to atrocity killings in the state.

“We don’t know which battalion they were from as their badges were all worn out,” said
another KNDF member who did not want to be named.

The battle began on Saturday morning when the combined forces of KA and KNDF fighters
ambushed a convoy of around 20 military vehicles carrying rice and other provisions to
Hpruso from neighbouring Bawlakhe Township.

“We intercepted them at around 7:30am and then they called for reinforcements after they
realized they were losing,” said a KNDF member who took part in the clash.

Despite coming under heavy artillery fire, the KNDF said that none of its troops were killed
or injured.

In a statement, the group also said that it had seized eight MA guns, one rocket-propelled
grenade (RPG) launcher, a machine gun, and some ammunition.

A photo of insignia of the two dead officers being used as accessories on footwear has
circulated widely on social media.

In a separate action on Saturday, the KA reported that it had attacked a junta base on the
banks of the Salween River in Shadaw Township. Six military personnel, including a deputy
commander, were killed, the group said.

On Sunday, the group released a statement that it had also captured three junta soldiers in
plain clothes near KNDF Battalion 3 territory in southern Shan State’s Pekhon Township.

Fighting in and around Karenni State has been fierce since last year’s coup, with new groups
such as the KNDF joining forces with established ethnic armies like the KA to resist the newly
installed regime.

According to local civil society groups, about 200,000 people, or roughly two-thirds of the
state’s entire population, have been displaced by the ongoing conflict.

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Junta turns to proxy armed militias

Campaign group Progressive Voice has highlighted the dangers of the new Thway Thout Ah
Pwe military aligned armed militias who have murdered NLD supporters and their families in
Mandalay.

According to Progressive Voice, the emergence of a new group that aims to kill and torture
Peoples’ Defence Force (PDF) and National League for Democracy (NLD) members, as well
as their family members and supporters, is the latest in a series of sinister, cruel and violent
moves by the junta.

The clear aim is to strike fear in the people’s resistance to the military junta, and represents
the military’s desperation to fight back against a people’s revolution that they cannot
defeat.

The Thway Thout Ah Pwe (referred to as Blood Drinking Group or otherwise “blood-sworn”)
announced itself in Mandalay with its’ Operation Red, pledging to “exterminate NLD party
members, extremist NLD supporters, PDF [People’s Defence Force] terrorists and their
family members.”

It has already claimed responsibility for a series of macabre murders in the city. Eight
members and supporters of the NLD were abducted and killed, their bodies found with
Thway Thout Pwe Ah Pwe badges left on them as a calling card.

In one example, they abducted the owners of a popular Mandalay teashop, both prominent
NLD supporters, one of whom was an NLD ward representative, U Khin Maung Thein. His
dead body, which was covered in bullet wounds and stab wounds, was dumped outside the
NLD’s district office in Mandalay.

His wife, Daw Kha Kha, co-owner of the teashop, was still alive, but is in critical condition
after several stab wounds in the throat, as well as a bullet wound to the head.

His brother, who joined the search for them after they went missing, was also killed, his
dead body found with stab wounds to the throat.

An audio clip that was shared on Telegram social media platform featured an interview with
a member of the Thway Thout Ah Pwe Group who said new members will receive
300,000MMK and a weapon when they join the militia.

There are rumours circulationg of other similar groups in the cities of Yangon and Taunggyi,
that also have the aim of murdering NLD and PDF supporters.

While the military junta spokesperson has denied that the Mandalay group is officially
affiliated with the junta, it is clear that they support the junta’s aims. Furthermore, the
Myanmar military has a long and sordid history of organizing the types of groups that can do
their dirty work.
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In rural areas of Myanmar, especially in the dry zone of Sagaing, Mawgay, and Mandalay,
where the junta is suffering significant losses against a firm and well-organised resistance,
they are increasingly using Pyu Saw Htee militia groups to target civilians.

According to Progressive Voice, a junta spokesperson admitted that these junta-created
groups have been especially active in joining raids on villages and burning down people’s
homes.

According to the National Unity Government (NUG) the Pyu Saw Htee Groups have been
“killing and robbing civilians, torching villages, violating human rights, pitching the civilians
against each other and fighting the PDF and other revolutionary forces.”

It is worth noting that as with the Thway Thout Ah Pwe Group, the junta initially denied that
they had anything to do with Pyu Saw Htee.

The increasing use of the Pyu Saw Htee and the emergence of groups like the Thway Thout
Ah Pwe, reflects two aspects of the revolution.

First, and it is clear, they are used to terrorize the local populations who are supporting the
revolution. Whether it is the Pyu Saw Htee burning homes in Sagaing, or Thway Thout Ah
Pwe dumping bodies across Mandalay, these are classic terror strategies designed to
provoke fear in the population who overwhelmingly support the people’s resistance.

The spectacular displays of cruelty and savagery also offer a measure of distance from the
Myanmar military, who can blame rogue, civilian outfits for such bloody crimes, and
provides a small measure of plausible deniability.

Such examples are not particular to Myanmar either. For example, the Wagner Group that
Russia has employed in Syria, Central African Republic and Ukraine, or Blackwater that the
US has used in Iraq, albeit with a more sophisticated corporate veneer. These are also non-
state groups that have been accused of war crimes but are a step away from their
respective paymasters. Progressive Voice believes that the second aspect that this
development reflects is the desperation of the junta.

It is not just the use of shadowy vigilante terrorist groups to do their dirty work, but the
coerced recruitment of civilians into the military’s rank-and-file. Myanmar Now has
reported that weapons factory workers are being sent to the frontlines to join soldiers in the
battles against PDFs, in addition to orders to send Police, Fire Service, and Red Cross
members to battle.

