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Resistance Mine Attacks on Myanmar Junta Convoys Kill AlImost 40 Soldiers

Almost 40 Myanmar junta troops were reportedly killed on Monday when People’s Defense
Forces (PDF) staged multiple ambushes on regime convoys in three townships in Sagaing
and Mandalay regions.

Around 30 regime troops were reportedly killed on Monday morning when Tamu-PDF used
mines to attack junta soldiers escorting a convoy of eight vehicles traveling between Yan
Linn Phine and Wi Toke villages on the Tamu-Kale highway in Sagaing Region’s Tamu
Township. The convoy was returning from Tamu to Kale Township.

Tamu-PDF battalion 3’s spokesperson told The Irrawaddy on Tuesday that three vehicles
were damaged in the ambush and that regime forces opened fire randomly after the attack
as they stopped briefly in Wi Toke Village.

On June 23, the same convoy but with more than 12 vehicles was also attacked
with mines by Tamu PDFs near Yan Linn Phine Village on the Tamu-Kale highway while it
was heading to Tamu.

Following the ambush, regime troops killed three villagers detained in nearby villages.

Also on Monday morning, a junta convoy of three military vehicles escorting a civilian
vehicle believed to have been carrying a senior regime official, was repeatedly ambushed
with mines on the Sagaing-Monwya highway in Sagaing’s Myinmu Township, said local
PDFs.

PDFs used six mines to ambush the convoy at 9.45am as it traveled between Myinmu Town
and Wan Pyae Village, said Myinmu Civil Revolution Force (MCRF), one of the PDFs that took
part in the ambush.

Just minutes later, at 9.53am, the convoy was ambushed again with six mines as it moved
along the Sagaing-Monywa highway. The convoy was travelling from Sagaing to the
northwestern military command headquarters in Monywa, according to local PDFs.

At least six junta personnel, including officials, were injured in the attacks, while at least
three vehicles were damaged by the blasts, said MCRF. However, The Irrawaddy was unable
to confirm the military casualties independently.

Later on Monday, at 5:45pm, the convoy was ambushed with mines for a third time as it
traveled between Myinmu Town and Htee Saung Village on the return trip from Monywa to
Sagaing, according to Knight Commander (KC), the resistance force that staged the attack.

A PDF video shows the convoy moving at high speed after the mines went off, while the
sound of gunfire can also be heard.

Ko Bal Than Gyi, the leader of KC, told The Irrawaddy on Tuesday that they managed to
ambush the convoy as it traveled the Sagaing-Monywa highway.
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Two vehicles, including the one believed to be carrying a senior junta official, were damaged
in the attack, said KC.

There were three military casualties from the attack and the convoy went directly to the
hospital in Sagaing following the ambush.

“We will never give up our revolution. We will continue our missions against regime forces
until we gain victory,” said Ko Bal Than Gyi.

Zero Guerilla Force claimed to have killed three military regime troops and injured nine
others on Monday when a drone dropped a bomb on junta forces inspecting vehicles and
civilians at the entrance to Myinmu Town.

Video shows the military checkpoint being targeted with a bomb dropped by the PDF’s
drone.

Another attack on Monday morning saw an eight-vehicle junta convoy ambushed with
mines on the Pyin Oo Lwin-Mandalay highway in Mandalay Region. Dragon Rangers
Mandalay, an urban guerilla group, claimed responsibility for the attack and said three
soldiers died and three vehicles were damaged.

Junta forces continue to face daily attacks nationwide from PDFs and ethnic armed
organizations.

Myanmar Junta Tortures Sagaing Anti-Regime Activist’s Mother to Force Surrender

Myanmar’s regime has detained a protester’s mother in Wetlet Township, Sagaing Region,
and demanded that the activist hand herself in.

Daw Htwe Htwe Thein, the mother of Ma Thoon Nant Thar, an executive member of the
Wetlet Basic Education Students’ Union, was detained on Friday at her house.

A police commander called Ko Han Min Soe, the students’ union president, and said he must
surrender along with vice-president Ko Nanda and Ma Thoon Nant Thar by Tuesday.

The police officer called him three times this week and Daw Htwe Htwe Thein was tortured
on Monday during the phone call, Ko Han Min Soe told The Irrawaddy.

“They beat hit her nearly six times. They said they will kill her if we will not surrender,” he
said.

The student union organizes frequent anti-regime protests for students and residents in the
resistance stronghold of Wetlet.
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The students’ union lost contact with Ma Thoon Nant Thar three days ago. Troops raided
her home in February and May.

Ko Han Min Soe said: “Seizing relatives will not stop the revolution. We will continue the
revolution without betraying the people.”

Some members of the Wetlet General Strike Committee have been detained but the
student leaders remain out of custody.

A strike committee spokeswoman said: “The student protesters are being targeted. That’s
why they took their parents hostage and told them to surrender. We will never surrender.
We will continue to do what we have to do for the revolution.”

Karen Groups Battle Myanmar Military for Control of Key Outpost

Fierce clashes continued Tuesday between the Karen National Union (KNU) and the
Myanmar military following the Karen ethnic armed group’s attack on a military outpost in
Waw Lay in Karen State’s Myawaddy Township on Sunday, sources told The Irrawaddy.

