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Myanmar People Fear for Suu Kyi’s Life After Move to Prison; World Largely Silent

Since the regime’s transfer of Myanmar’s elected leader Daw Aung San Suu Kyi to solitary
confinement in a prison, most people in the country can’t help worrying that her life will be
in danger, especially given her old age.

They know that their leader will remain calm and strong in spirit, even though she is alone.
However, as she is a prisoner of the brutal and wicked regime at the age of 77, they are
concerned over her fragile state and her wellbeing.

“She could face death anytime in prison,” said veteran political analyst and writer U Than
Soe Naing, who has been through Myanmar’s rocky politics for seven decades, expressing
his concern.

He said the junta, which has always wanted to get rid of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, has carefully
calculated its moves against her this time, from charging her with a series of “fabricated”
cases to handing down lengthy sentences, and finally transferring her to a prison, seeking to
end not just her political life but her life itself.

“They put her in this life-threatening state, expecting her to die inside. In that way, they
could bring about her end naturally, and not have to do it themselves,” the analyst added.

Since 1988, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi has been Myanmar’s most popular and cherished political
leader, and the generals’ biggest enemy. She has been repeatedly attacked and arrested for
her commitment to bring democracy to Myanmar.

She was first detained in July 1989 and since then,
she has spent 15 years under house arrest in her

lakeside residence in Yangon.

Following the military takeover in February last year, coup leader Min Aung Hlaing placed
her under house arrest before sending her to an undisclosed location for more than a year.
Then the junta transferred her to solitary confinement in prison last Wednesday.

As Myanmar’s prisons are notorious for their poor conditions—not least their sanitary
problems, with a lack of access to clean water and proper healthcare—it’s no wonder that
many people have voiced concerns for the leader.

“If any danger befalls her, the junta will be totally responsible,” Ko Tayzar San, one of the
most prominent anti-regime leaders, told The Irrawaddy.

The 33-year-old doctor-turned-activist said the junta’s jailing of the country’s “most
respected and trusted leader who has been given a mandate by the public as their
representative in every election she contested” was an “insult to all people and bullying
with armed force”.

The oppression of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi will only add to the people’s determination and
make their revolutionary spirit stronger, he added.

The world is silent...

While Myanmar people are worried about their leader and sending their silent prayers for
her wellbeing, the majority of the international community has been unprecedentedly
tightlipped since the regime’s transfer of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi to the prison last week.

Previously, the Myanmar democracy leader was a source of concern for the UN, the US and
other European countries. The presidents, secretaries of state or prime ministers from those
countries never failed to condemn the former regime for its inappropriate actions against
her.

Contrary to their former positions, however, the US and some EU countries have so far not
bothered to respond to Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s prison transfer with official statements,
more than one week on.

People stage protests outside the US Embassy in Yangon, calling on the international
community to take action against the military junta in February last year.

On the fourth day after the transfer, Counselor of the US State Department Derek Chollet
just said on Twitter that the US strongly denounced the military regime’s use of solitary
confinement for Daw Aung San Suu Kyi.

Individually, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi’s longtime friend US Senate Republican leader Mitch
McConnell on Tuesday tweeted that “solitary confinement at the hands of a military junta is
only the latest injustice my friend, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, has endured in the name of
democracy in Burma,” using Myanmar’s former name.

“The United States and the entire free world must continue to stand with the people of
Burma against this tyranny,” he urged.

Such muted international responses have disappointed Myanmar people like Ko Ye.

“It is painful to see the world treating her as nothing,” he said, adding that he couldn’t
imagine being in the shoes of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, who is two years older than his
grandmother, as a prisoner again.

Ko Ye said he thought the muted international response suggested the military’s mission of
using the Rohingya crisis to trap her into destroying her image remained successful on the
international stage.

The Myanmar military committed genocide against Rohingya people in northern Rakhine
State in 2017, causing more than 700,000 of them to flee to neighboring Bangladesh. Daw
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Aung San Suu Kyi tarnished her international image by defending the military at the
International Court of Justice, saying there was no genocide in Myanmar.

Igor Blazevic, senior adviser with the Prague Civil Society Centre, recently responded to a
Czech political magazine, saying that while Daw Aung San Suu Kyi has made mistakes in her
political life, nobody should let his or her disappointment in her cloud their understanding
of who are the real monsters behind the mass crimes committed against the Rohingya and
now against the population at large.

More importantly, Blazevic said, the ongoing Myanmar movement for democracy and
freedom has learned from those mistakes.

Ko Ye said the international inaction won’t benefit anyone—not the Rohingya, not the
people of Myanmar—but only the murderous junta.

Prominent anti-regime protest leader Ko Tayzar San said that the international community
has failed to effectively support not only Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, but also the Myanmar
revolution, which has now been going for more than a year.

“Thousands have been killed. Tens of thousands have been imprisoned. Yet, there is no
effective international support to protect them. And no serious action has yet been taken
against [the regime].”

However the activist said all ethnic brothers and sisters across the country will keep fighting
together for their freedom and to build a federal democracy .

The veteran analyst U Than Soe Naing added that no matter how the junta attempts to
intimidate people, the revolution will remain strong till the end.

“When our Spring Revolution wins, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and all political detainees will also
be free.”

Eight Myanmar Junta Troops Killed by Resistance Drones: PDFs

Around eight Myanmar regime troops were reportedly killed on Wednesday when people’s
defense forces (PDFs) conducted aerial bombing attacks in Sagaing Region.

Eight PDFs bombarded troops deployed at Myaung’s fire station, according to the Civilian
Defense and Security Organization in Myaung.

Ko Nway Oo of the group posted on Facebook that five drones targeted soldiers under a
tree and in a fire department office.

At least seven regime troops were killed and many others injured, the PDFs claimed.
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PDF video shows an explosive dropped by a drone exploding near a tree and another
breaking a roof.

The Irrawaddy was unable to independently confirm the casualties.

The PDFs said another drone carrying a bomb was brought down by regime forces using a
jammer while it was attempting to attack a military vehicle.

On Wednesday the Myaung Revolution Army
(MRA) and Chaung-U PDF claimed to have killed
two pro-regime Pyu-Saw-Htee militia members
who accompanied troops raiding Shwe Pann village in Myaung Township.

The groups said the two were shot at close range while they were away from troops in the
village.

The resistance fighters escaped without any casualties, despite intense regime attacks, said
the MRA.

A junta soldier was killed and four others injured when two PDFs bombed a military
checkpoint in Tabayin Township, Sagaing Region, said the Dictatorship Revolutionary
People’s Army that said it took part in the attack.

Video shows a grenade dropped by a drone hitting the checkpoint.

