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Myanmar Junta Seizes Anti-Regime Celebrity and Journalist Homes

Myanmar’s junta is increasingly confiscating the property of citizens who support the

revolutionary movement after previously mainly seizing the homes of National League for
Democracy members.

In Yangon, the junta has sealed off the Thingangyun Township home of celebrity couple
Lynn Lynn and Chit Thu Wai on Tuesday, who went into hiding after last year’s coup,

becoming some of the first celebrities to join the anti-regime movement.

A source close to the family confirmed to The Irrawaddy about the seizure, saying that the
pair left after the coup as they were being watched.

The singers face arrest warrants for alleged incitement over their anti-regime activities.

In hiding the couple find ways to resist the regime by composing

and producing anti-regime songs, they take part in talk shows and
I! help with fundraising and have helped boost anti-junta spirit.

On Sunday morning, the junta confiscated the home of Ko Thalun Zaung Htet, editor-in-chief
of Khit Thit Media, an independent group covering junta atrocities and the revolutionary
movement. He also faces several harsh charges.

“The seizures of civilian homes highlighted that Min Aung Hlaing

ﬁ; and his forces’ robbery and lawless riots,” he said in Khit Thit.
7 ; During the seizure, junta forces also seized his possessions, Khit Thit

Last week in Mandalay, all property belonging to the Mahar Rescue
group, which is providing free health care for COVID-19 sufferers in the city, was sealed off
for allegedly associating with people’s defense forces. At least eight members of the group
were detained during the raid.

So far this month the junta has detained more than 100 people,
including many shop owners and business people, for supporting
the anti-regime movement. Several of their houses, shops and
other businesses were sealed off after the arrests.

Since the coup, the junta has killed at least 1,553 civilians and
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detained more than 12,000 people.

Resistance Fighters Warn Local Officials in Myanmar Capital to Resign

A combined group of People’s Defense Forces (PDF) in the Myanmar capital Naypyitaw has
warned junta-appointed local administrators to resign from their posts, according to a
statement released by the group.

Naypyitaw has eight townships, 54 wards and 795 villages. Each one has an administrator.
Tuesday’s statement was issued by three PDFs active in Naypyitaw and demanded the
resignations of all local officials, whom the PDFs regard as vital to the military regime’s
administration of the country. The PDFs demand that the administrators resign is part of

their plan to ensure that the junta cannot govern the country.

The warning to local administrators in Naypyitaw comes amid the ongoing assassinations of
local officials nationwide, with many accused of being junta informants.

Last week, an administrator in Mandalay’s Mahlaing Township was shot dead by a local PDF.

As of January 20, 367 junta administration officials have been killed nationwide since last
year’s coup, while another 336 have been wounded, according to regime statistics.

Residents in Naypyitaw’s Pyinmana Township said that local authorities held a meeting on
Wednesday morning with ward administrators, telling them to stay alert and to be careful.

Despite being a regime stronghold, Naypyitaw has seen an increasing number of attacks on
junta targets by resistance fighters.

Most recently, guerrilla groups attacked five targets in Pyinmana Township, including the
military-owned Myawaddy Bank and the local police station, on February 11 and 12 just as
coup leader Senior General Min Aung Hlaing was holding a grand military review in the
capital.

The PDFs claimed to have killed six junta forces and injured two more, but The Irrawaddy
has been unable to confirm their claims independently.

Last year, there were a number of bomb attacks on branches of the Myawaddy Bank and
ward administration offices in Naypyitaw causing some causalities.

Despite the recent attacks, Naypyitaw residents said on Wednesday that security was not as
tight in the capital as it has been previously.
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One local said: “Before February 12, security forces were stationed at major junctions like
Myoma Market, the busiest place in Naypyitaw, but now we don’t see many of them.”

Myanmar Junta Rounds Up NLD Members After Pipeline Attack

More than 40 National League for Democracy (NLD) members and supporters, including the
brother of the civilian defense ministry’s secretary, have been arrested by the regime forces
in Natogyi Township, Mandalay Region, this week.

The arrests followed a resistance attack on regime personnel providing security at the
China-backed oil and gas pipelines in the township.

Myanmar’s junta has been urged by China since March 2021 to protect the 973km-long
pipelines which link China with the Rakhine coast when anti-regime protesters called for a
boycott of Chinese products and for the pipelines to be targeted, believing Beijing had a
hand in the coup.

On Monday, Natogyi People’s Defense Force (PDF) attacked 13 regime security guards at a
pipeline service station using two grenades at the site about 6km east of Natogyi town.

The regime forces responded with tighter security and arrests across the township, bringing
in reinforcements.

On Monday evening the regime forces arrested Daw Tin Moe Nwe, in her 50s, and U Nyeing
Chan Aung, who are both central executive committee members of Myingyan District NLD,
Ko Aung Thu, an NLD member, told The Irrawaddy on Wednesday.

Ko Sithu Aye Swe, the younger brother of ousted NLD’s lawmaker U Naing Htoo Aung, who
is permanent secretary of the civilian National Unity Government defense ministry, was also

arrested in Natogyi on Monday evening.

On Tuesday, more than 30 NLD members and supporters from Nanontawboe village and six
Ka Daung villagers in the north of the township were arrested, according to residents.