In Karen State, Karen News reported that the local Border Guard Force, an armed militia
under the command of the Myanmar military, has been recruiting young men to work for
their casino projects, only to send them to the frontline to bolster forces that are
experiencing heavy losses against the Karen National Liberation Army (KNLA).

These are desperate attempts to bolster a demoralized, under-resourced, and thinly
stretched military that cannot win a war against the people.
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The reason why the military is trying to install fear into the heads and hearts of the
Myanmar people and its increasing use of civilians at the frontline, is happening because the
military is losing. Its regular forces simply cannot combat a whole country that is in revolt
and wishes them gone. And, while fear may be prevalent on the streets of Mandalay since
the emergence of the Thway Thout Ah Pwe, Progressive Voice believes it almost certainly
will not be victorious.

The increasing territory controlled by PDFs, the defections of junta soldiers, and the loss of
any semblance of administrative capacity by the junta reflect a situation where they cannot,
in all seriousness, argue that they are in control of Myanmar.

While international diplomatic conventions, multilateral agencies and bodies such as the
UN, and even some international NGOs may continue business as usual by engaging and
working with the junta, this increasingly looks misguided. Support for the NUG, local
People’s Administration Teams, ethnic resistance organizations’ administration and service
provision entities, and local civil society and community-based organizations are the
avenues to cooperate with and support the Myanmar people and the bodies that represent
them.

Progressive Voice says that the cruelty and desperation of the junta, manifest in groups such
as Pyu Saw Htee and Thway Thout Ah Pwe reflects not power, but impotence.

Terrorism by any other name

An international terrorism monitor missed the mark when it labeled a resistance attack on
soldiers as terrorism, which may only serve to embolden the real terrorists in Myanmar: the
military.

A defining feature of military rule in Myanmar has been the use of mass violence against
civilians to cause terror for political gain.

From massacres of unarmed protesters, to late-night raids and often fatal torture sessions,
to burning down entire villages where resistance forces operate and slaughtering their
civilian inhabitants: every successful tactic the military has used to quash dissent has been
rooted in creating fear.

It’s textbook terrorism. As the country crumbles around them, instilling terror in the hearts
of the general population seems to be the only thing the junta is any good at. So it came as a
surprise to many when the Institute for Economics and Peace indicated a rise in terrorism in
Myanmar not due to heinous military violence, but due to resistance attacks.

Perplexingly, IEP’s 2022 Global Terrorism Index report said the “most devastating” attack of
2021 in Myanmar was when resistance forces 40 soldiers in Sagaing Region’s Katha
Township on September 20. [EP says it uses to collect data, and it
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supposedly does not include “irregular or conventional” warfare. It’s hard to understand,
therefore, how killing 40 enemy troops during a civil war could be classified as terrorism.

The report does not include any of the many military massacres of unarmed civilians, such
as the of over 60 protesters in Hlaing Tharyar in March 2021, or the of more
than 80 in Bago the following month. There’s no consistent definition of terrorism that
could include killing soldiers in battle but not encompass massacring civilians with the
intention of making the rest of the population too afraid to resist. It seems to hinge entirely
on the idea that violence is the sole purview of the state.

Given the junta seized power illegally, has no representation at the United Nations, and
hasn’t been officially recognised as the government of Myanmar by even one country, the
Tatmadaw is closer to a rogue militant group than a professional armed force, let alone a
state or government.

While TerrorismTracker also excludes deaths caused by “civil unrest”, this is an overly broad
term that could apply to almost anything. It also appears IEP uses it inconsistently. In the
2017, 2019 and 2020 Global Terrorism Index reports, IEP included attacks on protesters in
Afghanistan and Iraq in its list of terrorist attacks. Why would these incidents qualify, while
the military’s crackdowns do not?

One explanation might be preconceived notions about what terrorism looks like. At its core,
the Myanmar military is a racial and religious extremist group that often ludicrously justifies
its use of violence as necessary to protect Buddhism. Swap that out for Islam and maybe IEP
would have an easier time seeing it as a terrorist organisation.

There are some attacks that have been attributed to resistance groups that could qualify as
terrorism. Bombing electricity offices with the intention of making civilians too afraid to pay
their electricity bills, for example. These incidents could and should be included, although it
seems likely that a fair accounting would show the military has committed more terrorist
attacks, with higher civilian casualties, than the resistance.

If IEP wants to measure attacks on security forces or general non-state violence, then by all
means include resistance attacks on soldiers and police. But don’t call it terrorism without a
more consistent definition of what that actually means.

This is where it gets tricky. There is no universal, international standard for terrorism, partly
because the term is so politically charged. Most definitions include acts of violence designed
to intimidate a population or to influence a government or international organisation.

The terrorism label also has implications for perceptions of legitimacy. The junta has not
only declared anti-coup armed groups to be terrorist organisations, but also the National
Unity Government, in an attempt to discredit them. The fact is though, that the NUG was
appointed by elected lawmakers, while the military junta illegally seized power after losing
an election. By calling resistance attacks terrorism, but not using the term to describe the
military, IEP has taken a side in the legitimacy dispute while presenting itself as neutral.
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This matters because the Global Terrorism Index report could actually cause more acts of
terrorism in Myanmar, by giving more fodder to the military’s propaganda machine. The
junta has long justified its use of disproportionate violence by claiming that all its opponents
are terrorists — even unarmed peaceful protesters.

In 2021, the BBC investigated a series of military massacres committed in July that left 40
civilians dead in Kani Township, also in Sagaing Region. Junta spokesperson Zaw Min Tun
later justified the shocking tactics by describing resistance fighters as terrorists, and insisting
the military was “using appropriate force in order to achieve a reasonable level of security”.