The KNU’s armed wings, the Karen National Liberation Army (KNLA) and the Karen National
Defense Organization (KNDO), and other resistance groups launched the assault on the
Ukayit Hta outpost on Sunday. Both sides have reportedly suffered casualties.

Sources familiar with the fighting in the area said the battle for Ukayit Hta is the fiercest
they have seen between ethnic and regime troops since last year.

“Artillery shells land every three seconds,” he said on Tuesday.

A resident told The Irrawaddy on Monday: “[The Myanmar military] has bombed [the area]
around 11 times from the air today. The fighting is fierce and is still going on. Residents from
neighboring villages have been fleeing their homes since yesterday.”

A source close to the Karen armed groups said the
regime sent in reinforcements on Monday and was
also providing artillery support. The regime was
conducting aerial attacks with Yak-130 jet trainers
and light combat aircraft from its Hmawbi Airbase
in Yangon, he said.

“So far there has been no airstrike today,” he said,
describing the situation on Tuesday morning.
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The outpost is located at the Falu-Waw Lay-Sukali intersection and is of strategic
importance. Video files of local residents fleeing the fighting have spread on social media
since Sunday.

Neither side has yet released casualty figures. But a KNDO fighter was confirmed killed in
action on Sunday. The fighter was identified as Corporal Wai Lin Aung, who defected from
the regime in August last year, taking two firearms with him. He fought alongside KNDO
fighters in attacks on the Maw Khee junta outpost and Waw Lay Police Station.

Defense Minister of the parallel National Union Government U Yee Mon issued a certificate
of honor for the former corporal.

The KNLA, the KNDO and allied resistance forces captured a military camp in Maw Khee in
the KNLA’s Brigade 6 territory, known as Dooplaya District, on March 22. The KNLA and
allied resistance forces also seized Thay Baw Boe camp on May 18.

Earlier this month, the KNDO and allied resistance forces also seized Waw Lay Police Station,
where junta troops are based. Five junta soldiers were captured, and nine resistance
fighters detained there were rescued.

Heavy fighting reported as KNU continues assault on junta outpost near Thai border

Regime forces deploy airstrikes and heavy artillery in a bid to prevent another base from
falling into KNU hands

A military outpost located just meters away from
Myanmar’s border with Thailand has seen heavy
fighting over the past three days as it continues to
come under attack by Karen National Union (KNU)
forces.

The outpost, located near the village of Oo Ka Yit Hta in Karen (Kayin) State’s Myawaddy
Township, was attacked on Sunday by troops from the Karen National Liberation Army
(KNLA) and the Karen National Defence Organisation (KNDO), both under the command of
the KNU.

Since then, Myanmar’s military has carried out multiple airstrikes targeting the KNU forces
and allied groups active in the area, killing three and injuring 20, according to a KNDO
source.
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There were no casualties following the latest assault by two fighters jets on Monday
evening, the KNDO source said.

Heavy shelling has also been reported in and around Oo Ka Yit Hta, forcing residents to flee
amid blasts that shook the ground every few seconds.

“Everywhere there are babies crying because of the incredibly loud sound of the exploding
shells. A lot of families were separated, as everyone just scattered,” said one resident.

According to another source, many have headed towards the Moei River, which separates
Myanmar and Thailand. Thai border authorities have been seen on the other side of the
river, watching to make sure that none of the displaced villagers cross into Thai territory,
the source said.

Thai troops based on the border are also reportedly preparing for a further deterioration of
the situation, according to military sources.

Meanwhile, there have been reports that Myanmar’s military is in the process of sending
ground troops to the area across the border from Thailand. Myanmar Now has been unable
to confirm this information.

The Oo Ka Yit Hta outpost is situated on the strategically important road to the town of
Waw Lay, which is used by the military to transport supplies and reinforcements into the
area.

KNU forces and their allies have seized control of a number of key outposts in Karen State in
recent months, including one in Maw Khee in March and another in Thay Baw Boe in May.

On June 13, an attack on a police station in Waw Lay resulted in the death of several police
officers and the release of a number of captured resistance fighters.

Despite being a signatory to the 2015 Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement, the KNU has openly
declared its opposition to the regime that seized power in a coup in February of last year.

KNU forces have also been active in fighting junta troops in Mon State and Bago Region.

KNU says over 10,000 displaced by Myanmar junta shelling

The group accused regime forces of firing on a dozen villages in eastern Bago Region
during clashes over the weekend

Shelling by Myanmar’s military forced more than 10,000 people to flee their homes in
eastern Bago Region’s Kyaukkyi Township over the weekend, according to the Karen
National Union (KNU).
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Shelling by regime forces damaged homes
and displaced thousands in eastern Bago’s
Kyaukkyi Township during two days of
fighting on June 25-26 (Supplied)

In a statement released on Monday, the
group said that heavy artillery fire
affected a dozen villages along both sides
of the Penwegon-Kyaukkyi highway,
including Naung Kone, Inn Nat, Le Waing
Gyi, Nat Than Kone and Hle Lan Kwin.