Myanmar’s junta faces attacks from PDFs and ethnic armed organizations across the country
nearly every day.

On Wednesday, an estimated 28 regime troops were killed and four injured in resistance
attacks, according to the civilian National Unity Government’s Home Affairs and
Immigration Ministry.

The number was probably an underestimate of regime casualties, the ministry said.

Chin Resistance Claims to Have Killed Myanmar Junta Troops

Four Myanmar junta soldiers were reportedly killed and many injured during clashes with
the Chin Defense Force (CDF) in Mindat on Wednesday near the Chin State and Magwe
Region border.
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Around 100 junta troops moved from Tilin Township in Magwe to Mindat since Tuesday. On
Wednesday, there were three clashes with the Mindat CDF near Palontwe village on the
border of Tilin and Mindat townships.

A CDF member was killed by junta shelling and another lightly wounded. Two fighters went
missing during the clashes and were later found brutally murdered by regime soldiers,
according to the CDF.

The regime troops were reportedly torching near the village on Thursday.

More fighting is expected and ammunition and other supplies are needed, a representative
of the CDF told The Irrawaddy.

“Mindat was the first place to take up arms against the regime. However, we have not
received much support to fight junta troops,” the representative said.

Palontwe villagers have fled their homes.

Clashes have been reported in Chin State since May 2021 with fighting regularly occurring in
Mindat. The regime is increasingly sending reinforcements to the township, according to the
Mindat Township People’s Administration.

“Mindat is a small town but the regime has increased its troops there. There are at least
three battalions in the town,” said a member of the team.

Mindat-based Light Infantry Battalion 274 regularly shells nearby villages, killing four
civilians this month.

A heavy artillery shell fired by the Myanmar army
exploded in a Mindat Township village in southern
’ ‘ Chin State on Tuesday, killing a 14-year-old boy,

The Mindat-based Infantry Battalion (IB) 274 reportedly fired the shell in question, which hit
the village of M’dat, 10 miles south of Mindat town, at 10am.
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Troops from the battalion had been firing shells “for a few days,” a local man told Myanmar
Now.

It was the fourth recent death in the area due to artillery fire by IB 274, according to
residents. On June 16, shells fired by the battalion also reportedly killed a man and two
women who were working in a farm in the Mindat village of Mwi Twi.

While the identity of Tuesday’s victim was not confirmed at the time of reporting, the
villager who spoke to Myanmar Now said that the child’s 11-year-old brother was wounded
in an earlier shelling of the area on May 23 in which he had lost his leg.

At least one other community was also hit in the most recent round of blasts, forcing an
unconfirmed number of locals to flee their homes, the source added.

There had been no recent clashes between the military and resistance forces in southern
Mindat at the time the artillery was fired, residents said.

A battle took place on Wednesday morning between the Mindat chapter of the Chinland
Defence Force (CDF) and junta soldiers in the northern part of the township, where an army
unit was reportedly trying to enter from Magway Region’s Htilin.

Myanmar’s military has not released any comment on reports of its troops bombing civilian
areas.

“They’re always shooting at the villages around here, deliberately targeting civilians,” a
spokesperson for the CDF-Mindat told Myanmar Now in May.

The junta declared martial law in the township more than a year ago, but beyond the
administrative centre, where IB 274 is based, rural Mindat remains a resistance stronghold.
Members of the township’s anti-coup movement were among the first in the country to
take up arms against regime forces cracking down on protesters at the time, with the CDF
forming in April last year.

Resistance forces report multiple junta casualties in Shan State

Anti-coup guerrilla groups carry out lethal ambushes on troops in both northern and
southern townships

At least four Myanmar army soldiers were killed in guerrilla
attacks in Shan State over the past week, according to the
anti-junta defence forces involved, as tension builds in both
northern and southern townships.
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A resistance group active in Pindaya Township, located in Taunggyi District and the Danu
Self-Administered Zone, reportedly ambushed a junta checkpoint at 10am on Wednesday,
causing one casualty and leaving another soldier injured.

A spokesperson for the group—which he opted not to name, citing security concerns—told
Myanmar Now that the troops at the location did not manage to return fire.

“They were behind a bunker made of sandbags. One of them who was filling water tanks
was killed on the spot and another was seriously injured. The rest escaped,” he said, adding
that his forces withdrew and did not chase after the fleeing soldiers and police officers, of
whom there were “only a few” present at the time of the attack.

They reportedly suffered no casualties.

Myanmar Now was unable to independently verify the spokesperson’s report of the
incident.

According to locals in the area, Myanmar army soldiers blocked roads at Pindaya’s borders
following the attack and were searching passing vehicles.

During the three days prior to the ambush, junta troops reportedly took some 13 residents
of Oak Twin and Kyauk Nghat villages in neighbouring Ywangan Township into military
custody, even though the local guerrilla group spokesperson said the individuals in question
had “no ties” to resistance forces in southern Shan State.

He condemned the move as an attempt to instil fear among locals.

“When they arrest even one or two villagers, others become too scared to help feed and
shelter the resistance fighters, let alone take part in the revolution themselves,” he
explained.

His Pindaya-based resistance group also claimed responsibility for the assassination of Kyaw
Nyein, the vice chair of the township’s chapter of the pro-military Union Solidarity and
Development Party on June 18. The deceased is accused of acting as a junta informant and
attempting to form a so-called Pyu Saw Htee militia in support of the army.

The military started a series of renewed assaults on southern Shan State in April, and have
been said to be combing forests in search of guerrilla bases. Local resistance groups have
been operating in Aung Ban, Kalaw, Nyaungshwe, Pindaya, Taunggyi and Ywangan
townships in collaboration with Karenni defence forces since early this year.

Northern ambush

In the state’s north, the stretch of territory from Lashio to Muse on the Chinese border
includes areas where multiple armed groups are active, including ethnic armed
organisations (EAOs) such as the Kachin Independence Army, the ethnic Kokang Myanmar
National Democratic Alliance Army and the Ta’ang National Liberation Army.

Other guerrilla forces have emerged since the February 2021 coup, such as the People
Security and Defence Army (PSDA), which carried out a June 24 attack on a junta base on a
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hillside along the highway connecting Lashio and Muse, between Nam Phat Kar and Pang
Kaing.

The site is occupied by troops from Light Infantry Battalion 427, under Light Infantry Division
99, who frequently use the road to transport supplies and reinforcements.

“They deploy soldiers along the road for the entire night if they are going to send something
to Muse from Lashio, but they don’t dare to go very deep into the area as it is occupied by
EAOs,” a PSDA officer told Myanmar Now.