No reason was given for the arrests.

“We have no comment about the junta. The arrests again prove the junta is persecuting all
NLD members and supporters,” said Ko Aung Thu of Natogyi’s NLD branch.

Residents said regime forces continue to raid villages and there are checkpoints at the
town’s entrances.
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A Natogyi PDF resistance fighter told The Irrawaddy that regime forces are arresting
innocent civilians who were not involved with the attacks in the township.

“They should not arrest innocent civilians. Come and arrest us if they can,” said a resistance
fighter, who was involved in the pipeline attack. “We are not afraid of dying. We would be
pleased if the regime forces were forced out of our land.”

Natogyi PDF also claimed to have killed two regime personnel and burned four junta
motorbikes during an ambush in the township on Sunday.

In May 2021, 28 people were sentenced to 20 years in prison with hard labor over arson
attacks on Chinese-backed factories in the Hlaing Tharyar industrial zone, Yangon.

The junta’s military tribunal took urgent action against the 28 after Beijing demanded that
the junta target suspects and protect Chinese citizens and interests.

Amid intensifying armed resistance against the regime, China last month urged the NUG to
ensure the resistance movement does not harm Chinese investments.

The military regime is facing daily attacks from PDFs and many ethnic armed groups across
the country.

As of Tuesday, 1,553 people have been killed and another 12,158 people, including
democratically elected government leaders, have been detained by the junta since the
February 2021 coup, said the Assistance Association for Political Prisoners, a rights group
compiling the deaths and arrests.

‘We were so scared’: military airstrikes target IDP camps

Civilians flee military violence in Kayah State (supplied

The military’s deliberate bombing of camps sheltering
people displaced by war has terrorised tens of
thousands of IDPs, including in Kayah and Kayin
states.

Ma Thel lived in Moso village in Kayah State’s Hpruso
Township up until the Myanmar military killed and burned more than 30 civilians in the
notorious Christmas Eve massacre, one of the worst mass killings it has perpetrated since
the coup.
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After the massacre, Ma Thel and her family fled to the Ree Khee Buu IDP camp, west of
Hpruso town, where they hoped they would be safe. But as the Tatmadaw steps up
airstrikes against ethnic armed groups and People’s Defence Forces, it has also been
accused of deliberately bombing villages and camps sheltering people displaced by fighting,
inflicting more fear and misery on their lives.

On the morning of January 17, the military bombed the camp where Ma Thel and about 400
other people were taking shelter.

“l turned off the lights when the junta’s helicopters bombed the camp,” recalled Ma Thel,
who was breastfeeding her two-month-old child when the bombs began to fall.

One of the bombs exploded about 30 metres from a building where civilians were taking
shelter, killing two young girls, aged 12 and 15, and a man in his 50s. It left a crater more
than a metre deep.

Fearful camp residents, who had already fled violence, were forced to again run for their
lives, this time taking refuge in nearby mountains and forests without proper protection
from the elements.

“We were so scared. We began fleeing the camp at six in the morning,” Ma Thel said.

A member of the Refugee Assistance Committee in western Hpruso Township said there
was no fighting in the area when the Ree Khee Buu camp was attacked, and the military
knew it was an IDP camp.

“When the Ree Khee Buu IDP camp was bombed by the Myanmar military, people in other
IDP camps were afraid to stay and moved to other safer locations, like caves and forests.
They moved to those places for their safety,” he told Frontier, speaking anonymously.

Since the military seized power in a coup in February of last year, scores of civilian-led
armed groups have formed in opposition to the takeover.

Some are known as People’s Defence Forces (PDFs) and are generally loyal to the National
Unity Government, a cabinet appointed by elected lawmakers ousted by the coup, while
others operate more independently of the NUG.

Many of the PDFs and other civilian resistance forces cooperate with established ethnic
armed groups that have fought for political autonomy for decades. Nowhere is that more
apparent than in Kayah State, where the largest ethnic armed group, the Karenni Army,
fights side by side with PDFs and resistance groups under the umbrella of a coalition called
the Karenni Nationalities Defense Force.

There have been reports of similar bombing attacks on IDP camps and civilian villages in

other areas where anti-coup resistance has been fierce, including in Kayin and Chin states
and the Bamar heartland regions of Sagaing and Magway.
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Military helicopters have launched attacks on civilian
targets, including IDP camps (supplied by Karenni
Human Rights Group)

IDP camps began to form across Hpruso Township in
May last year, with displaced civilians facing increased
difficulties as fighting escalated. The junta exacerbated
the situation by restrlctmg deliveries of food and other basic necessities to Kayah State.

With the military suffering mounting casualties in the ground war with resistance groups, it
increasingly turned to airstrikes in December.

U Aung San Myint, secretary (2) of the Karenni National Progressive Party, the political wing
of the Karenni Army, appealed to the United Nations and other international organisations
to provide humanitarian aid.

“The displaced people in Karenni State are suffering from a shortage of humanitarian
assistance,” he said, a situation complicated by the fact that only a few roads link the state
to the rest of the country.

“Now, Loikaw city has become a battlefield, disrupting the flow of goods from other states
and regions. The displaced people in Kayah State are in urgent need of humanitarian
assistance,” he told Frontier on January 31.