The IEP report did not mention these massacres — but by labelling resistance attacks as
terrorism it helped bolster the military’s excuse for committing them. The risk is that if the
military thinks this delusional narrative is gaining traction internationally, it will only feel
emboldened to continue using outrageous violence. The result will be more deaths, more
destruction and more terror in Myanmar.

Daughter of Myanmar Junta Crony Briefly Detained at Yangon Airport

Daw Nang Lang Kham, the eldest daughter of prominent business tycoon U Aung Ko Win,
was briefly detained by Myanmar’s military regime at Yangon International Airport on May
8.

She was preparing to leave Myanmar for Thailand on a Myanmar Airways International
(MAI) flight when she was detained and questioned for two hours by Major Kyaw Myat Lin
of the Office of Military Security Affairs. She is the deputy chief executive officer of
Kanbawza Bank, one of the largest private financial institutions in Myanmar.

The Kanbawza (KBZ) Group of Companies, founded by her father U Aung Ko Win in 1994,
manages a diverse array of business interests including mining, banking, real estate, aviation
and insurance concerns.

KBZ Group is the major stakeholder in MAI and Air KBZ. It remains unclear why the regime
qguestioned a family member of crony U Aung Ko Win, whose personal and business ties
with successive military leaderships are known to be deep.

The Irrawaddy has learned that the regime has ordered that no rich persons be allowed to
leave the country via Yangon International Airport. The regime later reportedly apologized
for the detention of Daw Nang Lang Kham, who flew to Thailand the following day and is
currently in Bangkok.

Speaking to the BBC, junta spokesman Major-General Zaw Min Tun on Tuesday denied
detaining Daw Nang Lang Kham.
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U Aung Ko Win has close ties with junta leader Min Aung Hlaing and the two used to play
golf together.

Under the now ousted National League for Democracy government, Daw Nang Lang Kham
was seen together with since-deposed State Counselor Daw Aung San Suu Kyi at state
events, representing KBZ Group of Companies.

In April the regime detained the chairman of Eden Group of Companies, U Chit Khine, and
his son U Win Min Khine and charged them with bribery.

The regime has also detained and charged one of Myanmar’s most notorious cronies,
Zaykabar Co chairman U Khin Shwe, and his son U Zay Thiha.

U Khin Shwe’s s daughter is married to the son of former general and parliament speaker
Thura U Shwe Mann, now the chairman of the Union Betterment Party. U Khin Shwe was a
lawmaker representing the military’s proxy Union Solidarity and Development Party in the
Upper House of Parliament between 2011 and 2016.

The regime has also reportedly asked military-linked crony U Teza, the chairman of Htoo
Group of Companies, as well as Cooperatives Bank owner U Khin Maung Aye, both of whom
have been living abroad, to return to Myanmar.

Another of the country’s top cronies, Ayeyarwady Bank owner U Zaw Zaw, was also briefly
detained after last year’s coup. He traveled to Malaysia two weeks ago and is now back in
Myanmar.

Myanmar's central bank blacklists 158 companies for violating regulation

YANGON (Xinhua): The Central Bank of Myanmar (CBM) has added 158 companies to a
blacklist for failing to deposit export earnings into accounts in domestic banks within the
prescribed periods.

The decision came after multiple efforts including issuing notices, revoking exporter and
importer registrations were made, the central bank said in a statement on Monday (May 9).

The CBM added the export companies and their members of boards of directors to a
blacklist for not repatriating the earnings from goods exported in 2016, 2017 and 2018, the
statement said.

Under the country's foreign exchange management regulation, all exporters in Myanmar are
required to deposit export proceeds into bank accounts in the country within the prescribed
periods.

What to Expect From the US-ASEAN Summit

The White House will host this week the Association of Southeast Asian Nations for a US-
ASEAN Special Summit. With the Russia-Ukraine war dominating international attention, the
Biden administration has said the summit demonstrates its “enduring commitment” to
ASEAN and that the Indo-Pacific region is a US national security priority. China’s influence
and power projection in Southeast Asia will figure prominently at the summit, but the two-
day meeting also offers the opportunity to deepen economic relations with ASEAN, a bloc of
10 countries that combined make up the seventh-largest economy in the world. A host of
other critical issues—from COVID to climate change to the crisis in Myanmar—will also be
on the table.

Where does ASEAN sit in the administration’s approach to the Indo-Pacific?

The White House’s Indo-Pacific Strategy, released in February, states that the United States
seeks to “advance a free and open Indo-Pacific that is more connected, prosperous, secure,
and resilient.” The strategy calls an “empowered ASEAN” an important ingredient for
success alongside modernized alliances like the Quad (i.e., the United States, Australia, India
and Japan), renewed US commitment and resources, and other means. While competition
with China is at the heart of the United States’ regional strategy, support for a cohesive and
resilient ASEAN is one of the critical means for advancing a free and open Indo-Pacific.

An empowered ASEAN will not be easy to achieve, however. ASEAN is an extremely diverse
group of 10 countries that operates by consensus, meaning it is rarely nimble nor bold, even
on its best day. With one of its members, Myanmar, in crisis, an empowered ASEAN seems
more unlikely than ever.

Yet, despite their differences, including as it relates to Myanmar, one area of clear
agreement among its members is that only ASEAN can be the central building block for
Indo-Pacific regionalism. The United States and its allies—and China to some extent—have
bought into this vision, recognizing that it is untenable for the great powers to guide the
regional architecture of the Indo-Pacific. Therefore, it is strongly in the US interest to invest
in its relationship with ASEAN and to do what it can to support ASEAN’s centrality in regional
affairs.