At least five people were injured and several buildings were destroyed by the shelling, said
the group, which clashed with regime forces in the area on Saturday and Sunday.

According to the statement, fighting continues southwest of Kyaukkyi in Nyaunglebin
Township, which is under the control of Brigade 3 of the KNU’s armed wing, the Karen
National Liberation Army.

A spokesperson for Nyaunglebin District Karen Affairs, a group that assists local residents
affected by conflict, said that the recent fighting has made it difficult to meet the food and
healthcare needs of displaced villagers.

“The public doesn’t feel very secure right now. The military’s use of heavy artillery has
forced many to leave,” the spokesperson said.

In a statement released on Sunday, the group called the shelling of civilian villages “an act of
terror” by the Myanmar military, which it has also accused of capturing and torturing
civilians.

According to the KNU, the junta has been sending more troops into the area as
reinforcements for the units already there. It said that four light infantry battalions—20,
124, 350, and 439—are currently active in Nyaunglebin.

Despite being a signatory to the 2015 Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement, the KNU has openly
declared its opposition to the regime that seized power in a coup in February of last year.

The group has engaged in a number of fierce clashes with the regime, with fighting
intensifying since last December, when junta troops forced their way into a KNU-controlled
town that had been sheltering anti-coup activists.

The military has carried out multiple airstrikes during these clashes, and routinely uses
heavy artillery in combat zones, despite the risk to local civilian populations.

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8,000 IDPs in Shan State's Hsi Hseng Township need aid

Around 8,000 internally displaced people (IDPs)
sheltering in Hsi Hseng Township in southern Shan State
are in. urgent need of medicine and food supplies.

Th IDPs have come from villages in Kayah (Karenni)
State, and Pekon and Moebye in Shan State to the south
of Hsi Hseng.

A volunteer working with the IDPs said to Mizzima: 'The IDPs have a great need for donors.
Now, people dare not donate to IDPs because the junta keeps arresting donors. The Military
Council is afraid that food supplies and medicines provided by donors will be handed over to
the People's Defence Forces (PDFs), that's why they keep arresting donors.'

On 23 June, Dr Win Lwin Oo and medical staff from the Pa-Oh Health Working Committee
(PHWC) reportedly provided free mobile medical treatment to IDPs and local people in Hsi-
Hseng Township.

There is still intense fighting between PDFs and junta troops in Kayah State and Pekon
Township, so IDPS cannot yet return to their homes.

Progressive Voice: Myanmar military should stop targeting children

Campaign group Progressive Voice is calling for immediate,
. decisive actions from the international community, in
particular the UN and the United Nations Children’s Fund
(UNICEF), to get the Myanmar military to cease ongoing atrocities against children and to
ensure that aid is properly delivered.

Progressive Voice says that the intensification of attacks by the Myanmar military on
civilians, particularly in southern Shan State, Sagaing and Magwe Regions, are destroying
this generation of Myanmar children. Continued silence and inaction by the international
community only serve to embolden the Myanmar military to continue indiscriminate
attacks, arson, detention, torture, and killing of innocent children. Immediate, decisive
actions from the international community, in particular the UN and the United Nations
Children’s Fund (UNICEF), to cease ongoing atrocities and ensure aid delivery are urgently
needed to reunite families and save future generations of Myanmar.
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According to a recent conference paper by the UN Special Rapporteur on the situation of
human rights in Myanmar, at least 142 children have been killed by the military junta since 1
February 2021, whereas the Media Monitor Collective has documented as high as 239 cases
since the attempted coup. The real number is, however, likely to tally much higher. Over
250,000 children have been displaced due to the junta’s relentless attacks, while more than
1,400 have been arbitrarily detained.

The Special Rapporteur’s report titled “Losing a generation” outlined a number of horrific
stories of junta troops torturing children: soldiers “[beat], cut and stabbed children, burned
them with cigarettes, forced them to hold stress positions, subjected them to mock
executions, deprived them of food and water,” and tortured them by pulling their
fingernails and teeth.

Shockingly, merely days after such an alarming report, UNICEF representative to Myanmar
Marcoluigi Corsi was pictured presenting his credentials to the junta’s Foreign Minister
Wunna Maung Lwin. Progressive Voice claims that engaging with an illegitimate body that is
murdering innocent children and allowing the moment to be utilized as propaganda, UNICEF
— whose motto is to work “for every child” — has lent legitimacy to the military junta who
are the perpetrators of violence inflicted on children. This emboldens the military junta to
further threaten the safety of Myanmar’s children.

These cruel acts against children have occurred throughout the Myanmar military’s
decades-long terror on ethnic communities, particularly in Chin, Kachin, Karen, Karenni,
Rakhine and Shan States.

Since the failed coup, children as young as one have been increasingly detained and
tortured, killed in the arms of their families, shot while playing on the street, burned to
ashes and desecrated to obfuscate the crime in the Myanmar military’s pursuit of terrorizing
the whole nation. The junta has resorted to its tactic of taking children hostage to pressure
family members and local communities to identify Ethnic Revolutionary Organizations
(EROs) and People’s Defense Force (PDF) fighters.