Three soldiers were killed in last week’s PSDA ambush, which involved an exchange of
gunfire for around 30 minutes, he said, adding that another military unit stationed on a
nearby hill fired heavy weapons at the guerrilla fighters, who reportedly withdrew without
suffering any casualties.

At the time of reporting, the military was sending further reinforcement troops to the area,
according to the PSDA.

The junta has released no information on its forces’ activities in northern Shan State.

Myanmar Now was unable to independently verify the resistance group’s account of the
clash.

Burma Army Shoots Civilians In Southern Shan State

Four men were injured when the Burma Army (BA) indiscriminately fired into a village in
southern Shan State on Wednesday morning.

Pindaya Township

Two of the four villagers from Lae Pyin suffered
serious injuries during the attack. An elderly man
was shot in the head and a youth was also badly
hurt. All of the victims have been sent to the
hospital.

A local man didn’t know why the army opened fire in the village, which is outside of Pindaya
in the township sharing the same name. He said the school was closed following the attack
and the students and the other residents were terrified.

After the army shot up Lae Pyin, a civilian resistance group killed a BA soldier and wounded
another. The wounded soldier was sent to Aungban hospital.

In a 29 June statement, the Joe Phyu Guerrilla Force, which is based in Pindaya and Ywa
Ngan townships, warned it would ambush a BA column with landmines.
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The BA has been sending many troops to find People’s Defence Force fighters in Ywa Ngan
Township. Many villagers have been detained after they were fingered by informants.

According to a youth from Kyauk Nget, who requested anonymity, seven people were
detained in Sinsar Pyar on 26 June, but he couldn’t say where they were taken. Soldiers also
attacked a home in Sinsar Pyar and six houses and two vehicles in Kyauk Nget.

Regime Suspends Boat Travel in Western Myanmar After Junta Soldiers Abducted

Residents of the Rakhine State capital Sittwe have had their day-to-day life seriously
disrupted after local military authorities barred passenger ferries and cargo vessels from
leaving Sittwe until further notice.

The ban comes after a Myanmar navy officer and sailor were abducted in broad daylight on
June 23 by the Rakhine ethnic armed organization, the Arakan Army (AA).

Amid rising military tensions in western Myanmar’s Rakhine State, the military regime has
blocked waterways in northern Rakhine and ordered the suspension of ferry services
operating between Sittwe and a number of townships including Taungup, Kyaukphyu,
Ramree, Munaung, Pauktaw, Minbya, Myebon, Mrauk-U, Rathedaung and Buthidaung,
citing security concerns.

Rakhine is a largely coastal and riverine region and the new restrictions on water transport
are taking a heavy toll on locals, said former lower house lawmaker U Poe San from
Kyaukphyu Township.

“People have to rely on water transport in Rakhine. Distance learners [from other parts of
Rakhine] who have taken semester exams [at Sittwe University] are stranded in Sittwe. Even
the civil servants are having difficulties as the ferryboats can’t operate,” he told The
Irrawaddy.

Commodity prices have also steadily increased as a result, said Ann resident Ko Ann
Thargyi.

“The regime’s blocking of waterways is unacceptable. They cite security concerns as the
reason to block waterways. They don’t need to do that. They can check vessels if they are
suspicious,” he told The Irrawaddy.

The junta has also blocked the Sittwe-Ponnagyun-Rathedaung road since the second week
of June. Prices of agricultural goods have consequently soared and supplies are running out,
according to local farmers. June is the rice-growing season in Myanmar.

A trader from Rathedaung Township said: “Although the military has observed an informal
ceasefire with the AA, it is instilling fear in people and causing financial hardship. Vessels in
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Sittwe can’t leave the town and vessels from other towns can’t enter Sittwe. Fuel and
fertilizer are running short in other parts of Rakhine.”

In 2020, ahead of the November general election, the Myanmar military and the AA agreed
an informal ceasefire. Now, after 18 months of relative calm, tensions are escalating again
and Rakhine State is edging ever closer to a return to conflict.

Earlier in June, the AA abducted 13 junta soldiers and police in Kyauktaw, Ponnagyun,
Mrauk-U and Sittwe townships, alleging that the regime has seized members of its
administrative branch, which has gradually been replacing the junta’s administrative
mechanism in Rakhine since last year’s coup.

Regime forces have responded by detaining dozens of civilians on suspicion of having ties to
the AA, causing panic among local residents.

Myanmar Junta Using Massive Airstrikes to Defend Strategic Outpost

Myanmar’s military regime is employing massive airstrikes against resistance forces
attempting to seize a strategic junta outpost in Karen State near the border with Thailand.

Since Sunday, the armed wings of the Karen National Union (KNU): the Karen National
Liberation Army (KNLA) and the Karen National Defense Organization (KNDO), and other
Karen resistance groups have been attacking the Ukayit Hta military outpost in Waw Lay in
Karen State’s Myawaddy Township.

On Thursday, Myo Thura Ko Ko, a spokesperson for Cobra Column, one of the People’s
Defense Forces (PDF) fighting alongside the KNLA and KNDO, told The Irrawaddy that junta
airstrikes are intensifying.

“Since the morning, a YAK military jet has attacked nine times, a MIG-29 jet has attacked
five times and two MI-17 helicopters have made five trips with reinforcements from
Mawlamyine,” he said, speaking at 1pm on Thursday.

Regime jets also entered Thailand’s airspace on Thursday. A video of a junta jet flying over a
residential area on the outskirts of Phop Phra District in Thailand’s Tak Province near the
Thailand-Myanmar frontier went viral among Thai Facebook users, worrying Thai citizens.

Cobra Column’s Myo Thura Ko Ko said the regime is using massive air and artillery strikes to
defend the Ukayit Hta outpost, because the battle has become the center of attention for
both the junta and the resistance after five days of intense fighting.

“They [the regime] are defending hard and using a lot of force to save face,” he told The
Irrawaddy.
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Both sides have reportedly suffered casualties.

On Wednesday, regime forces even used cluster bombs banned under the Geneva
Convention during the fighting, which was the most intense of the five days of clashes,
according to Cobra Column’s spokesperson. The Irrawaddy was unable to verify
independently the junta’s use of cluster bombs.

Ukayit Hta outpost is located at the Falu-Waw Lay-Sukali intersection and is strategically
important.

Almost 300 civilians from Waw Lay have fled across the Moei River to Thailand as of
Thursday due to the heavy fighting, according to a rescue team in the Thai border town of
Mae Sot.

“Thai authorities separated them into groups of about 50 or 60 people and allowed them to
stay only on the banks of the Moei River. They are allowed medical assistance but nothing
else,” said a Myanmar resident of Mae Sot.

KNLA, KNDO and allied resistance forces captured a military camp in Maw Khee in the
KNLA’s Brigade 6 territory, known as Dooplaya District, on March 22. The KNLA and allied
PDFs also seized Thay Baw Boe camp on May 18.