The KNDF said that since December 2021, the junta has bombed civilian targets in the state
capital of Loikaw, as well as Hpruso and Demoso townships, and in Pekon Township just
across the border in southern Shan State.

The KNPP says since airstrikes began, the number of IDPs in Kayah increased from 110,000
to over 170,000. The United Nations said in mid-January that half of the population of
Loikaw Township has been displaced and nearly 90,000 of the state’s residents have been
forced to leave their homes due to fighting. The 2014 census found that Kayah has a
population of 286,627.

Ma Thel says she has felt insecure since she survived the deadly bombing of the Ree Khee
Buu IDP camp. “Living as an IDP is exhausting and frightening for me. | want to live at
home,” she said.

Fighting at Lay Kay Kaw displaces thousands

It’s a similarly grim story in neighbouring Kayin State,
where military airstrikes have targeted civilian areas
in territory controlled by the Karen National Union.
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The KNU’s armed wing, the Karen National Liberation Army, is one of the country’s most
influential ethnic armed groups and has also been cooperating with PDFs.

In December last year the Tatmadaw launched an offensive involving airstrikes and artillery
fire at Lay Kay Kaw, a town in territory controlled by KNLA Brigade 6, where political
dissidents were in hiding. Security forces arrested dozens of political fugitives, including two
elected MPs, and the clashes displaced some 20,000 people, many of whom headed for the
border with Thailand.

U Bo Sein, an aid worker on the border, said displaced people from Lay Kay Kaw and a
number of other villages that had come under attack were forced to hide along the bank of
the Thaungyin (Moei) River, which forms part of the border between Myanmar and
Thailand. Many who crossed the river then hid in the jungle for fear of being arrested by the
Thai army.

“l don’t know how long this conflict will last, so | want a stable place for the displaced
people because they often find it difficult to move from one place to another,” he said.

In January, Thai authorities reportedly forcibly deported between 3,000 and 4,000 refugees,
tearing down their makeshift shelters and sending them back across the river. In December,
Thailand insisted that the refugees returning to Myanmar were doing so voluntarily,
because they were “worried about their property”. Bo Sein called for Thailand to be more
accepting, especially given the Myanmar military’s propensity for airstrikes.

“We want a safe and secure place for the displaced people, including the elderly, children,
and pregnant women. The Myanmar military should avoid conducting airstrikes on areas
where displaced people are taking refuge. It is more convenient for the Thai authorities to
accept displaced people,” he said.

The NUG’s Ministry of Human Rights said in a statement issued on January 31 that the
Tatmadaw has conducted airstrikes in 44 of the country’s 330 townships. The United
Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs said that as of February 2,
fighting in Myanmar had displaced more than 425,000 people.

On January 20, ethnic armed groups and resistance forces in Kayin, Kayah and Chin states
called on the UN to designate no-fly zones in conflict-affected areas and to declare IDP
camps, hospitals and schools as safe zones.

“At this point, the danger to human life is really on the red line. A person who is alive today,
may not be alive tomorrow. The right to life is completely lost,” said Aung Hsan Myint from

the KNPP.

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Regime Forces Torch Houses in Upper Myanmar in Latest Arson Attack

Thirty-nine houses were burned down in a village in Sagaing Region’s Taze Township last
week in the latest arson attack by Myanmar junta forces. It was the 13" such attack on
Kabaung Kya Village over the past few months, in which a total of 124 houses have been
reduced to ashes, according to local residents and resistance groups.

Junta troops deployed in Kabaung Kya from February 11 to 14 and torched 39 houses, said
residents.

“They have been torching houses almost every day in the village. The latest [arson attack]
caused heavy damage. There was also a shooting. Casualties are still unknown,” said a
Kabaung Kya resident, who returned to the village after fleeing to see the damage caused by
the fires.

Kabaung Kya Village is in the west of Taze Township and is normally home to some 30,000
people in nearly 700 households. The village has been repeatedly raided and the villagers
fled months ago. No residents were present during the latest arson attack.

Local resistance groups said that they ambushed the military regime troops with remote-
detonated mines as they left the village. At least 20 junta soldiers are thought to have been
killed in the attack.

Junta forces have torched four villages in Taze Township since February 1, with almost 80
houses: 20 in Padi Village, four in Pechaung Village, 15 in Kayutaw Village and 39 in Kabaung
Kya Village, burned down, according to Taze People’s Defense Force (PDF).

Some 4,570 houses nationwide are estimated to have been damaged or destroyed by junta
arson attacks since the coup, according to Data for Myanmar. Sagaing Region suffered the
heaviest damage with 2,567 buildings torched by the regime, followed by Chin State with
976 buildings, Magwe with 626 buildings and Kayah State with 310 buildings.

Tens of thousands of Taze residents have been displaced by the fighting between the
Myanmar military and local PDFs.

Junta troops set fire to more homes in Thantlang after battalion commander loses leg to
landmine

A local rights group alleges that the commander was injured by a mine he had planted
himself in the Chin State town

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The Myanmar army set fire to more homes in the deserted Chin State town of Thantlang
this week, the Chin Human Rights Organisation (CHRO) reported.