However, the US has also been clear that bilateral—and increasingly trilateral and
quadrilateral—cooperation with key allies and partners is fundamental to US engagement
and strength in the region. The Biden administration’s emphasis on the Quad, in particular,
has brought into question the premise of whether ASEAN remains in the driver’s seat of
regionalism, a role it had seemed to have consolidated only a few years ago, and what the
United States means by its rhetorical support for ASEAN centrality. The Indo-Pacific Strategy
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recognizes this sensitivity, noting that the United States “will explore opportunities for the
Quad to work with ASEAN.”

During the Biden administrations’ first year, engagement with Southeast Asian countries
and ASEAN as a whole proved to be unusually difficult due to COVID-19-related travel
restrictions and the rupture within ASEAN caused by Myanmar’s February 2021 coup. This
Special Summit seeks to help make up for lost time and clearly demonstrates the United
States’ interest in and commitment to deepening ties with ASEAN and its constituent
members.

What are ASEAN countries looking for from Washington? How can Washington work with
the bloc to empower and strengthen ASEAN resilience?

ASEAN countries are highly alert to the fact that relations between the United States and
China have important implications for themselves. Despite their diversity, ASEAN countries
all want an engaged and present United States in Southeast Asia to balance China’s
potentially overwhelming influence. They also seek to have Japan, India, Australia and other
external powers as engaged as possible to create a balance of power in the region, or, as
former Indonesian Foreign Minister Marty Natalegawa has called it more positively, a
dynamic equilibrium. What they do not want is to be forced to choose between the United
States and China.

Southeast Asian countries also seek Washington’s buy-in for ASEAN-based multilateral
institutions, such as the East Asia Summit and ASEAN Regional Forum, which the bloc seeks
to position at the center of the Indo-Pacific’s regional architecture.

Beyond being present, the region wants the United States to be a stronger economic
partner and many members are eagerly anticipating the details of the administration’s
proposed Indo-Pacific Economic Framework. ASEAN is also looking to partner on
transnational challenges ranging from climate change to pandemic preparedness to
transnational crime. US support for ASEAN-based multilateralism empowers the bloc and
strengthens its resilience, especially in the face of Chinese efforts to divide it, which it has
repeatedly done to blunt ASEAN’s ability to push back against Chinese encroachment in the
South China Sea.

How will the Ukraine war factor into the summit?

That President Biden is hosting the ASEAN leaders is a demonstration of its commitment to
maintaining focus on the Indo-Pacific region despite the crisis in Ukraine. Nevertheless,
Ukraine will be impossible to escape. First, US officials will make the case that Russia’s
invasion demonstrates the fragility of the international system and, second, they will
highlight China’s tacit support for the invasion to make a contrast with the United States’
principled stance.

Southeast Asian countries in general would rather keep their heads down and avoid the
issue rather than getting in the middle of a dispute between major powers. Singapore,
however, has been an outlier with its vocal criticism and the sanctions it has enacted in
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coordination with the United States and Europe. While Ukraine will not be a major focus of
the summit, the issue will likely come up in the context of Russia’s participation in the G-20
summit, East Asia Summit and the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Leaders meeting to be
hosted later this year in Indonesia, Cambodia and Thailand, respectively.

Will the Biden administration press the bloc to do more to address the deteriorating
situation in Myanmar?

While much of the summit agenda will focus on apolitical areas ripe for closer US-ASEAN
cooperation, such as clean energy, health security and the digital economy, the
deteriorating situation in Myanmar will also be addressed. Biden will find many of his
counterparts to be as frustrated with the situation as himself, but he will also find deep
divisions in the lengths his ASEAN counterparts are willing to go to isolate or pressure the
junta, largely due to longstanding norms within ASEAN to avoid interfering in the affairs of
other members.

However, Biden will find common cause with leaders from Indonesia, Malaysia and
Singapore, who are increasingly frustrated by the junta’s intransigence and are open to
isolating Myanmar’s leaders and engaging the National Unity Government. With Cambodia,
Vietnam, Laos and Thailand, he will encounter reluctance. With the likelihood of a
diplomatic breakthrough dim, Biden will likely look for incremental progress on enhancing
engagement with the National Unity Government and establishing a framework for
delivering humanitarian assistance to Myanmar.

Regime’s Offer of Peace Talks is a Ruse to buy Time for Myanmar Military

Myanmar’s long history of civil war can be categorized as periods of alternating clashes and
peace talks.

It is often said that politics is war without bloodshed, while war is politics with bloodshed.
Often, the warring sides will call for honesty for the sake of peace, before they question
each other’s honesty.

In Myanmar, peace talks are a tricky business. Though both sides will struggle for a result
that is favorable to them, normally the results are determined by the more powerful side.

Peace talks with ethnic armed organizations (EAOs) were previously held under the civilian
Anti-Fascist People’s Freedom League (AFPFL) government and the military-led Burma
Socialist Programme Party (BSPP) government. Those talks achieved nothing because self-
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determination and self-rule for ethnic people was always rejected and the existence of EAOs
was never recognized, even as both the AFPFL and BSPP governments wanted EAOs to
disarm and surrender. So the peace talks held between 1948 and 1988 were not successful.

In the post-1988 period, peace talks became even trickier because of drastic changes in the
political landscape of the country. Myanmar was going through a political crisis following
the 1988 pro-democracy uprising, and its economy was also plagued by mismanagement
under the BSPP rule.

At the same time, the Communist Party of Burma, the major player in Myanmar’s civil war,
split into several armed groups. They had financial constraints and lacked ammunition. And
both the troops and local people were exhausted after many years of war.