Over 80 children were held hostage by junta soldiers for 36 hours at a monastery in Sagaing
Region’s Yinmabin Township, using them as human shields against potential PDF attacks.
The junta troops further massacred unarmed civilians in cold blood, as seen with the three
children who were among 42 civilians killed and charred in the Christmas Eve Massacre in
Karenni State’s Hpruso Township, and the five children who were killed execution-style
among 11 civilians in Sagaing Region’s Don Taw village. Girls have been subjected to the
junta’s sexual abuses and assaults when its troops pass through or set up camps in villages.
On 4 April, a 14-year-old girl was abducted, raped and possibly burned alive by junta soldiers
in Magwe Region’s Gangaw Township.

The relentless brutal crimes continue to date. On 8 June, junta forces reportedly abducted
two ninth-grade teenagers from an IDP camp, subjected them to carrying heavy supplies,
and later knifed them to death in Sagaing Region’s Mawlaik Township. On the same day,
another two children were taken handcuffed from another IDP camp in the same township,
forced to carry military supplies, and subsequently stabbed to death. The indiscriminate
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crimes against and mass executions of children underline the Myanmar military’s deliberate
operations to inflict devastating impacts and suffering on innocent civilians in its terror
campaign to quash the voices of the people of Myanmar, as they firmly and tirelessly
continue to defend their democracy, life and liberty. These acts clearly constitute war
crimes and crimes against humanity, yet the Myanmar military has continued to enjoy
blanket impunity after perpetrating hundreds, if not thousands, of these crimes.

Against this backdrop the military junta is weaponizing the limited humanitarian aid to fuel
its war at the negligence of the international community. The UN Office for the Coordination
of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA) and the ASEAN Coordinating Centre for Humanitarian
Assistance on disaster management (AHA Centre) are working closely with the Task Force
under the junta — the root cause of the humanitarian crisis — to facilitate aid delivery. The
exclusion of the legitimate National Unity Government, EROs, local humanitarian and civil
society organizations who have been delivering aid to vulnerable communities, is yet
another example of how the UN and ASEAN are failing the people of Myanmar and acting in
blatant violation of the ‘do no harm’ and impartiality principles.

Progressive Voice believes that it is past time the international community took concrete
actions to halt the ongoing atrocities in Myanmar and end the immense suffering of
children. Myanmar’s children and youth deserve to live a full, safe and dignified childhood,
instead they are subjected to the junta’s terror campaign. All stakeholders — particularly
UNICEF, OCHA and AHA Centre — must facilitate cross-border humanitarian assistance with
the focus on children and families. Before another child is lost, a global arms embargo and
tougher targeted sanctions on military-related businesses must be instituted. The UN
Committee on the Rights of the Child must investigate and document all crimes committed
against Myanmar’s children and make concrete recommendations to address justice and
accountability, including reparations for victims and survivors. Without these mechanisms
and measures put in place as a matter of urgency, the military junta is emboldened to
continue waging war on the children of Myanmar.

Chinese Wanbao Company announces its concerns on Letpadaungtaung copper mine
attack

The Chinese Wanbao Company has issued a statement
regarding the shootings in the Letpadaungtaung copper
mine project area, and said it did not want to be involved in
the recent conflict.
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The Letpadaungtaung area has been repeatedly attacked by armed groups. Many bombs
were fired in the mine area with long-range weapons, and a high-voltage power tower was
blown up. No one was killed or injured in the incident, it said.

Production of the copper project has been suspended since February 2021. In the face of
operational difficulties and financial pressures, investments are being made to benefit
employees and the project environment. Some Myanmar workers voluntarily live in the
mine area and work on factory maintenance. It was important for the project, the statement
said.

Attacks on the project could lead to a loss of income for Myanmar employees and a socio-
economic crisis. As a result of the power tower damage, power outages are affecting areas
near the project, according to Myanmar Wanbao.

The copper project has been suspended for more than 16 months, but efforts are being
made to provide support to company employees and the surrounding community. All
employees are paid basic salary. The project has been suspended but has not stopped
providing support to the local community, it said.

The company does not want to be involved in the current conflict. It have expressed its
desire not to harm innocent people and surrounding villages. It urges all armed groups and
unarmed groups to the safety of project staff, to respect the right to life and the right to
choose," it said in a statement.

The No. 1 Mining Enterprise will receive 51% of the production benefits from the
Letpadaungtaung copper project and Myanmar Wanbao, a subsidiary of China-based
Wanbao, owns 30 percent. Myanma Economic Holdings Ltd has a 19 per cent stake. In
addition, Myanma Economic Holdings Ltd and Myanmar Yangtze, a subsidiary of Wanbao,
own 51 per cent and 49 per cent of the Sabetaung and Kyesintaung projects respectively.

Mutilated body found near China-Myanmar copper venture

The man's remains were discovered in a village raided by junta forces.