Earlier this month, the KNDO and PDFs seized Waw Lay Police Station, where junta troops
are based. Five regime soldiers were captured and nine detained resistance fighters were
rescued.

Airstrikes target anti-junta forces in Myanmar’s Kayin state for 5th day

Fighting for control of a military outpost intensifies near the border with Thailand.

Five days of intense clashes between Myanmar’s
military and joint anti-junta forces near the Thai
border in Kayin state have left more than a dozen
coalition fighters dead and several wounded on both
sides of the conflict, sources in the region said

Thursday.

The fighting began on June 26 when prodemocracy People’s Defense Force (PDF)
paramilitaries and fighters with the ethnic Karen National Defense Army/Karen National
Liberation Army (KNDO/KNLA) launched a joint attack on a military outpost near
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Myawaddy township’s Ukrithta village, according to a report by the pro-military
Myawaddy newspaper.

The attack prompted a military retaliation that included artillery fire and airstrikes, the
report said. More junta troops are being deployed to the area, the report said.

Sources on the battlefield confirmed to RFA Burmese on Thursday that a joint force of
ethnic Karen and PDF units led by Cmdr. Saw Win Myint of the KNDO Special Commando
Battalion are fighting to take control of the Ukrithta camp held by junta troops.

Battalion sources told RFA that at least 13 members of the coalition forces have been
killed in the five days of heavy fighting, which includes clashes in the nearby villages of
Wawlay and Myaing.

KNDO officer Boh Salone said that Myanmar’s air force had been pounding opposition
positions with strikes since June 26, including as recently as Thursday morning.

“There are injuries on both sides but there are many on their side,” he said.

“They have been attacking us with jet fighters for the past four days. All throughout the
day. When they came, they flew over the area four or five times and fired at us. The jets
came nine or 10 times a day. They have already come 10 times today.”

The military has not released any information on the number of casualties from the
fighting and repeated calls by RFA seeking comment from the junta’s deputy minister of
information, Maj. Gen. Zaw Min Tun, went unanswered on Thursday.

KNDO chief, Gen. Saw Nedar Mya, told RFA that the junta is “desperately fighting to
prevent the camp from falling” because of its strategic importance, although he did not
elaborate on its significance to the military. The fighting is occurring near the Thai border
south of Myawaddy, in an area controlled by the ethnic Karen National Union’s (KNU)
Brigade-6.

Fighter jets scrambled

Thailand’s air force scrambled two F-16 fighter jets to patrol the border area on Thursday
after its radar captured Myanmar air force jets allegedly violating Thai airspace briefly
during their aerial assault against the Karen rebels, according to a report by BenarNews,
an RFA-affiliated news outlet.

“At 11.16 hours, air force units found unidentified aircrafts violating territory at Pob Phra
district, Tak province, to attack the minority along the border and later disappeared from
radar screen,” the Thai air force said in a statement, adding that helicopters were also
detected in the area, although they did not appear to enter Thai airspace.

“Therefore, the air force scrambled two F-16s to promptly perform combat patrol mission
along Pob Phra border area and directed the air force envoy to Yangon to warn
Myanmar’s related agencies to avoid reoccurrence.”
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BBC Thai showed photos of a Russian-made MiG-29 jet flying over Thai soil and reported
that it fired rockets into Myanmar’s Kayin state.

The alleged incursion occurred a day after junta chief, Snr. Gen. Min Aung Hlaing, hosted
a delegation headed by Lt. Gen. Apichet Suesat of the Royal Thai army in Myanmar’s
capital Naypyidaw for the 34™ meeting of the Thailand-Myanmar Regional Border
Committee, according to a report by the official Global New Light of Myanmar.

The report said that the two sides had discussed ways to strengthen cooperation
between defense forces and anti-terrorism measures to improve stability in the border
area.

Zay Thu Aung, a former Myanmar air force captain who defected to join the anti-junta
Civil Disobedience Movement (CDM), said videos of Thursday’s airstrike showed that the
junta is using Russian-made MiG-29s to raid the area.

“The videos show a MiG-29 attack, with the fighter gaining altitude following a bombing
dive,” he said. “MiG-29s are very good as all-weather long-range attack fighters. They
must have flown from [Yangon’s] Hmawbi Airbase.”

Residents fleeing

Residents of Kayin’s Myawaddy township told
RFA that Thursday’s clashes had been the worst

of the five days of fighting.

“There were a lot of airstrikes today. Quite a lot. We also heard today that there was
fighting in [nearby] Lay Kay Kaw [township] last night. We heard the military fired more
than 20 artillery shells,” one resident said, speaking on condition of anonymity.

“At present, people from Wawlay, Myaing and Ukrithta are fleeing.”

Sources in the area said that the number of people who have been forced to seek refuge
is unclear. Several airstrikes have been conducted in the area since anti-junta coalition
forces seized a police station in Wawlay on May 18, detaining three policemen including
the station’s commander, and freeing several PDF fighters, they added.

In December 2021, about 200 fully armed junta troops arrested several CDM staff and
PDF members sheltering in a KNU-controlled area in Lay Kay Kaw. Several days of fighting
ensued between junta forces and the KNU, causing more than 70,000 residents to flee
the area.

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Junta airstrikes against Karen resistance intensify on Thai border

A Myanmar military plane reportedly violates Thai airspace amid fierce clashes with a
resistance coalition around a strategic outpost in Myawaddy Township

The junta continued aerial attacks along Myanmar’s
border with Thailand and crossed into its
neighbour’s airspace on Thursday as clashes with
ethnic Karen forces escalated around a military
outpost in Myawaddy Township.

The location, just a few metres from the border and near the Karen State village of Oo Ka Yit
Hta, was attacked on Sunday by the Karen National Liberation Army (KNLA) and the Karen
National Defence Organisation (KNDQ). Both are under the command of the Karen National
Union (KNU).

The Myanmar military responded by carrying out airstrikes targeting the resistance forces
who have been fighting to obtain control of the strategic post, situated on a road used by
the military to transport supplies and reinforcements into the area from another base
nearby in the town of Waw Lay.

As of Wednesday, the junta’s attacks on the KNLA, KNDO and the guerrilla groups fighting
alongside them were being conducted entirely from above, said a source within the
resistance coalition, with ammunition and reinforcements also being sent by helicopters
from Waw Lay.

“The military council no longer uses [ground] weapons and only shells from aircraft,” he told
Myanmar Now, adding that dozens of artillery shells were also fired towards the area from
bases Lay Kay Kaw, around 50km from Waw Lay.