Fire engulfs homes in Thantlang in January (Chin News
Journal)

More than 900 of Thantlang’s 2,300 homes have been
destroyed since September of last year, a period
during which the junta’s forces set fire to buildings in
the town a total of 25 times, according to the
Chinland Defence Force (CDF) in Thantlang. Some 19
religious buildings have also been lost.

At the time of reporting, it was not known how many more houses the military had torched
in the most recent act of arson, which took place on Sunday.

The burning, CHRO said, followed the triggering of a landmine by a battalion commander,
causing him serious injury. Lt-Col Myo Zin Tun, who leads Infantry Battalion (IB) 269, lost his
leg when the device—which CHRO reported that he had planted—went off on Sunday.

Myanmar Now is unable to independently verify who had set up the mine in question.

Junta troops under his command started burning the remaining houses in Thantlang that
day.

“It's very inhumane and cruel of them to destroy people's property like this,” Salai Lian, a
spokesperson for the Thantlang Placement Affairs Committee—which works with displaced
persons—told Myanmar Now.

Thantlang originally had a population of between 8,000 and 10,000, all of whom have been
displaced by the military occupation and clashes with resistance forces in the area. Many of
the town’s former residents have been sheltering in nearby forests.

The military has also cut off the transportation routes and the supply of commodities to
Thantlang Township, leaving locals in hiding with a lack of food and basic necessities,
including medicines, Salai Lian explained.

A junta spokesperson claimed last year that the fires in Thantlang were started not by the
Myanmar army but by the local resistance forces, which the military council referred to as
“terrorist” organisations.

Prior to Sunday’s burning, 95 homes and a church in Thantlang were most recently
destroyed in fires at the end of January during a three-day battle between the CDF-
Thantlang and the military in which seven junta soldiers were allegedly killed.

Troops from IB 269, IB 222 and Light Infantry Division 11 are all reportedly positioned on a
strategic hill overlooking Thantlang, the CDF-Thantlang said in a statement in December of
last year.
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The CDF-Thantlang is known to occasionally ambush junta forces during patrols in the area,
and has stated that the fires set to civilians’ homes in the town by the Myanmar army are
likely in retaliation for these attacks.

More than 4,500 homes razed by military since Myanmar coup

Research group says more than half of the arsons took place in Sagaing region.

Junta troops have razed at least 4,571 civilian
homes since Myanmar’s military seized power in
a coup just over a year ago, more than half of
which were in the country’s embattled Sagaing region, according to a group that monitors
the effect of political and armed conflicts in the Southeast Asian nation.

Research group Data for Myanmar said in a report that the military set 2,567 homes alight in
Sagaing, 976 in Chin state, 626 in Magway region, 310 in Kayah state, and dozens of others
in Mandalay region, Southern Shan state, Tanintharyi region, Bago region and Kayin state.

The homes were targeted in townships where anti-junta resistance in the form of
prodemocracy People’s Defense Force militias and armed ethnic groups has been
particularly fierce in recent months, and where the military response has been severe.

On Tuesday, watchdog group Fortify Rights urged the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations to back a U.N. Security Council-mandated arms embargo prohibiting the sale of
weapons to the junta, citing reports of military abuses in Kayah state and elsewhere that it
warned could amount to war crimes.

In interviews with RFA’s Myanmar Service, sources in the country’s remote border regions
have routinely described troops using civilians as human shields and committing other
abuses, including arson, arbitrary arrests, torture, sexual abuse and even murder.

Data for Myanmar said that incidents of village arson began at the end of May 2021 and
peaked in October, November and December in 2021, as well as February this year.

Speaking to RFA on Wednesday, a 35-year-old man from Magway’s Gangaw township

detailed the hardships he and his family have faced since the military came to his village of
Hnan Khar and burned down the home that had been in his family for generations.
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“When | returned home [from fleeing the military raid], the house was gone. It had been
turned to ashes,” he said, speaking on condition of anonymity citing fear of reprisal.

“I lost around 50 million kyats (U.S. $28,100) and all of my food supplies are gone. | am living
in a small shed nearby and for meals | must eat food donated for refugees.”

The young man said the military has carried out arson attacks in Hnan Khar village at least
five times since the Feb. 1, 2021, coup, leaving many residents homeless.

A woman from Sagaing’s Pale township who also declined to be named told RFA in an
interview that she had lost everything she owned when her home was burned down, even
her pots and pans.

“We were hiding in the woods [when the soldiers came]. The house was burned down
around 1 a.m. and | discovered that it was gone the next morning,” she said.

“l am grieving over our losses, but | don’t want to be lost in despair. | try to encourage
myself and others to remain active. We heard homes in other villages were burned down, so
we knew this could happen to us one day.”

Blaming the PDF

: S Residents said junta forces appeared to be using
arson as a weapon agalnst villages they consider to be havens for members of the
prodemocracy People’s Defense Force (PDF) militia, those located closest to the sites of
attacks on military troops, and those marked by pro-military militia groups such as the Pyu
Saw Htee.

Junta Deputy Information Minister Maj. Gen. Zaw Min Tun told RFA in recent weeks that
PDF forces have been burning down homes and not the military. He has also denied the
existence of the Pyu Saw Htee.