Seeing those factors, the then military regime changed its policy toward EAOs. The regime,
which had always called for disarmament, made peace with EAOs by recognizing ethnic
parties and armed organizations and designating their controlled areas as special regions.
The process started in 1989 and by 1995 all the EAOs, except the Karen National Union
(KNU) and Mong Tai Army (MTA), had agreed ceasefires with the Myanmar military.

For 20 years from 1989 to 2009, the military
constantly engaged in measures designed to
weaken the EAOs. They included offering business
concessions to the EAOs and instigating religious
disputes.

The then junta was able to do this because there
were no fighting outside the borderlands, as the
main opposition party — the National League for Democracy (NLD) — favored peaceful
struggle over armed struggle.

However, the military continued to attack the KNU and the MTA with superior numbers.
Finally, the MTA was forced to surrender and the KNU, once the most powerful group
among the EAOs, had become weaker. This is what the military did over the two decades of
ceasefire and peace.

In 2009, the regime went a step further and forced the EAOs that had signed ceasefires to
transform themselves into Border Guard Forces (BGF) or people’s militias and brought them
under the army’s control. Apparently, the regime thought that it could now easily control
the EAOs.

But the regime broke its promise to settle ethnic issues through political dialogue. In 2005, it
forced the Palaung State Liberation Organization and Shanni Nationalities Army to disarm.

EAOs that were either weakened or had attached greater importance to business interests
over armed struggle were swayed by the military regime.
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The New Democratic Army — Kachin led by Zahkung Ting Ying in Kachin State, a Myanmar
National Democratic Alliance Army (MNDAA) splinter group led by Bai Suocheng, the
Karenni Nationalities People’s Liberation Front led by Tun Kyaw, and the Democratic Karen
Buddhist Army and some splinter groups from the KNU all became BGFs.

Other armed organizations, such as the Kachin Defence Army, brigades 3 and 7 of the Shan
State Progress Party (SSPP), the Pa-O National Organization (PNO), the Kayan New Land
Party and some Karenni National Progressive Party and KNU splinter groups, became
people’s militias.

Both BGFs and people’s militias were under the command of the Myanmar military. Of
them, only the Kokang splinter group led by Bai Suocheng and the PNO led by Aung Kham
Hti were granted self-rule in their territories under the army-drafted 2008 Constitution. The
Shan State Nationalities People’s Liberation Organization ceased to exist. This is the
advantage the military was able to achieve in 20 years of peace.

In those years, the military became aware that EAOs only care about their regions and
territories in the borderlands, and do not bother to challenge the central government. The
regime was well aware that it could focus its energy on addressing the threat of the NLD by
appeasing the EAOs.

While some EAOs collapsed or were weakened during
; f the years of ceasefire, others grasped the opportunity
to strengthen themselves. The United Wa State Army
(UWSA), the National Democratic Alliance Army (NDAA),
q and the Kachin Independence Army (KIA) were able to
‘e W : expand both their treasuries and arsenals of weapons

during those years.

Later, the KNU was able to re-unify its Karen forces. The SSPP, the MNDAA and the
Restoration Council of Shan State were also able to restore their strength.

The Karenni National Progressive Party (KNPP) and the New Mon State Party (NMSP) have
weakened a lot compared to 1995, when their ceasefires came into effect. But they still
have a strong presence in Myanmar politics due to their long history. Meanwhile, powerful
new EAOs like the Arakan Army (AA) and the Ta’ang National Liberation Army (TNLA)
emerged because of their dissatisfaction with the regime’s handling of ethnic issues.

After 20 years of ceasefire, the EAOs became aware that they needed to rebuild strength, or
otherwise risk collapse, and that the military was trying to break them up by any means.
They realized that the military will compromise with EAOs when inland Myanmar is in crisis,
but will always try to contain the EAOs otherwise.

In ten years of peace talks from 2011 to 2021, the EAOs saw that the Myanmar military has
a greater say than elected governments. Moreover, the military restricted certain EAOs
from participating in peace talks, and treated smaller EAOs with arrogance.
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Myanmar’s military did not recognize ethnic people’s demand for self-determination and
self-rule, but insisted that EAOs must join the disarmament, demobilization and
reintegration process under the 2008 Constitution and join the political dialogue under the
2015 Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement process. The regime did not accept an all-inclusive
peace process, saying instead that the peace process is “not a Taung Pyone Pwe [a popular
spirit festival in Mandalay] in which everyone can participate freely.”

Last month, junta chief Senior General Min Aung Hlaing offered face-to-face peace talks
with leaders of EAOs. Since last year’s coup, the generals have repeatedly tried in vain to
hold talks with EAOs. This has prompted Min Aung Hlaing to make the proposal himself.

Everyone can see that Min Aung Hlaing is trying to keep the EAOs out of the fighting as his
army is facing a military crisis nationwide and is desperate to find a way out.

The regime is likely to allow EAOs to have greater territorial control and to lift its restrictions
on their armaments at the planned meeting. It will be interesting to see to what extent Min
Aun Hlaing will compromise.

In fact, EAOs like the UWSA and the NDAA already control their territories, and all they need
is legitimacy. Moreover, EAOs like the KIA, the AA, the TNLA, the MNDAA, the SSPP, the
KNPP, the KNU, the NMSP and the Chin National Front that have political ambitions to
control their entire states might not accept a regime offer that will only allow them to
continue to control their existing territory.

It is impossible to separate the EAOs from the People’s Defense Forces (PDFs) —the armed
wing of the National Unity Government (NUG) — now. In Kachin, Chin, Karen and Kayah
states, PDFs are fighting alongside the EAOs. In Sagaing and Magwe regions, PDFs work
closely with EAOs.