The body of a man, whose head and arms had
been cut off, was found on Sunday at
Phaungkata (North) village, Salingyi township
near the Chinese-owned Letpadaung copper
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mine in Myanmar’s northwestern Sagaing region, local residents told RFA.

The victim was identified as 30-year-old Sai Myat Soe. Residents said he was not from the
village but came from Sa Don Gyi village, also in Salingyi township.

The junta forces guarding the copper project carried out raids on nearby villages,
including Moe Gyo Pyin (North), Zee Taw, Sal Tel and Phaungkata (North) villages from
June 21 to 24. The man went missing on June 24 when the junta forces set fire to his
village, residents told RFA.

A Phaungkata villager told RFA they found the mutilated body at around 10 a.m. on June
26.

“The body was found near the school where he was arrested, locally called Phaungkata
North village,” a resident told RFA. “The head, body and arms had been separated and
scattered. Everything had to be collected and cremated.”

Locals said Sai Myat Soe may have been killed after he was arrested when the junta
forces set fire to villages near Sa Don Gyi.

Calls to the military council spokesman by RFA went unanswered on Tuesday afternoon.

On April 21, 16 local PDFs groups issued a
warning that the Letpadaung copper
project, a joint venture with the Chinese
Government and operated by Wanbao
Mining Ltd., would be attacked because it

could provide income for the military junta..

Shortly after the PDFs’ announcement, the military council stepped up security at the
mine. They started raiding nearby villages on June 21. Tensions remain high due to
guerilla raids by the PDFs.

The military council spokesman earlier responded to RFA’s inquiries, saying the junta had
to protect the copper mine because it is a foreign investment.

More than 20,000 residents from 25 villages near the mine have been forced to flee due
to attacks on nearby villages and fighting between junta forces and PDFs.

David Brenner reflects on rebel governance in Myanmar and how it challenges Conflict

Contemporary Burma Studies is deeply committed to
contextual research. Nonetheless, the field
increasingly employs established concepts from the
wider social sciences in order to make sense of
Myanmar’s complex social and political fabric. This begs a few important questions: How
useful are social scientific concepts for explaining social processes in a country as unique as
Myanmar? What are their limitations? And how can Myanmar speak back to the social
sciences in ways that critically engage with — and further develop — social scientific concepts
themselves?

Take the notion of rebel governance, which has become incredibly popular in Conflict
Studies, a subfield of Political Science and International Relations. Rebel governance
research appreciates that rebels are inherently political actors whose actions comprise
much more than fighting on the battlefield. It also highlights the multidimensional political
orders that rebels produce. Specifically, rebel governance scholars seek to explain contexts
in which rebel groups — and not the state — rule over territory and provide public goods and
services to populations under their control.

Unsurprisingly, the notion of rebel governance has entered the vocabulary of Burma Studies
too. After all, Myanmar’s fragmented state has never exerted uncontested authority over its
territory, large pockets of which have long been controlled by ethnic armed organisations
(EAOs). Many EAOs have built states within the Myanmar state that provide crucial public
goods and services to populations in Myanmar’s border areas, including education, health,
and security. Developing governance capacities is arguably a fundamental building block of
revolutionary practice in Myanmar. This holds true for established EAOs that control large
swathes of territory, such as the Kachin Independence Organisation (KIO), the Karen
National Union (KNU), or the United Wa State Army (UWSA), who have set themselves up in
the Maoist tradition of revolutionary guerrilla warfare.

It also applies to newcomers in Myanmar’s revolutionary landscape. Take for instance the
incredible efforts that the Arakan Army (AA) has committed to building up governance
systems since it wrestled off territory from the Burma Army. Or consider how some of the
even younger post-coup People’s Defence Forces (PDFs) in Magway, Sagaing or Kayah
State have instituted rudimentary governance mechanisms in their liberated territories
despite the ongoing onslaught of Myanmar’s generals. Consequentially, Burma Studies has
been attuned to rebel governance, long before the term became fashionable.
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In fact, the long history and sophisticated nature of EAO governance in Myanmar can
generate unique insights not only with regards to the common-place question of why
andhow rebels govern. They can also shed light on the more important question of what
socio-political orders emerge from situations of rebel governance? In other words, Myanmar
is illustrative for understanding the effects of rebel governance on how society and politics
is organised, or even more fundamentally, how rebel governance co-produces society and
politics itself.

Therefore, | believe that Burma Studies is uniquely placed to critically evaluate the merits
and shortcomings of commonplace articulations of rebel governance in ways that can help
to develop the concept. See, for instance, Karin Dean’s work on governance

and assemblage in the Myanmar’s northern borderlands, Andrew Ong and Hans
Steinmuiller’s article on governance as care in the Wa State, Alicia De La Cour Venning’s
research on Kachin rebel governance and international law, Kevin Woods’ scholarship on
Chinese investments and armed sovereignties, or my own previous work on recognition in
the Kachin and Karen rebellions.