At around 11am on Thursday, amid fierce clashes, the Bangkok Post reported that at least
one Myanmar army jet was seen flying up to 5km into Thai airspace over two villages in
Phrop Phra District in Tak Province forcing locals, including schoolchildren, to hide in
bunkers.

The source added that he witnessed a Thai military jet hovering over the border following
the incident, which was confirmed by the Royal Thai Air Force (RTAF) in a statement that
described an “unknown” aircraft flying over Phrop Phra after attacking ethnic armed forces
in Karen State.

Their own military then deployed two F-16 fighter jets to patrol the area, they said.

A complaint was reportedly filed by the RTAF chief with Myanmar junta officials over the
incident, according to the Bangkok Post.

Reports on whether the junta jets dropped bombs while in Thai territory were conflicting,
but a source within a guerrilla group fighting alongside the KNLA and KNDO told Myanmar
Now that a shell did in fact hit Thailand, supporting testimony provided by a local source
who told Thai media that his truck was damaged by shrapnel.

At the time of reporting, at least 13 members of the resistance forces had been killed and 40
injured in the five days since the recent series of clashes began, according to a source close
to the KNDO.

Some 1,500 residents of the Oo Ka Yit Hta and Waw Lay areas had fled towards the Moei
River, which separates Myanmar and Thailand, according to sources within the displaced
communities; Thai media reported that a number of villagers had already sought refuge in
Tak Province.

A 61-year-old woman who had lived in Phrop Phra for more than half of her life told the
Bangkok Post that Thursday’s airstrikes marked the worst episode of fighting she had
witnessed on the border.

KNU forces and their allies have seized control of a number of key outposts in Karen State in
recent months, including one in Maw Khee in March and another in Thay Baw Boe in May.

On June 13, an attack on a police station in Waw Lay resulted in the death of several police
officers and the release of a number of captured resistance fighters.

The KNU openly declared its opposition to the junta following the military coup in February
of last year. Karen forces have also been active in fighting regime forces in Mon State and
Bago Region.

Myanmar fighter jet enters Thai airspace prompting Thai jets to scramble

Thai authorities say they scrambled fighter jets after a Myanmar fighter jet entered Thai
airspace.

The aircraft was said to be attacking an ethnic minority group on the Myanmar side of the
border.

The Thai Air Force deployed two F-16 jets for combat reconnaissance in the border area,
Phob Phra District, Tak Province, after a military aircraft was detected flying over the
border, the Royal Thai Airforce reports 30 June.

People in Thai villages and schools in the vicinity are reported to have been evacuated, AP
reports.
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Air Chief Marshal Prapas Sonjaidee, spokesman for the Air Force, said that today at 11:16
a.m., the Air Force has reported an unknown aircraft detection. Flying over the border in
Phop Phra District, Tak Province, then attacking ethnic minority forces near the border and
flying over the border into Thailand before the target faded from the Thai Air Force
surveillance radar system later.

A Myanmar helicopter was also detected about five miles away from the border in the area,
but it did not cross the border.

The Thai border authorities alerted the Air Force Attaché of the Royal Thai Embassy in
Yangon and other agencies to warn the Myanmar government and to find ways to prevent
such incidents from happening again in the future

The Thai Royal Air Force will continue to closely monitor the situation. to monitor events
and potential impacts in the area including the areas along the border, 24 hours a day to
protect the sovereignty and safety of the Thai people, the statement said.

Fighting has intensified in a number of ethnic areas of Myanmar in the wake of the 2021
military coup. The fighting has sent waves of refugees from Myanmar fleeing into Thailand
over the last few months. Typically, the refugees are sent back when the fighting dies
down.

Thailand’s Special Envoy Risks Becoming a Tool of Myanmar Junta

At a meeting with security officials in Singapore last month, US Department of State
Counselor Derek Chollet said what most international observers think when he stated that
there is “no chance” that elections, which Myanmar’s junta has pledged to hold next year,
will be free and fair. On the contrary, he said, “it can be an attempt to just manipulate the
region, the international community.” But a notable exception is Pornpimol “Pauline”
Kanchanalak, Thailand’s newly appointed special envoy to Myanmar. Speaking at the same
conference, she said that the international community must take the junta’s commitment to
hold elections “at face value” and that “condemnations, sanctions, ostracization” of the
junta “have reached diminishing returns.”

It is hard to say whether Pornpimol really believed what she said or if it was merely an
outcome of the notion that being kind to the junta and showing it some understanding
would produce results. But, as last year’s coup clearly shows, the kind of “constructive
engagement” that several outsiders, among them Western academics, diplomats and aid
officials, pursued prior to the military takeover was severely misguided. As history has
proved time and again, Myanmar’s generals do not listen to anybody but themselves.
Pornpimol may also be a victim of another gross misunderstanding that is common among
Thai policy makers: that they have a positive, special relationship with the Myanmar military
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that other outsiders lack. Therefore, the generals will listen to their “Thai brothers and
sisters”, especially if they refrain from condemning human-rights abuses perpetrated by the
Myanmar military.

Troubled history

But Myanmar’s generals may not be as easy to charm as Pornpimol and other Thai civil and
military officials seem to believe. Behind the smiles and the handshakes often seen at
official functions lies a long and troubled history of mutual distrust between the two
Southeast Asian neighbors. Well into modern times, Thai schoolchildren learned little more
about Myanmar than that its invading armies destroyed the old royal capital of Ayutthaya in
1767. Myanmar for its part had every reason to resent the Thais when they, in the early
1950s, became actively involved in sending supplies to renegade Kuomintang (KMT) forces
that had retreated into northeastern and northern Myanmar following their defeat by Mao
Zedong’s communist forces in 1949. The Myanmar military had to fight those unwelcome
intruders while the US Central Intelligence Agency and its Taiwanese and Thai allies
funneled weapons and other necessities across the border into the Shan States, where the
KMT had its bases.

Then, in October 1953, traditional atavistic Thai fears of Myanmar were reinforced when the
Myanmar military was trying to block a KMT advance south towards today’s Kayah State—
and a Myanmar aircraft strayed across the border and accidentally bombed a village in Mae
Hong Son province, killing two people and injuring five. The specter of the destruction of
Ayutthaya was raised in sensational reports in the Thai media and the then Thai prime
minister, Plaek Phibunsongkram, publicly threatened to shoot down any Myanmar aircraft
that violated the country’s airspace. Privately, however, he invited leaders of the Mon and
Karen rebel armies to Bangkok, where, for the first time, secret negotiations were held
between representatives of ethnic armed organizations from Myanmar and senior Thai
officials.