Responding to Zaw Min Tun’s comments, a member of the Taze Township PDF in Sagaing
said his militia fighters have no reason to set homes on fire.

“They are trying to label PDF forces as terrorists, but it is their forces who enter the villages
and burn down homes for no reason,” he said.

“They destroy property, they capture and torture villagers who cannot flee. Some of them
end up dead. We PDF forces are supported by the local people. We won’t burn down the
homes of our supporters in our own villages.”

Aung Thu Nyein, the director of the Institute for Strategy and Policy, a Myanmar-focused
think tank, said arson plays an integral role in the military’s operations to eliminate PDF
forces, and likened it to “draining water to catch fishes.”
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“I think this is their tactic for collective punishment. This is part of their military strategy. Or
it could be order came from low-ranking officers. | don’t know it for sure,” he said.

“In my view, it is hard to conclude that they are committing arson as part of any policy. |
don’t see any evidence pointing to that. However, these are very common tactics used in

counterinsurgency operations.”

Aung Thu Nyein said the losses of homes that took years to build would lead to bitter
resentments among the civilians and drive them to stronger resistance.

Myanmar’s NUG provides over 20 million Kyat for Zomi PDF

The National Unity Government’s ministry of
defence has provided more than 22.1 million Kyat in
its third round of funding for the People's Defense
Forces (PDF) operating in Kalay Township under the
banner of the Chin State (Zomi PDF), according to a
12 February statement by the Zomi PDF.

"The NUG regularly supports the People's Defense Forces who are sacrificing their lives for
true federal democracy throughout the country. This time it was our turn. We got it [a
donation] for the third time," said a Zomi PDF information officer.

The Zomi PDF fought against the Military Council in Pyin Thar Village of Kalay Township on 2
February. A Military Council soldier was killed, while the Zomi PDF forces suffered no
casualties.

The information officer said: "We do the same as other groups, but we don't get much
public attention. Since there are few direct donations from the people, donations are

needed. We also still need weapons.”

"We always sent reinforcements to the fighting in the southern part of Kalay Township and
to the Chin mountains. We also helped in the battle of Thaingin,” he added.

The Zomi PDF has also announced that it will use the support it receives from the NUG and
the people to benefit the country and its population.
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This is the third time the NUG has given money to the Zomi PDF. Previously they gave them
20 million Kyat in October 2021 and 10 million Kyat in December 2021.

Arakan Army consolidates position in Rakhine State in wake of Myanmar coup

As most of Myanmar has been in turmoil since the
February 2021 coup only one place has remained
peaceful, Rakhine State.

After the February coup the military’s brutal crackdown on protestors triggered the
formation of the People’s Defence Force (PDF) armed resistance movements across the
country.

While largely independent, these armed resistance groups are known to be helped and
encouraged by well-armed ethnic armed organisations (EAOs) such as the Kachin
Independence Army (KIA) and Karen National Union (KNU), and smaller EAOs, such as the
Chin National Front (CNF) and the Karenni Army (KA) who have all been providing military
training to the PDFs.

Though they have never made public statements on this subject, it is assumed that the
Arakan Army (AA) is also training PDFs. It is believed that they have been training people
since the middle of 2021.

There are rumours saying that the AA has stopped fighting and does not cooperate with the
National Unity Government (NUG), while other rumours say they have been in political
discussions with the NUG since the beginning of the year.

Some have criticised the AA for remaining silent since the military coup after being
previously involved in intense fighting when the National League for Democracy (NLD)

government was in power 2015 to 2020.

Given these circumstances, people have been wondering what and who the AA support and
whether they will start fighting against the Myanmar military.

Military in Rakhine State
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There have been tensions at Myanmar government military bases, but there have hardly
been any clashes with the AA since the end of 2020. Though, there has been some fighting
between the military and the AA, especially at the start of 2022 at the AA base in northern
Rakhine State.

Though the AA does not control any areas or have any powerful bases it has tens of
thousands of fighters in public view in northern Rakhine villages.

In an interview with Asia Times, the AA’s commander-in-chief, Tun Myat Naing stated that
they have over 30,000 battle-hardened soldiers with combat experience. This claim is not
possible to confirm.

However, if this is the case, this number is more than enough to fight the military, especially
as, according to one of their commanders, they have more new recruits undergoing training.

Rakhine ethnic groups and the AA

The majority of AA supporters in Rakhine State are ethnic Buddhist Rakhines, followed by
people from the Muslim Rohingya and Chin ethnic groups. The Rohingya tend to go with the
flow of whatever is happening and have good relationships with AA. They cooperate to
administer some villages with the AA and in others they try to be friendly with both the
military and the AA.

The Rohingya have reportedly adopted a neutral policy as they do not want to have to rely
completely on either side. Where there are AA administrations they cooperate.

It remains to be seen whether the AA political movement will make for a better
understanding between the Rakhine and Rohingya communities who have had long-term
grudges against each other. This split was highlighted during the 2016-17 Rakhine crisis,
when crackdowns by the Myanmar military led to over 700,000 Rohingya fleeing into exile
in Bangladesh — prompting a court case against the Myanmar military currently underway in
The Hague.