The most important point is that the EAOs have little trust in the junta chief’s offer of peace
talks due to their previous experiences with the military. Again, the PDFs are a great boost
for EAOs which have fought Myanmar’s military for many years. So the majority of EAOs will
continue to support the PDFs.

Many groups have refused to attend the talks saying all stakeholders, such as the NUG and
PDFs, should be allowed to join them. But some small EAOs without strong principles may

accept the offer of peace for their own interests while the military is making compromises.
However, strong and principled EAOs are likely to shun the peace talks.

The regime is now saying EAOs don’t commit terrorist acts like the PDFs do. But for many
years, they described the EAOs as insurgents and terrorist groups. But despite labelling the
AA as a terrorist group, the military held talks with the AA in 2020. It previously refused to
hold talks with the TNLA and MNDAA, which are allied with the AA in the Northern Alliance,
but is now prepared to include them in peace talks.

Throughout Myanmar’s history, we have witnessed the military’s negative attitude towards
peace. If the regime is really serious about achieving peace in the country, it must first
unconditionally release all those it has unfairly detained. To discuss a ceasefire and peace,
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the regime needs to talk with not only EAOs but also the PDFs and all the other resistance
groups waging a defensive war, as well as the NUG and its legislative body.

Clashes with PDFs and other revolutionary groups engaged in Myanmar’s Spring Revolution
account for 70 per cent of fighting so far in 2022, while clashes with EAOs account for 30 per
cent. Without talking to the PDFs, it is impossible to achieve peace in Myanmar. No peace
talks will succeed when key players are excluded.

The intention of the junta chief’s peace offer is to keep the EAOs at bay so that he has time
and energy to crush the PDFs. It is just a political ploy. The Association of Southeast Asian
Nations and the international community have called for dialogue among all parties to solve
the Myanmar crisis. But the junta is trying to deceive them by offering peace talks only to
the EAOs.

Ten ethnic armed groups accept the invitation of the SAC’s chairman for peace talks:

A total of ten ethnic armed groups had accepted the invitation to attend the peace talks
initiated by Senior General Min Aung Hlaing, chairman of the State Administration Council
(SAC), said Maj-Gen Zaw Min Tun, spokesperson for the SAC.

"LDU informed us to attend the peace talk last night and now there are ten ethnic armed
groups to attend the peace talk," said Maj-Gen Zaw Min Tun.

The NCA-S EAOs registered to attend the peace talks invited by the Chairman of the State
Administration Council, are Restoration Council of Shan State/Shan State Army (RCSS/SSA),
Arakan Liberation Party (ALP), New Mon State Party (NMSP), Democratic Karen Buddhist
Army (DKBA), the KNU/KNLA Peace Council, Pa-Oh National Liberation Organization (PNLO)
and the Lahu Democratic Union (LDU), according to Maj-Gen Zaw Min Tun.

In addition, the United Wa State Army (UWSA), National Democratic Alliance Army (NDAA-
Mongla) and Shan State Progressive Party (SSPP), which have not yet signed the NCA, will
attend the peace talk, said Maj-Gen Zaw Min Tun.

The Karen National Union (KNU) said in a statement on May 9 that it would not be able to
attend the peace talks invited by the chairman of the State Administration Council, Senior
General Min Aung Hlaing as it is not a peace talk participated by all stakeholders.

In addition, the Chin National Front (CNF) and The All Burma Students Democratic Front
(ABSDF), which have signed the NCA, have also stated that they will not attend the peace
talk invited by the chairman of the State Administration Council, Senior General Min Aung
Hlaing.
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The Kachin Independence Organization (KIO) and the Karenni National Progressive Party
(KNPP), which have not yet signed the NCA, have stated that they will not attend the peace
talk invited by the chairman of the State Administration Council and the three northern
alliances: AA, TNLA and MNDAA said they are monitoring the peace talk.

EAOs Refuse SAC’s Call For Peace Talks In Naypyitaw

they wouldn’t be meeting with regime leader and
army chief Min Aung Hlaing for his supposed peace
talks in Naypyitaw.

Kachin Independence Organisation (KIO)
spokesperson Col Naw Bu said: “In the past, they
could negotiate with the ethnic armed organisations
(EAOs), however, that time has already passed. After the military coup, many people have
joined the revolution and got involved in armed struggle.” Without the People’s Defence
Forces (PDF) and National Unity Government (NUG) the talks will mean nothing, he
explained.

The regime-installed State Administration Council (SAC) has excluded both of the groups
despite the PDFs embroiled in a conflict with the BA across the countryside, many of which
are fighting next to the EAOs, including KIO’s armed wing, the Kachin Independence Army.

“Without them, it’s impossible to start political negotiation to resolve political problems in
our country.”

At press time, the Ta’ang National Liberation Army (TNLA) haven’t been personally invited,
but spokesperson Lt-Col Mai Aik Kyaw said they wouldn’t have attended it anyway. He
wasn’t aware if the other groups in the Federal Political Negotiation Consultative
Committee, which the TNLA is part of, will be attending. If they do, the Ta’ang group will be
obligated to join the talks in Burma’s capital.

Aung San Myint, the second secretary of the Karenni National Progressive Party, an EAO not
part of the Northern Alliance or FPNCC fighting the regime in Karenni State, has also refused
to play along with Min Aung Hlaing’s pretence of wanting peace. “At the same time they
invite us to attend the peace talks, they’ve increased their military operation against us.
What they say and what they do are opposite.”

“To achieve results, all the stakeholders have to be part of the meeting,” he said, criticizing
the regime for intentionally excluded critical players.
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Col Saw Kyaw Nyunt, from the Karen National Union/Karen National Liberation Army-Peace
Council and the spokesperson of the Peace Process Steering Team, said after the team met
to discuss the matter All Burma Students’ Democratic Front and Lahu Democratic Union
have decided not to send representatives.