In light of this, | argue that Burma Studies should move past applying the notion of rebel
governance, i.e., making use of a social scientific concept invented elsewhere to explain
observable reality in Myanmar. As | will show below, rebel governance as a general social
science concept, is indeed limited in understanding observable revolutionary practices in
Myanmar. Instead, | believe that the empirical insights and interdisciplinary approaches of
Burma Studies enable the field to rethink the notion of rebel governance beyond the
methodological confines of Political Science and International Relations, and to make wider,
conceptual contributions to Conflict Studies.

This seems particularly relevant as Myanmar has hitherto largely been ignored by the
disciplinary study of armed conflict and organised violence, which has mostly developed
against the empirical backdrop of select conflicts in Southeast Europe, Africa, and the
Middle East. Let me start to illustrate this point with my recent co-authored research on
the Pat Jasan anti-narcotics movement in Kachin State, which shows how Myanmar
necessitates the sociological (re)development of rebel governance.

Rebel Governance as Nation-Building in Myanmar

In a recent article, Martina Tazzioli and | explore rebel governance in the context of the
‘Kachin War on Drugs’. By this we mean the campaign of a diverse set of Kachin actors
seeking to address the narcotics emergency in Kachin State and northern Shan State, most
importantly the Pat Jasan. The movement with the Jinghpaw language name, which
translates as ‘to stop and clean up’ or ‘to band and clear’, emerged in 2014. Its most visible
incarnation is young members in camouflage who arrest drug users, run rehabilitation
camps, and burn down poppy fields. While the Pat Jasan is sometimes described as an
independent vigilante movement, we conceive of it as part of the wider Kachin
revolutionary figuration, as Dan Seng Lawn and his co-authors have also done. This is
because the anti-narcotics movement has developed in close interaction with the two main
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pillars of Kachin revolutionary nationalism: The Kachin Independence Organisation (KIO) and
the Kachin Baptist Convention (KBC).

The Pat Jasan is more than a regulatory exercise that
responds to a public health emergency in absence of
meaningful state interventions. As such, the Pat
Jasan cannot be understood solely with
conceptualisations of rebel governance that are common in Conflict Studies, which reduce
rebel governance to the realm of transactionalism and instrumentalism. In other words,
conflict scholars mostly explain rebel provision of public goods with the rebellion’s need for
popular support, and thus, legitimacy. Yet, the Pat Jasan and its allies in the KIO and KBC
have not only, or even primarily, sought to eradicate drugs to garner support from local
populations.

Rather, Tazzioli and | suggest that the Kachin rebellion fights against drugs — and establishes
rebel governance more widely — because it is precisely through these interventions that the
Kachin nation comes into sovereign existence despite the absence of formal statehood. This
does not mean that rebel governance is the only mechanism that produces Kachin
nationalism. As | discussed elsewhere, cultural artefacts and social practices, such as
karaoke music, can be another important site for producing revolutionary Kachin
nationalism. In her recent book Repossessing Shanland, Jane Ferguson shows how such
processes do not even need to be tied to (physical) state territory, as is the case with Shan
nationalism.

Rebel governance seems particularly potent in producing non-state nations. To understand
this process, however, the concept requires further sociological development. Tazzioli and |
do this by mobilising Michel Foucault’s work on biopolitics. Biopolitics, or biopower, is part
of Foucault’s theocratisation of power in the modern nation-state, as elaborated in his
lecture Society Must Be Defended. In contrast to Weberian power, that mainly relies on
disciplining people through violence and coercion, biopower is about moulding populations
through institutions and authorities. These institutions and authorities normalize people’s
conduct in a variety of social fields, including in school or hospital, but also the general
bureaucratic apparatus of the state. Biopolitics is thus about enhancing life in relation to
people’s physical and mental health as well as the general welfare of populations.

We put biopolitics in close conversation with Partha Chatterjee’s scholarship on postcolonial
governmentality and nation-building in South Asia. In Chatterjee’s analysis of India’s anti-
colonial liberation movement, he argues that national sovereignty was less about

the external sphere of sovereignty; that is, about material institutions and de-jure
recognition. Instead, for Chatterjee, true national sovereignty was founded primarily on

an internal sphere of sovereignty, in which Indian intellectuals debated social institutions,
ethico-religious practices, and moral conducts of the Indian nation that contrasted with the
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Western colonizers. In his book The Nation and its Fragments, Chatterjee writes in reference
to Benedict Anderson’s famous work on nationalism: “in this, its true and essential domain,
the nation is already sovereign, even when the state is in the hands of the colonial power.”
(Chatterjee 1993, 6).

Our engagement with Chatterjee avoids simply dragging Foucault to Myanmar’s borderlands
and replacing the notion of rebel governance with biopolitics. Instead, we critically
intervene in the biopolitics literature itself, by thinking through biopolitical dynamics

beyond the Westphalian nation-state, and recalibrate the notion to the context of EAOs. In
doing so we suggest that rebel governance rests on biopolitical technologies that have a
direct effect on forming the non-state nation in competition with the existing nation-state of
Myanmar, as well as with other competing ethnonationalist projects, such as Shanni or Lisu
politics. In the case of the Pat Jasan, these biopolitical technologies surround moral
discourses and ethico-religious practices that define and inscribe what a healthy and
virtuous Kachin nation is.