In March 1954, they arrived in the Thai capital. The Mon sent Nai Shwe Kyin, one of the
founders of the Mon rebel movement, and Nai Hong Sa, who had a wide range of
connections within Thailand’s ethnic Mon community. Saw Thra Din, a resistance veteran,
represented the Karen National Union (KNU). They had a brief meeting with Plaek but
negotiations were handled by Siddhi Savetsila, a young wing commander in the Royal Thai
Air Force, and Charoentit Charunjamratromran, a prominent police colonel. Siddhi later
became a politician and was Thailand’s foreign minister from 1980 to 1990 and, from 1991
to his death in 2015, served as a member of the Privy Council of the Thai King.

New policy

That clandestine visit of the Mon and Karen rebel leaders in 1954 marked the beginning of a
new Thai policy towards Myanmar—one that would, to the chagrin of Myanmar’s military
commanders, last for decades. For Thailand to police the porous, 2,416-km border with its
historical enemy would have been a difficult and extremely costly undertaking. The solution
was to encourage ethnic armed organizations from Myanmar to serve as buffers. While the
Thai leaders pledged no direct support, the rebels were allowed to set up camps along the
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frontier, their families were allowed to stay in towns and villages on the Thai side, and they
could buy arms and ammunition from dealers in Thailand.

The first military coup in Myanmar in March 1962, and the subsequent introduction of a
disastrous policy called “the Burmese Way to Socialism” made it possible for the ethnic
rebels to strengthen their respective armed forces. “Socialism” in a Myanmar context, as
articulated by the new dictator, General Ne Win, meant that everything in sight was
nationalized and handed over to about 20 military-run state corporations. But those were so
badly managed that Myanmar’s own production of consumer goods collapsed. Official
imports also came to a standstill, as no foreign traders knew how to deal with the military
corporations and the officers who headed them had very limited business experience.

Enterprising black marketeers and smugglers, however, soon made up for the shortcomings.
Most of the goods were brought in from Thailand—and the KNU and other ethnic rebels set
up a series of “toll gates” along the Thai border where the contraband was taxed. Links were
established with Thai merchants and military commanders, whose interests often were
intertwined. Consumer goods, textiles, machinery, transistor radios and tape recorders,
machinery, spare parts for vehicles and medicine went from Thailand to Myanmar while
teak, other forest products, minerals, jade, precious stones, antiques and opium flowed in
the opposite direction.

The total value of those unofficial transactions has never been thoroughly researched, but it
is fair to assume that Thailand owes much of its rapid economic growth and development in
the 1960s, '70s and ’80s to the thriving black-market trade with Myanmar. The Myanmar
government had to turn a blind eye to these smuggling activities along the Thai border,
given a choice between contraband or no goods at all, which could result in political and
social unrest. And, as an inadvertent result of Gen. Ne Win’s economic policies, the ethnic
rebels were able to buy more, and more sophisticated, weapons and maintain control over
most of the Thai-Myanmar border.

It was not until after the 1988 pro-democracy uprising in Myanmar that the Thais began to
re-evaluate their border-buffer policy. The protesters did not manage to dislodge the
military from power, but the Burmese Way to Socialism was abandoned and free enterprise
was allowed—albeit under the strict supervision of the then junta, the State Law and Order
Restoration Council. In the wake of the uprising, thousands of dissidents flocked to the Thai
border, where they and their activities were tolerated—but then an unprecedented and
very controversial deal was struck between Myanmar’s military authorities and the Thai
army commander at the time, General Chavalit Yongchaiyudh. In December 1988, he went
to Yangon and broke the international isolation that had been imposed on Myanmar after
thousands of pro-democracy demonstrators had been massacred in the streets of the
capital and other cities and towns. In return, Thai companies received lucrative logging
contracts, fishing rights and deals in the hotel business. Chavalit also agreed to repatriate
student activists who had fled to Thailand after the massacres, and that was not always
done voluntarily.

With direct business links being established between Thai and Myanmar interests, the old
border buffer concept was becoming obsolete. It became more difficult, but not impossible,
for the dissidents, and the ethnic armed organizations, to operate along the border. Many
ethnic groups from Myanmar, among them the Karen, the Kachin and the Pa-0, still have
contacts with Thai military officers and local government officials, which makes it difficult
for the authorities in Bangkok to fully implement the new policies. And then there are
groups like the Restoration Council of Shan State (RCSS), which is armed by the Thais and is
still functioning as a border buffer, but more to prevent the China-allied United Wa State
Army from establishing a stronghold on the Thai border than to keep the Myanmar military
at bay. But there are also occasional skirmishes between the RCSS and Myanmar junta
forces. And some guns, hand grenades and explosives are even now reaching Karen
guerrillas as well as the urban dissidents with whom they are allied.

One should not be surprised to learn that the Myanmar military sees the Thais as
duplicitous. Private discussions with former Myanmar army officers also reveal the disdain
with which they see their Thai counterparts, who they say are weak and lack combat
experience. And, not to be forgotten, the Myanmar military has a long memory and cannot
ignore decades of Thai border politics—which were entirely in favor of Myanmar’s ethnic
armed organizations—or that the Thais, at the same time, took advantage of Myanmar’s
economic predicaments. That the Thais can be used, but not trusted, appears to be the
consensus among Myanmar officers. Pornpimol may be correct in assuming that the
Myanmar military has a very “special relationship” with the Thais. But it is not in the way
she thinks, and it will not produce the results she expects to get in return for “being nice” to
the generals in Naypyitaw.

The struggle to bring justice to Myanmar

Rule of law has collapsed since last year’s coup,
giving rise to rampant military rights abuses and
vigilante justice. Emerging parallel legal structures
in resistance strongholds are giving some hope that
a fairer Myanmar is on the horizon.

The incident on May 15 rattled 31-year-old Yangon
lawyer Ko Zaw Oo*. As he was on his way home, three young men tried to snatch his wallet
in broad daylight at the corner of Pansodan and Maha Bandula roads, in the middle of the
city’s busy downtown area.

“At first, they followed me. Then, as | turned around, their hands reached for my backpack.”
When Zaw Oo shouted in panic, the three men began to physically attack him. But Zaw Oo
was lucky — bystanders noticed the incident and raised the alarm, causing the would-be
thieves to flee.

“When there are no people around, it is very dangerous,” Zaw Oo said.

More than a year on from the military’s 2021 power grab, reports of petty crimes are rising
in major cities largely under the junta’s control, like Yangon and Mandalay.

“We hear about a lot of robberies and burglary cases daily,” Zaw Oo claimed. “Rule of law is
breaking down in the whole country.”

As Myanmar’s social fabric disintegrates, many are looking to anti-coup armed groups,
mostly known as People’s Defence Forces, and the parallel National Unity Government to fill
the gap. The NUG was appointed by lawmakers elected in the 2020 polls, which the military
refused to recognise, and declared a “people’s defensive war” against the junta last year.