The Arakan Rohingya Salvation Army (ARSA) carried out operations on the outskirts of
Maungdaw Township at the beginning of this year, but said they are unlikely to cooperate
with the AA in the future.

Politics and Administration
AA actions may have indirectly helped the Myanmar military and the current coup-makers.

The AA set up self-administered jurisdictions, and judicial and tax systems during the
informal ceasefire with the military.

The AA has given training to village administrators and it controls nearly all the rural parts of
northern Rakhine State, though the military junta still controls the urban areas.

The AA administrative system is not just there to serve Rakhine people, it is also for
Rohingya people and the AA has also trained Rohingya administrators. They seem to be
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trying to lay the foundations for an ethnically harmonious society. The AA seem to be
following a policy of co-existence with other ethnic groups, as their commander-in-chief,
Tun Myat Naing, had called for in his interview with Asia Times.

Analysts believe the stability in Rakhine State is helpful to the military junta as they are
trying to handle fighting on multiple other fronts and appear stretched. It has also suited the
AA as it has allowed them to build up their political, administrative, and judiciary systems.

The aim of the AA

The commander-in-chief of the AA openly stated that the political aim of the AA is a self-
administered nation or an independent country. Unlike other Bamar groups fighting against
the military junta the AA is just fighting for freedom for Rakhine State while other groups
claim they are fighting for a federal democracy.

Neither the military nor the armed groups fighting for democracy and federalism can be
sure of the AA’s political aims. Since the coup the AA has accelerated the rate it is
implementing its control over areas and it is strengthening its forces. Analysts believe that
the AA will only defend itself against attacks by the military junta but will not carry out
offensive operations against them.

The military junta is not happy with the way the AA has expanded since the ceasefire with
them and has warned village administrators to not have contact with the AA.

On 6 January there were clashes in Maungdaw Township. There are tensions on junta
military bases in the area and it is believed that because of these problems the military will
not launch an offensive in the area. They also worry that such actions would result in large
casualties for the military on top of the other casualties they are facing across the rest of the
country.

This means that for the AA it makes more sense to not launch offensive attacks against the
military and to instead restrict themselves to only fighting in self-defence when they are
attacked.

It is ironic that in an era where most of Myanmar is troubled by conflict and repression,
Rakhine State, a site of claimed “genocidal” violence, is at relative peace, in large part due to
the AA’s strength, tactics and political stance.

Clashes continued the next morning. Later, air strikes from BA near Pan Thapyae caused
residents of the village tract of the same name and Loi Sant village tract to flee to Lashio,

while 500 people took shelter in other villages in Mong Yaw village tract.

Russian Military Pilots Visit Myanmar as Junta Steps Up Air Strikes

Amid increasing junta air strikes in ethnic areas as well as Sagaing and Magwe regions in
Myanmar, a Russian military delegation comprising pilots is visiting the country.

The 24-member Russian delegation has been in Mandalay since Jan. 28. Russian pilots have
often visited Myanmar to provide aviation training as well as maintain and upgrade aircraft
at Meiktila Air Base in Mandalay Region. It is not clear whether the latest visit by Russian
pilots is for the same purpose.

On previous visits, Russian pilots lodged at the Royal Mingalar Hotel in Mandalay owned by
Dr. Naing Win Par, the son of former Deputy Yangon Mayor Colonel Maung Par. But this
time the Russian delegation is staying at the Sunset Palace Hotel, which is owned by the
manufacturer of the Seinkhal Shwekhal brand of fish sauce, a figure who has close ties with
Daw Kyu Kyu Hla, wife of coup leader Min Aung Hlaing.

Col. Maung Par served as the deputy Yangon mayor
under dictator Than Shwe’s military regime, and was
a member of the Central Executive Committee of the
Union Solidarity and Development Association
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(USDA). He was also the head of the Yangon Region USDA. The association was transformed
into a political party to serve as the military’s proxy ahead of the 2010 general election, and
became known as the Union Solidarity and Development Party. Maung Par’s son Dr. Naing
Win Par owns the Seven Mile hotel group.

Myanmar’s military has bought MiG-29 and Su-30 multi-role aircraft, Yak-130 jet trainer and
light combat aircraft, Mi-17 transport helicopters and Mi-24 helicopter gunships from
Russia.

The Russian pilots have arrived as the military regime mounts increasingly frequent air
attacks on ethnic armed organizations fighting for greater autonomy and on local People’s
Defense Force groups that emerged after the military coup last year. The visit also coincides
with attacks on the houses of Myanmar junta pilots allegedly involved in junta airstrikes
after their names and addresses were leaked on social media.

A Russian-made Mi-24 attack helicopter of the
Myanmar Air Force / Myanmar Defence Weapon

— Myanmar’s bilateral relations with Russia have
#l. reached anew level since the coup, regime
spokesman Major General Zaw Min Tun said in
nmimilitary. August last year. “Russia plays the central part in
Myanmar’s air defense systems, followed by China.
And the cooperation between the air forces is expanding,” the spokesman told reporters.

Russian Defense Minister Sergei Shoigu visited Myanmar just a few days before the coup,
and pledged to sell air defense weaponry to Myanmar during his visit. Russian Deputy
Defense Minister Alexander Fomin attended Myanmar’s Armed Forces Day parade in
Naypyitaw in March.