He confirmed that his group will be joining the talks as well as Arakan Liberation Party,
Democratic Karen Benevolent Army, New Mon State Party and Pa-O National Liberation
Organization.

Five ethnic armed organisations refuse to meet with Myanmar junta chief

The ABSDF, CNF, KIO, KNU and KNPP publicly decline Min Aung Hlaing’s offer ahead of his
deadline

Facing unprecedented armed resistance nationwide
both from ethnic forces and newly formed guerrilla
groups, junta chief Min Aung Hlaing recently invited
leaders of ethnic armed organisations (EAOs) to an

upcoming meeting, with Monday as the deadline to

respond.

“I will be personally meeting all attending leaders,” he said on April 22. It marked the first
time that he had appealed to the groups personally since the February 2021 coup, and after
previous invitations by other military officials were widely rejected.

At the time of reporting, five EAOs openly declined the offer: the All Burma Students
Democratic Front (ABSDF), Chin National Front (CNF), Kachin Independence Organisation
(KIO), Karen National Union (KNU) and the Karenni National Progressive Party (KNPP).

Min Aung Hlaing’s most recent appeal came nearly two years after he publicly accused
ethnic forces of trickery during the Union Peace Conference in August 2020.

The military commander-in-chief had warned EAOs against recalling the “ideologies of the
1950s,” a reference to the demands of ethnic equality and self-determination that
accompanied the revolutionary struggles that grew out of the early years of Myanmar’s
independence.

He went on to cite a Burmese proverb: “Do not try to sell dog meat by showing the head of
a goat,” suggesting that these groups had acted disingenuously by opposing his military and
the central government.
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The statement was later mocked by critics for its irony, as Min Aung Hlaing’s own armed
forces continued brutal offensives in ethnic states and stood accused of multiple violations
of the now-defunct Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement (NCA).

“The only person selling dog meat by showing a goat head is Min Aung Hlaing himself,” KNU
spokesperson Padoh Saw Taw Nee told Myanmar Now, dismissing the junta chief’s offer of
peace talks as insincere.

In April alone, the KNU reported that it had engaged in some 500 clashes with the military,
many of which were reportedly the result of a large-scale junta offensive into Karen State’s
Mutraw and Dooplaya districts—the KNU’s Brigade 5 and 6 territories.

In a May 5 statement, the KIO indicated that a meeting with the military leadership would
only be fruitful when they were called on to negotiate with the armed forces as equals,
noting that the root causes of civil war in Myanmar were yet to be acknowledged.

“We don’t believe we can achieve peace without tackling political issues,” KIO spokesperson
Col Naw Bu explained. “That’s why this invitation will be about discussing the prolonging of
the dictatorship, disarmament, and also military intent... talking to individual groups and
then preparing to fight those that remain.”

Members of the National Unity Government (NUG), an administration formed with the
support of elected lawmakers ousted in last year’s coup, have also vowed not to engage
with the military.

Yee Mon, the head of NUG’s defence ministry—to which the anti-junta People’s Defence
Force (PDF) reports—recently told Myanmar Now that he would not send representatives to
meet with Min Aung Hlaing, even if he were invited to do so.

“The NUG and the PDF represent the people. Therefore, we cannot do anything that is
against the people’s will,” the defence minister said. “The one firm goal that every citizen of
the country has is to eradicate the military dictatorship once and for all. Therefore, we
cannot make any deals or conduct any kind of business with the military council.

Five EAOs once signatory to the NCA are among the groups that will reportedly attend the
upcoming meeting with Min Aung Hlaing. They include the Arakan Liberation Party,
Democratic Karen Buddhist Army, Karen National Liberation Army-Peace Council, New Mon
State Party, and the Pa-O National Liberation Organisation.

Also in attendance will be the National Democratic Alliance Army (NDAA), based in Mongla,
eastern Shan State. The organisation is a member of the Federal Political Negotiation and
Consultative Council, a seven-member bloc headed by the United Wa State Army (UWSA).

Nyi Yang, a UWSA spokesperson, told Myanmar Now on Monday that “nothing had been
heard from the command yet” regarding whether his organisation would send a
representative to the meeting with the junta chief.
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Political analyst Than Soe Naing described the EAOs already confirmed to be in attendance
as “small” armed groups “with very little power” that had previously benefited from
collaboration with the military council.

“What peace are they going to achieve when the only attending groups have no conflict at
all with the military council? They’ve already made peace with each other,” he told
Myanmar Now.

“Even if Min Aung Hlaing himself attends the meeting, it will not be successful or effective. It
will provide no solution for the country’s peace,” he added.

Over 350 Junta Troops Killed in April in Southeast Myanmar

Some 356 junta troops and members of the pro-regime Border Guard Force (BGF) were
killed in April in southeast Myanmar’s Karen State during 507 clashes with ethnic Karen
fighters, a slight drop on the number of casualties the regime suffered in March.

In a statement issued Saturday, the Karen National Union (KNU) said that fighting broke out
between its armed wings and the Myanmar military every day in April in KNU-controlled
areas, adding that there were a total of 507 clashes resulting in the deaths of 356 regime
troops. That means that about a dozen junta soldiers died each day in April and that there
were at least 16 clashes daily.

The KNU is Myanmar’s oldest revolutionary group. Its armed wings are the Karen National
Liberation Army (KNLA) and the Karen National Defence Organization (KNDO). Both reject
the military regime and last year’s February coup. Since then, they have been fighting in
Karen State alongside civilian resistance groups who also oppose the junta.