From this perspective, drugs are not only disastrous because they destroy individual bodies;
they also pose an existential threat to the Kachin nation because they corrupt Kachin youth,
destroying their bodies and minds. For Kachin nationalists, the narcotics crisis is bound up
with a wider moral decay of Kachin youth and society. ‘Good’ Kachin do not take drugs.
They are virtuous and healthy, which allows them to become soldiers and educated people
that can lead the nationalist rebellion into the future. The ‘Kachin War on Drugs’ thus
becomes a project in moral restoration, which fits with much longer genealogies of Kachin
nation-building campaigns, as argued by Mandy Sadan, Maran Ja Htoi Pan and Dan Seng
Lawn.

Thinking of rebel governance as competing
biopolitics urges closer attention to the ways in
which rebel governance in Kachin State is not only
about the creation of states within the state but
also, and more significantly, about the creation of nations without a state, or national
sovereignty in absence of recognised statehood. This issue has thus far been overlooked in
rebel governance scholarship, even though it seems relevant for contexts beyond Kachin
State, too.

Many contemporary rebel groups claim to represent constituencies that can be
conceptualized as non-state nations. This is most obvious in the case of ethnonational
movements that seek independence or greater autonomy from existing nation-states,
including other EAOs in Myanmar, the Naga movement in Northeast India, the Tamil
movement in Sri Lanka, or the Kurdish movement in the Middle East. Parallels can, however,
also be drawn to organisations that are commonly viewed as inspired by religion. Many
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movements that are presently viewed under the prism of global jihad such as the Taliban or
Moro Muslim rebels in the Philippines have strong ethnonational underpinnings linked to
colonial state-formation processes. Arguably, even movements that mobilize in the left-wing
internationalist tradition — as for instance the Zapatistas in Mexico or the Naxalites in India —
unfold within the tension between the postcolonial state and indigenous populations.

Rethinking Conflict Studies through Burma Studies

| hope that our critical engagement with the concept of rebel governance demonstrates
how Burma Studies can provide for a much-needed corrective to prevalent paradigms in
Conflict Studies, a field that has long ignored the world’s longest ongoing civil war: the one
in Myanmar. Myanmar and Southeast Asia more generally have largely been ignored in
Conflict Studies, a field of knowledge whose scholars have mostly studied conflicts in
Southeast Europe, and select countries of the Middle East and Africa. In another recently
published article, Enze Han and | demonstrate this selectivity bias as seen in leading
academic journals in the field of Security Studies — the umbrella which Conflict Studies
normally falls under.

We suggest that this bias reflects two dynamics. Firstly, as a policy-relevant science that has
mainly been practiced in Western universities, Conflict Studies is entangled with Western
foreign policy interests due to government funding streams and the oft-found double hats
of scholars who also act as policy advisers. Most Southeast Asian armed conflicts simply do
not have the same policy relevance in Western capitals as wars in the Balkans or the Middle
East. Secondly, Conflict Studies’ ignorance towards Southeast Asia reflects the personal
development of scholars and the methodological challenges they face. Scholarly interests
are formed through established academic syllabi as well as social contexts and media
environments.

I, for instance, grew up with European news media about wars in the Balkans and the
Middle East. | also watched Hollywood films about blood diamonds and weapon smuggling
in Africa, or American wars in the Middle East. My first university-level course in Conflict
Studies focused exclusively on select African countries, such as Sierra Leone, Sudan, or
Uganda. These conflicts — or at least their representation — all speak to established
paradigms in Conflict Studies, such as the “greed versus grievance” debate, the notion of
the resource curse, or the “new wars” thesis. Unsurprisingly, these paradigms emerged
from these very empirical backgrounds, many of which are English-speaking environments,
with relative ease of physical access, and established fieldwork industries.

As a student in Germany and the UK, | only heard about Myanmar in a conflict studies
seminar once. A tutor used the linguistic and religious diversity of the Karen to show the
limitations of static definitions of ethnicity that often underlie quantitative studies of ethnic
conflict. This encapsulates why Conflict Studies should theorise from Myanmar. Myanmar,
and arguably other ignored conflicts in Asia and elsewhere, have the potential to fruitfully
disrupt established paradigms in Conflict Studies.

In other words, bridging what David Scott Mathieson has identified as ‘the “Burma Gap” in
Conflict Studies’ should not only mean the mobilisation of social scientific concepts and
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theories in the field of Burma Studies. It also goes beyond cautioning Burma Studies to be
careful when deploying social scientific concepts that claim to be universally applicable.
Rather, insights from Burma Studies should speak back to knowledge produced in Conflict
Studies, whose mainstream theories have mostly emerged from empirical contexts that are
far removed from Southeast Asia. Burma Studies scholars’ insights on Myanmar’s decades-
long conflict should be used to rethink disciplinary knowledge on violence, conflict, and
rebellion.

Why Rethinking Conflict Studies Matters for Myanmar

But why is any of this important, especially in a
situation where the whole country is burning, and
epistemic debates about Burma Studies seem far
removed from the immediate needs of revolutionary politics? Undoubtedly, there are more
important priorities. Yet, | believe that these questions matter when concepts from
mainstream Conflict Studies are uncritically deployed for analysing Myanmar’s multiple
conflicts.