In PDF strongholds, where the junta’s administration has failed to take root, the NUG is
beginning to roll out parallel administrative functions, like school systems and a budding
judicial system. There is also a long history of parallel institutions in areas of Myanmar
populated by ethnic minorities, where successive Bamar-dominated governments have
largely neglected the needs and desires of the local communities.

On June 7, the NUG President’s Office announced the formation of a People’s Police Force
to help establish rule of law and begin efforts to hold military leaders accountable for crimes
against civilians. The Assistance Association for Political Prisoners has confirmed at least
2,000 civilians killed by the regime since the coup.

“This is the first step,” U Kyaw Zaw, a spokesman for the NUG President’s Office, said in an
interview with Frontier. “In the same way, judicial bodies will be formed in our stronghold
areas.”

He said judicial systems are being rolled out in areas where the NUG has successfully
established “administrative mechanisms”. This seems to include towns in Magway and
Sagaing regions, which have been a hotbed of resistance, although Kyaw Zaw declined to
identify exact locations for security purposes.

“We welcome the implementation of the rule of
law. That’s needed in our area,” said Ko Hlyap See,
the nom de guerre for the leader of the People
Revolution Front-Pakokku, which is based in
Magway’s Pauk Township. “But there are many
difficulties and challenges. It will take a lot of time to be effective,” he added.
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Grassroots police force

Even before the NUG announced formal law enforcement efforts, grassroots campaigns
were underway in some resistance strongholds. The Karenni State Police (KSP) was formed
in August last year after the Karenni Nationalities Defense Force managed to beat back the
military across large parts of Kayah State. The KNDF is a coalition of armed groups that
includes those formed after the coup as well as the Karenni Army, which has been fighting
for the rights of the Karenni people for decades.

Ko Bo Bo, a spokesman for the KSP, told Frontier that the KSP was founded by more than
300 police officers who had joined the nationwide strike of civil servants known as the Civil
Disobedience Movement. Kayah State has seen a larger exodus from the military-controlled
Myanmar Police Force than other states and regions.

“After the military coup, there were many drug cases in our area. And we need to
arrest dalan for reporting revolutionary group information to the military,” said Bo Bo,
referring to military informants. “So, we decided to form a police force to handle these
cases.”

Hundreds of alleged informants have been assassinated since the coup, a controversial
tactic that resistance groups have defended as necessary to the revolution’s success. But
with some groups like KNDF now more established, they are pursuing a systematic form of
law enforcement.

KSP operates in cooperation with the KNDF and the Karenni State Consultative Council,

a of local politicians, civil society leaders and armed groups. In a video released on
May 14, the KSP said it had established police stations and prisons, which were holding 80
inmates, including informants and drug dealers. Two weeks later, the KSCC that
the KSP had released 24 suspects due to a lack of evidence, while 102 others convicted of
drug crimes, theft, or supporting the military remained in custody. The decisions followed
an examination by a judiciary committee made up of legal experts, resistance
administrators, social welfare groups and women'’s leaders.

The KSP has expanded beyond the original batch of striking police officers and is now
training new recruits. At present, KSP says it has a criminal investigation department, ranger
department, intelligence department and combat department.

“The KNDF is resisting the military council. In the same way, we protect our people with the
police services,” said Bo Bo.

In December of last year, other CDM police officers formed the Kalay Police Service (KPS),
based in Sagaing Region, under the direct supervision of the NUG.

“Since the coup, drug trafficking and consumption is also rising in our area,” said Min Aung*
a police officer with KPS.

“With the formation of the police force, we can control a lot of these issues,” Min Aung said,
adding that the existence of a police force to deal with these issues frees up PDFs to focus
on fighting the military.

Vigilanteism takes root

Across Myanmar’s central Dry Zone, fierce resistance
to the coup has prevented the military from rolling
out its administration in many townships, but this has
also led to lawlessness. Efforts to administer justice without a central authority have seen
mixed results.

Ko Yaung Ni, the alias of the leader of an NUG-affiliated armed group in Sagaing’s Tabayin
Township, said the proliferation of anti-coup armed groups has led to some tensions.

“Many groups have problems with each other and there are disputes between security
teams,” Yaung Ni said, adding that disputes sometimes turn violent.

A Yinmabin-based PDF has been accused of killing 21 people, including civilians and 10
fighters from another resistance group, leading the NUG to launch an investigation. Yaung
Ni said the advent of NUG-controlled judicial systems would allow them to better settle
disputes without violence.

He also said it will allow resistance groups to deal with dalan more ethically.

On May 27, he claimed a 45-year-old woman was beheaded in Tabayin, after allegedly
helping the military attack and burn down a village. “She had a child,” Yaung Ni said. “The
woman was definitely dalan. But we need to have a fair trial.”

In Kantbalu Township, vigilante violence is already giving way to more systematic measures.
Ko Lin Tun* said a member of the pro-military Union Solidarity and Development Party was
arrested in his village, after he was accused of being a dalan in March.

“He received a lot of death threat letters,” Lin Tun said. The local PDF detained him and
transferred his case to a village judiciary which investigated him. “After the investigation by
the village judges, they found that this guy was not a dalan,” Lin Tun said.

The suspect was subsequently released, with the village administration warning that
anybody who continued to threaten or harass the man and his family would be arrested
themselves.

“This is a change,” said Lin Tun. “I think if a PDF in other areas receives information about
a dalan, action should be taken after an investigation. If not, it is very dangerous.”

In neighbouring Magway Region, a committee of community elders investigates alleged
crimes in Pauk Township, while resistance groups dole out punishments.

Hlyap See, from the PRF, said petty criminals like thieves are sentenced to one to seven days
in a chain gang at the armed group’s camp, and any resistance fighters that abuse civilians
are beaten by their superiors. The use of forced labour and judicial corporal punishment are
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generally seen as human rights violations, although prison labour remains common
worldwide and corporal punishment is still used by fellow ASEAN
and Brunei.

In Myaing Township, PDFs say they control all rural parts of the township, and criminal cases
are handled by a Community Security Team. “There are no thefts or robberies in our area
yet,” said a spokesperson for the Myaing PDF. “If such cases occur, we will take firm action.
We will not forgive.”

But the patchwork attempts at community law enforcement have also led to some shocking
human rights abuses.

One man told Frontier that his 23-year-old sister was raped by a farmer in a village
controlled by a resistance group in Magway Region in April. When she discovered she was
pregnant, the resistance group forced her to marry her assailant.

“They said that solved the problem... We don’t think it is fair, we don’t like this decision,” he
said. “If there is a judiciary with people who understand the law, they would make a
different decision. We need courts for cases like my sister’s.”