The Russian navy warship Gremyashiy made a friendly visit to Myanmar in October, and
coup leader Min Aung Hlaing met the Russian delegation led by Russian deputy navy chief
Vice Admiral Vladimir Lvovich Kasatonov aboard the ship.

Cambodia’s Hun Sen gives up on Myanmar
The prime minister and ASEAN chair says he will pass the crisis on to his successor.

Hun Sen officially threw in the towel on solving Myanmar’s political crisis Wednesday, as top
diplomats from the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) prepare for a retreat at
which the junta’s failure to honor its commitments will likely loom large.

Only a month and a half into assuming the rotating
leadership of ASEAN, Cambodia’s prime minister
admitted that Myanmar’s military regime has made no
progress in resolving the situation in the country and said
it is unlikely to do so during the remainder of his year as chair.

“I’'m in a situation where I’'m damned if | do and damned if | don’t, so just let it be,” the
Cambodian strongman said while speaking in front of dignitaries, including Japanese
Ambassador Mikami Masahiro, at the unveiling of a bridge in Kratie province.

“If they don’t want to do it, we don’t need to worry. How can the cart move forward when
the oxen are in front of it?”

Hun Sen noted that there are “only 10 more months and 14 days left and my duty [as ASEAN
chair] will be finished” and suggested that “the next chair of ASEAN take care of the issue”
because of its difficulty.

Hun Sen’s comments followed a Jan. 7-8 trip to Myanmar — the first by a foreign leader
since the military coup — that drew widespread criticism for conferring legitimacy on the
regime. The visit came barely two weeks after Hun Sen urged junta chief Sr. Gen. Min Aung
Hlaing during a video conference to uphold an agreement that he struck with ASEAN last
year, known as the Five-Point Consensus.

Min Aung Hlaing, who led the Feb. 1, 2021, overthrow of Myanmar’s democratically elected
government, agreed to the consensus when he met ASEAN leaders in Jakarta last April at a
summit convened to address the crisis in Myanmar.

The agreement calls for an end to violence, dialogue between the junta and the deposed
National League for Democracy (NLD), and for the ASEAN special envoy and delegation to
visit Myanmar to meet with all parties concerned.

Myanmar marked the first anniversary of the coup with no progress on those issues, while
in the past year, security forces have arrested nearly 9,160 civilians and killed more than
1,550. Military conflict has engulfed large swathes of the country of 54 million, displacing
more than 400,000 people.

Hun Sen’s comments also came amid reports that Myanmar would not be sending a
representative to Wednesday’s Foreign Ministers’ Retreat, days after the junta criticized
fellow ASEAN member states for not extending invitations to its generals to bloc summits.
ASEAN has barred high-ranking officials from the junta since Oct. 15 for failing to fully abide
by the Five-Point Consensus.

Prospects for change

Speaking to RFA’s Khmer Service, Cambodian
political commentator Em Sovannary said that Hun Sen had handled the situation in
Myanmar poorly, in part by failing to meet with NLD leader Aung San Suu Kyi during his visit
to the country last month.

But he suggested that the situation was not hopeless, given plans for the ASEAN special
envoy to visit Myanmar later this year.

“It isn’t a totally deadlocked yet. So, let’s try to begin [a different way],” he said. “If we keep
trying, we cannot say it is over.”

But Moe Thuzar, a Burmese expert on ASEAN affairs based in Singapore, said the bloc’s
position will not change until the junta shows progress.

“It has got to the point where ASEAN’s decision [not to invite the military’s representatives]
is the ‘default,’”” he said. “ASEAN will maintain this default position until they see junta
implementing the Five-Point Consensus agreements, seriously and fully.”

Hla Kyaw Zaw, a Myanmar analyst based in China, said she expects most ASEAN member
states to continue pressuring the junta until it improves the situation inside the country.

“The more the junta oppresses civilians, the more ASEAN countries will keep their distance,”
she said. “They will be too afraid to show their support.”

Attempts by RFA to contact junta spokesman Maj. Gen. Zaw Min Tun for comment on
Myanmar’s absence from the upcoming retreat went unanswered Wednesday.

In a statement on Feb. 14, the junta’s foreign ministry said that ASEAN’s decision was not in
line with the bloc’s charter, which pledges to respect the sovereignty of member nations, as
well as basic principles of the U.N. charter.

Burmese political analyst Sai Kyi Zin Soe told RFA that he sees no situation in which ASEAN
will give in to Myanmar’s military regime if it chooses not to implement the Five-Point
Consensus.

“l assume that ASEAN members must be thinking that if they give in it will put the people of
Myanmar into deeper crisis or create a tougher situation for political stakeholders in the
country and prolong the power of the military regime, instead of leading to an effective
solution,” he said.

Letting Junta Defend Myanmar in Rohingya Genocide Case Sets Troubling Precedent

Following the Myanmar military-led “clearance operation” that forced 750,000 Rohingya to
flee to neighboring Bangladesh in 2017, the West African nation of Gambia in November
2019 brought a case before the International Court of Justice (ICJ) accusing Myanmar of
violating the 1948 Genocide Convention. Later on, in response to the court’s unanimously
indicated legally binding provisional measures to protect the Rohingya from further
atrocities, on January 2021, Myanmar’s then National League for Democracy (NLD)
government filed preliminary objections to the jurisdiction of the court and the admissibility
of the application.