In Saturday’s statement, the KNU joined other ethnic armed organizations in rejecting the
regime’s recent offer of peace talks, because the junta has excluded the parallel National
Unity Government and its armed wing, the People’s Defense Forces (PDF), from the talks.

Padoh Saw Taw Nee, the head of the KNU’s Foreign Affairs Department, said that there was
intense fighting in mid-April during the Thingyan Water Festival [April 13-16] and many
airstrikes all month.

“During Thingyan, a whole junta column was destroyed and the battalion commander was
killed”, said Padoh Saw Taw Nee.

March was the deadliest and most miserable month so far this year for the regime in Karen
State, with 429 junta soldiers and BGF members killed in 510 clashes.

There were 421 clashes in February with 311 regime deaths, and 435 clashes in January with
399 regime deaths, according to figures released by the KNU.
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Given those numbers, the total death toll of junta forces in the first four months of the year
now stands at 1,495. The Irrawaddy has not been able to verify the number independently.

Around 15 KNLA and KNDO fighters were killed and 35 injured in April, said the KNU. Ten
civilians died in regime artillery strikes, and another 35 were wounded.

The KNU has accused regime forces of extrajudicial killings, arbitrary arrests, using civilians
as human shields and raiding and looting villages.

Fighting between junta troops and the KNLA and KNDO has intensified since the junta’s
December 14 raid on Lay Kay Kaw Town in Karen’s Myawaddy Township, close to the border
with Thailand. The regime claimed that democracy activists and PDF fighters were sheltering
in the town.

Padoh Saw Taw Nee said that small clashes are ongoing in KNU-controlled areas of Karen
State, although there was less fighting than in previous months.

Junta searches for AA-linked administrators, in latest sign of Rakhine tensions

The move comes as the ethnic armed group has warned of a possible resumption of fighting

Residents of southern Rakhine State’s Taungup Township say
that Myanmar’s military has been conducting searches for
village administrators linked to the Arakan Army (AA).

According to local sources, around 50 regime troops entered
the village of Sar Pyin last Friday to look for administrators
appointed by the AA’s political wing, the United League of Arakan (ULA).

The soldiers, who stationed themselves at the village monastery, began a thorough search
the following morning, witnesses said.

“They had a list of the names and addresses of ULA-appointed administrators. They took
photos of both the backs and fronts of their houses, and also went inside. We're still not
sure what it was all about,” said one person who did not want to be named.

Several other homes were also ransacked during the search, the sources said, adding that
the troops left the next morning after failing to find any of the administrators they were
looking for.

Sar Pyin, a village of around 800 households, is located about 30km from the town of
Taungup.
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The incident is just the latest since last month, when residents of several other villages in
Taungup Township, including Lamumaw, Buu Shwe Maw, and Ngat Pyaw Taw, were
subjected to similar searches targeting ULA-appointed administrators.

Searches have also been reported in Ponnagyun Township and other parts of northern
Rakhine State, where the AA has a much stronger presence than it does in the south.

In Gangawgyun, a village in Sittwe Township, several dozen officials, including soldiers and
police, conducted a late-night check of household lists on Saturday, a resident said.

“They wanted to know who the head of the household was, who the parents were, how
many people were in the house. That’s all they asked,” said the Gangawgyun villager.

Earlier that day, police and intelligence officers raided a house in the state capital Sittwe
that they appeared to believe was being used as an office by Narinjara, an independent
news outlet.

No arrests were made, and the targeted journalists have since gone into hiding.

Tensions have been growing in Rakhine State since last November, when the AA and the
military clashed for the first time in a year.

Although there has been no major fighting since then, the junta has tightened security in
Maungdaw and Mrauk-U townships, in the northern part of the state, since the beginning of
this year.

Last month, AA commander Gen Twan Mrat Naing warned in a speech commemorating the
13th anniversary of the group’s founding that war could resume at any time.

Last June, the regime arrested Aung Win Naing, the chairman of the Moe Charity School in
Taungup, on suspicion of having links to the AA, despite the fact that the group had been
removed from a list of terrorist organisations three months earlier.

The regime has also targeted supporters of the ousted ruling party, the National League for
Democracy, which is popular in the southern part of the state.

Late last year, it detained a teacher in Taungup who was taking part in the Civil
Disobedience Movement and three activists accused of funding the People’s Defence Force.

Regime Forces Abduct More Villagers From Ywar Ngarn Township

The Burma Army (BA) in civilian clothes forced civilians to their feet while firing their
weapons into the air in southern Shan State. Locals reported that they were trying to obtain
information from innocent villagers about the location of the Ywar Ngarn People Defence
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Forces (PDF) camp, which recently killed BA soldiers during an ambush in Ywar Ngarn
Township.

#  "They raided the roadside houses and then searched
other people’s houses,” a local, who asked that his name
not be published, said of the undercover soldiers who
abducted four villagers from Thaphan Pin last Friday.

"They threatened to kill them if they did not tell them the
location of the PDF camp. But they’re just ordinary
civilians without any knowledge of where the PDF camp is located.”

After the soldiers left Thaphan, everyone fled into the jungle.
In late April, the BA arrested 34 people, including four women, from Lae Kein after

informants led the 100-strong column to the village in the township.

Another local requesting anonymity said SHAN, that the men were taken to the town of
Kalaw, while the women were taken directly to the army’s camp.

“Some female villagers were forced to cook for the soldiers at their base near Lae Kein,” said
the man from Nabang Gyi, which is close to Lae Kein.
In mid-April, soldiers murdered six people from Pae Yin Tawng after accusing them of

helping the resistance.

The PDF killed at least 4 soldiers in an attack on a BA column near Lwa Sin village in the
township on 9 April. Since then, the regime has been going from village to village,
interrogating civilians, searching for its camp.