The most recent example of how all this can go disastrously wrong was the Institute for
Economics and Peace (IEP) debacle. In its 2022 Global Terrorism Tracker (GTI) report, the
Australian-based think tank wrongly depicted Myanmar’s anti-junta resistance movements
as “terrorists”. In a response to severe criticism from Burma Studies experts, the I[EP
explained that the GTI, which claims to be “a comprehensive study analysing the impact of
terrorism for 163 countries”, only focuses on non-state actors. This does not make sense in
relation to any academic definition of terrorism — which recognise the existence of state
terrorism. But it reflects deeply flawed assumptions in mainstream Conflict Studies, many of
which view armed non-state resistance forces are inherently illegitimate. The “new wars”
thesis or the “greed and grievance” paradigm, for instance, have long painted a pejorative
picture of rebel movements as predatory formations, whose warlord-style leaders plunder
local resources while brainwashed foot soldier murder civilians.

Such caricatures are arguably unfit for the very empirical contexts in which they were
originally formulated. They are certainly inappropriate for armed resistance movements in
Myanmar. Nevertheless, debates in Conflict and Security Studies have a direct impact on
conflict resolution, peacebuilding, and development policies. The IEP prides itself

for consulting for the United Nations, the World Bank, or the Australian Department of
Foreign Affairs. The entanglement of conflict scholarship and practice indeed leads to a
situation where mainstream concepts — however parochial and problematic — have long
guided blueprints for intervention. This happened in Myanmar in the decade before the
coup, when state-centric Western donor policies downplayed the state’s human
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rights abuses, ignored grievances of ethnic nationality communities, abandoned border-
based non-state projects, and sought to delegitimise non-signatories of the so-called
Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement. Back then, some well-meaning donor agendas were co-
opted by militarised state bureaucracies; others inadvertently strengthened military
authorities by aiding their territorialisation of previously contested spaces.

One way to confront such misconstrued policies and wrongful depictions of conflict in
Myanmar is to engage with them directly. A complementary, and maybe more fundamental,
way is to use the knowledge produced in Burma Studies to rethink the economistic and
state-centric paradigms from mainstream Conflict Studies, which all too often inform
assumptions of international stakeholders in Myanmar. Not only do these paradigms have
little explanatory power for conflict realities in Myanmar. But they also contribute to the
depoliticization and criminalisation of resistance and rebellion. This is something that Burma
Studies should challenge by speaking back to the disciplinary field of Conflict Studies itself.

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ASEAN Special Envoy on Second Visit to Myanmar; No Meeting With Suu Kyi

PHNOM PENH—The Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) Special Envoy on
Myanmar will start his second tour to the country on Wednesday, following up on the bloc’s
peace plan and humanitarian assistance for the country that has been in social, political and
economic turmoil since last year’s coup.
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Cambodia’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation said the trip to
Myanmar aimed to “contribute to building an environment conducive to an inclusive
political dialogue through the meetings with all parties concerned.”

Following last year’s military takeover, Myanmar has seen nationwide popular armed
resistance to the junta. The military regime has killed at least 2,000 civilians so far for their
anti-coup activism.

The five-day visit by ASEAN envoy Prak Sokhonn comes just a day after his call to Myanmar’s
regime to return the country’s detained democracy leader Daw Aung San Suu Kyi from
solitary confinement in prison to the location in the capital Naypyitaw where she was
originally detained.

Prak Sokhonn was appointed as the ASEAN special envoy for Myanmar earlier this year to
mediate between all parties concerned as required by the bloc’s peace plan for Myanmar,
known as the Five-Point Consensus.

After the regime’s brutal post-coup crackdowns on protesters, ASEAN last year adopted a
five-point peace plan for Myanmar, including an immediate cessation of the junta’s violence
against its own people.

However, the plan has largely been criticized as a failure, as the junta has continued to
commit extrajudicial killings, arbitrary arrests and the torching of civilian properties as it
tries to crush armed resistance across the country. At the same time, ASEAN’s plan to
provide humanitarian assistance to the country has been denounced by rights groups for
allowing the junta to distribute the aid, amid fears that the military regime will use the relief
supplies for its own benefit.

Given the regime’s ongoing atrocities, the envoy’s second trip to Myanmar seems unlikely to
result in any breakthroughs. His first visit to the country in early May produced no tangible
results after Prak Sokhonn met only with junta officials.

Like last time, he will not be allowed to meet Daw Aung San Suu Kyi.

In May, Cambodia’s prime minister Hun Sen, the current ASEAN chair, urged the Myanmar
regime leader to let ASEAN’s envoy meet with Suu Kyi and detained President U Win Myint
to “create a conducive environment to start an inclusive political dialogue.”

However, regime chief Senior General Min Aung Hlaing responded that he would only
“facilitate meetings with other parties concerned,” meaning that the envoy will not meet
with Suu Kyi or U Win Myint during his visit.