Daw Khin Ohmar, chairperson of rights organisation Progressive Voice, said the military is
“ultimately responsible” for the breakdown of rule of law, but called for the NUG, ethnic
armed groups and PDFs to “adopt a code of conduct” to implement a “survivor-centered,
gender-sensitive and non-discriminatory approach” to sexual assault. “This means for
example a rape victim must not be forced to marry the assailant,” she said.

Khin Ohmar said any NUG justice system must “comply with international human rights”
and the Ministry of Defence “must ensure groups on the ground follow the code of
conduct” and protect women. She also called for the Committee Representing Pyidaungsu
Hluttaw, a group of lawmakers elected in the 2020 polls, to adopt a law specifically
preventing violence against women.

But while rule of law has further collapsed since the coup, Khin Ohmar said the military has
operated “above the law with blanket impunity for 7 decades”, with ethnic women
disproportionately affected by the military using “rape as a weapon of war”.

She said, “as long as the military stays above the law, there would be no rule of law in
Myanmar.”

‘The foundation of our new country’

The NUG is aware of the problems on the ground and is working to bring the ad hoc
resistance legal systems under central control and up to professional standards.

“If cases are decided without understanding of the law, justice will not be served,” said Dr
Yamin Oo*, a lawyer working in the NUG’s Ministry of Justice. “It’s very, very dangerous.”

Kyaw Zaw, the NUG President’s Office spokesman, said progress is being made on this front.
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“There are crimes in the areas under our control. The strong will bully the weak. The
judiciary is working to prevent this from happening,” he said.

He said specific NUG-controlled courts are now operating in some townships, with CDM
judges and lawyers working under the Ministry of Justice. He said township councils include
three judges and two deputy judges, who hear cases.

But Kyaw Zaw admitted there are still some challenges, such as the military’s ongoing
internet blackouts in conflict zones and financial shortages, which have prevented them
from paying civil servants a regular salary and from opening legal offices.

Hlyap See welcomed the formation of a strong legal system and police force, but said it
could still encounter some problems, as many resistance groups have refused to submit to
the NUG’s authority.

“If police go to arrest a resistance force member, if he easily surrenders, there is no
problem. But if they do not accept it and respond with weapons, it will be more
complicated,” he warned, calling for all revolutionary forces to join together under the NUG.

Kyaw Zaw said the most important thing is to make the new judiciary fair and trustworthy.
“This is the foundation of our new country.”

The ASEAN Envoy arrived in Yangon on the afternoon of June 29 via Bangkok's
Suvarnabhumi Airport.

The ASEAN Envoy is welcomed by U Zaw Phyo Win, Director-General of the Department of
Strategic Studies and Training of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Deputy Director General of
the Department of Diplomacy U Zaw Tun Oo and officials and Cambodian Ambassador to
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Myanmar H.E. Mr. CHHOUK Bunna and officials from the Embassy at Yangon International
Airport.

During the five-day visit of the ASEAN Special Envoy, efforts will be made to implement the
outcome of the ASEAN Humanitarian Assistance Meeting held on 6 May 2022 and the
ASEAN’s Five-Point Consensus, to facilitate inclusive political dialogue through meetings and
to implement a peaceful national reconciliation process as soon as possible in the ongoing
conflict in Myanmar.

On March 21, the Special Envoy of the ASEAN Chairmanship and ASEAN Secretary-General
Dato Lim Jock Hoi paid a three-day visit to Myanmar to meet with the Chairman of State
Administration Council.

At the meeting, both sides discussed on Myanmar, which was on the path of multi-party
democracy since 2010 and the conditions for performing the duties of the State by the State
Administration Council in line with the 2008 Constitution, which was approved by a
referendum, in the wake of vote rigging in the 2020 multi-party democratic general election,
violence erupted through protests sparked by political dissent, extrajudicial killings,
destruction and mine attacks on State-owned buildings and schools, and the situation in
which the State Administration Council is working to ensure the safety and security of the
people.

In addition, they also discussed on the implementation status of the ASEAN’s Five-Point
Consensus, the situation in which humanitarian assistance being provided to the people of
Myanmar, issues related to enhancing cooperation in ASEAN and discussions to hold on how
to make progress through dialogue as it is the first step in a series of talks.

UN Investigator Warns of Increased Violence in Myanmar

The U.N. special rapporteur Tom Andrews speaks during a press
conference at a hotel in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, June 23, 2022.
He warned, June 30, that Myanmar's military junta is increasing
its brutal campaign of violence to maintain its iron grip.

GENEVA — U.N. investigator Thomas Andrews is warning that
Myanmar’s military junta is increasing its brutal campaign of violence, resorting to
massacres, and widespread human rights violations to maintain its iron grip. The report has
been submitted to the U.N. human rights council.

The United Nations special rapporteur on the situation of human rights in Myanmar,
Thomas Andrews, is calling on the outside world to act to bring Myanmar’s military leaders
to account.
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He warns failure to take needed action will cause irreparable harm to the population and be
a death sentence for untold numbers of people. He said conditions in the country have
worsened since he last reported to the council three months ago.

Andrews said the ruling generals have accelerated their bloody campaign against political
opponents, killing more than 2,000 civilians, and arbitrarily arresting and imprisoning more
than 11,000. He said junta forces have relentlessly bombed villages with fighter jets, killing
men, women, and children.

“I regularly receive reports of new massacres of unarmed civilians. Victims often include
children and those who are physically unable to flee the advance of soldiers and military-
backed militias. In my view these repeated attacks on civilians—as well as other grave
human rights violations—constitute war crimes and crimes against humanity,” he said.

Andrews said Myanmar’s children are among the most frequent victims of this crisis. He
reports more than a quarter million children have been displaced by junta attacks, hundreds
have been killed or maimed, and more than 1,400 arbitrarily detained.

Since last year’s military coup, he said 142 children have been tortured. He said they have
been beaten, cut, stabbed, and subjected to other horrific physical and mental abuse. He
said they have been subjected to mock executions and sexually assaulted.

“At least 61 children are currently being held hostage by the junta to force adult family
members who support the opposition to give themselves up ... 33,000 children could die of
preventable deaths this year alone, merely because they have missed routine
immunizations,” said the U.N. special rapporteur.

Andrews warns conditions in Myanmar will keep deteriorating if other countries continue to
ignore the situation. He calls for international action.

He said the Security Council must consider a resolution concerning Myanmar. He urges
members of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations to impose economic and diplomatic
sanctions on Myanmar’s military leaders.

Myanmar did not respond to the report because the United Nations does not recognize the
legitimacy of the current government.