In this context, the ICJ recently announced that it will hold a fresh round of hearings from
Feb. 21-28 in the Great Hall of Justice in which the regime’s leaders will be potential
defendants, sparking speculation that the court is implicitly taking a position in the ongoing
civil war and legitimizing the unrecognized military regime. It is worth noting that the junta-
formed State Administration Council (SAC) and the civilian National Unity Government
(NUG) have been struggling for recognition from the international community since the
coup d’état in February 2021.

When UN investigators concluded that the military’s crimes against Rohingya Muslims in
2017 had “genocidal intent,” both the civilian government led by Daw Aung San Suu Kyi and
the military denied the accusation. In 2019, Daw Aung San Suu Kyi even personally attended
hearings to defend the military against genocide and crimes against humanity charges.
However, the army’s takeover in February 2021 has put an end to Myanmar’s “quasi-
democratic process,” preventing her from representing the country at the ICJ, the UN’s top
judicial body. Meanwhile, the military administration has organized a new legal team led by

its foreign minister, U Wunna Maung Lwin, to mount a defense in the genocide case.

Accepting representation from the illegitimate military regime under the UN system and
international law would contradict the UN General Assembly stance taken in December
2021 that firmly rejected the junta’s credentials, leaving U Kyaw Moe Tun (who is aligned
with the NUG) as Myanmar’s incumbent permanent representative to the United Nations. It
would imply that the ICJ acknowledges the Tatmadaw (Myanmar’s military) as the rightful
representatives of Myanmar, despite the fact that no UN member state, UN agency, or
other international organization has formally recognized the junta government. Though the
ICJ has no jurisdiction to decide who lawfully represents Myanmar, UN General Assembly
Resolution 396 (V) (1950) specifies that the decision of the Credentials Committee should be
taken into consideration by other UN bodies when deciding on member state
representation.
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Again, the court cannot disregard the UN resolution passed in June 2021 that condemned
the coup in the “strongest terms” and demanded a fully inclusive civilian government, in
which 116 countries voted in favor and just one (Belarus) voted against.

Whoever represents Myanmar must represent its people. However, following the junta’s
mass killings and atrocities in the ethnic states of Rakhine, Chin, Kachin, Shan and Karen
since the coup, the people of Myanmar have clearly rejected the regime, which could be
charged with “crimes against humanity” by the International Criminal Court (ICC). So,
allowing unlawful officials who overthrew civilian governments would thus undermine the
UN Charter and call the court’s role in promoting the rule of law into question. According to
a recent statement issued by the NUG, the court risks setting a “dangerous precedent” that
would be detrimental to Myanmar and its people including the Rohingya.

It is understandable that the junta will leverage the hearings to gain substantial de jure
recognition as the legitimate government of Myanmar within other UN bodies and beyond.
As a result, the moral and strategic positions of international state actors to deny mass-
murderous military acceptance will be weakened to some extent. Similarly, it would send a
terrible message to the civil society groups that are demanding the restoration of
democracy and human rights in Myanmar. In a joint letter to the ICJ president, Legal Action
Worldwide (LAW), along with Fortify Rights and the Myanmar Accountability Project (MAP),
argued that the court’s acceptance of the junta to represent the country “would risk
legitimizing the junta’s unlawful seizure of power.” Importantly, in a letter, 807 Rohingya
refugees in Bangladesh’s Cox’s Bazar camp urged the president of the ICJ to reconsider any
act that could give legitimacy to the junta and move forward with substantive hearings on
the case.

The junta’s representation in the legal proceedings could further complicate the
implementation of the ICJ ruling, because the regime lacks effective control over the
administration of Rakhine State’s key functions like taxation, revenue collection, and
territorial stability. The Arakan Army (an anti-junta ethnic armed organization based in
Rakhine) claims to control 60 percent of the Rakhine State administration and collects
household revenues from both the Rohingya and the rest of the population.

The ICJ should also note the junta’s failure to uphold the “provisional measures of
protection.” In a flagrant violation of the ICJ’s decisions, new evidence revealed in an order
issued by the junta-run General Administration Department of Buthidaung Township in
Rakhine State demonstrates the regime’s draconian denials of freedom of movement,
preventing Rohingya from accessing livelihoods, health care, and other aspects of basic
survival. The NUG, on the other hand, has proposed two realistic measures for a sustainable
solution of the crisis. The first is agreeing to grant full citizenship rights to all Rohingya
people, and the second is formally withdrawing all preliminary objections in the case by
admitting past atrocities committed against Rohingya people.

However, it is unlikely that either the NUG’s or the junta’s representation at the ICJ will have
any direct practical ramifications for the court proceedings. Because defining the legal
authority of Myanmar is not the subject of the Gambia v. Myanmar case. So, whoever
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represents Myanmar, the ICJ should proceed on substantive grounds that war crimes,
crimes against humanity, and/or genocide have occurred in Rakhine.
